ORDERS ON ACADEMIC WORR
ISSUED BY MAJOR COLE

Regulations Say Freo Peripds Belong To
Military Department.
Another general order dealing with

the conflicts which have been reported
between military and academic work
has been issued by Major Cole. It states
that the time from eight in the morn-
ing until noon, from two in the after-
noon to five in the eveming and from

7.30 until 9.30 at night belongs to the
academic department, but adds that on
orders from the eommanding officer, for
guard dnty and for prisoners in the
guard house, these hours may be inter-
fered with. It also authorizes the use
of all free pericds during the day for
military work, »

The order as it wag issued follows:

1. Constant reports, true or uwntrue.
have been coming to the Commanding
Officer, of interference with academic
work, The time betwen 8,00 A, A and
12,00 M., hetwen 2.00 P. M, and 5.00
P, M. and from 7.30 P. M, to 9.30 P, 3,
belongs to the academic department as
part of the regular number of hours
work per week, required and any inter-
ference with any class work or study
periods scheduled in these hours by
anyonc except on definite orders from
the Commanding Officer, except for reg-
ufar guard duty, non-commissioned offi-
cers in charge of quarters, who will be
considered part of the guard detail, or
prisoners in the guardhouse will be pun-
ished as a disobedience of orders., Fur-
loughs or passes invelving any of these
hours can be granted only on the orders
of the Comanding Officer and only for
geod and sufficient reasons of such ur-
gency as to make their granting neces-
sary; MV . S A

In the case of individual students hdv-
ing only partly filled schedules the
time not taken up by reecitation, labora-
tory, lecture, or study periods must by

rule be reported and they can in such
periods be used for any sort of military
work, Each company will at onee pre-
pare a list showing, is case of each
man not having a full schedule, the
hours not scheduled. Any student fail-
ing to report hours mot scheduled or
putting work on his schedule card which
is not aetually assigned, will be pun-
ished, but all officers and non-commis-
sioned officers are cautioned that regu-
farly scheduled study periods belong to
the student’s academic day, and they
will under no circumstances interfere
with such periods.

All men in the naval aviation school
at the Institute who enlisted for four
years, will continue and complete their
courses in flying regardless ot the peace
negotiations, and all others, who eniist-
ed only for the duration of the war
will be divided into four classes which
will determine their standing under the
present conditions This information
wasg officially announced by the officers
of the school last wek. At the present
time, there are about 100 men ai the
Receiving ship, and these will all De
transferred to the Main Ship. whete
they will he given their classifications.

MORE BUILDINGS FOR
FORT MONROE

The following article has been issued
by the War Department. which should
he of especial interest to the men in tne
8 A. T. C who look forward to enter-
ing Fort Monroe.
Authorization to proceed with the con-
struction of additional aecommeodations
for training Coast Artillery officers, en-
listed specialists, and chauffeurs at Fort
Monroe, Va., in connection with the ex-
tension of the Coast Artillery training
center has been given. The cost of the
work which will be done under the su-
pervision of the construction division is
estimated at $3,210,640,
Twenty-one class-room buildings will
| be erected, 15 of which will be used for
the training of additional Coast Artil-
lery officers. The other ¢ will be used
for the training of enlisted specialists.
There will be 13 barracks erected for
officer eandidates, 8§ barracks for the en-
listed speeialists, 2 barracks for enlisted
personnel, and accommodations for 75
officers. In addition, there will be a 1-
story building to accommodate 20 wire-
less operators and extemsion eof accom-
modations for the training of chauffeurs.
