.CHICAGO. EDITORIAL ON
S. A, T. C, IN THE WEST

The following editorial, which has
been taken from the Chiengo Herala-
Examiner. shows weli the stafus of the
8. A T. C. in the western colleges. It
touches upon engineering ~tudents espe-
cially:

The Students’ Army Training Corps
has proved an interesting experiment.
It was a paper scheme, cut to an ingen-
jous pattern. It has not titted the sit-
uation exactly. but how could it.

Tt was planned to give young men sim-
ultancous training in military affairs
and in academic subjects. It has worked
out more on the line of a leoscly run
cantrnment with  edueational decora-
tions.

pretty nearly a failure. The men who
do most of their edueational work in
laboratories have found that they have
too little time for study. A good many

“It is of utmost im-
portance to preserve the mo-
rale of the men and get them
to settle down as speedily
as possible to serious acad-
emic pursuits. Orders have
gone forth from the military
authcrities to keep the mili-
tary work very strictly within
the hours assigned, and not to
impose any kind of duty that
will conflict at all with aca-
demic requirements. . . .

It seems to me that not a
day should be lost in placing
before the students and fac-
ulty a clear understanding of
the fact that the return to
peace conditions must be
made.as speedily as possible.
The students should under-
stand that the motive before
them is now the crdinary aca-
demic motive of working for
a degree, and the faculty
should bend its energies to
the task of modifying the
courses £¢ as to minimize the
difficulties cf the transition.”

Now. however, the
whole student hody s finding it dificult to do the work under the
existing conditions, and they find that the faculty are entirely in
svmpathy with them. There is little doubt that Technology will
have to follow the example of some of the western universities
sooner or later and make a fresh start: that is, begin the term over.
The point is, however, that much time would he saved if a new
start were made now instead of in January., There would be little
objection to this arrangement, as few of the men have gotten much
more than a superficial smattering of their courses.

While there he was much interested in the activities. He was
a substitute on his class football team and rowed on the class crew.

He became one of the reporters on “The Tech” and on April 1,

1016, was made Associate Editor.

At the time of the opening of the new Tech buildings Joe took
no part in the great pageant and celebrations which werz then going
on but attended to the drudgery of gathering news and hustling ount
the daily editions of “The Tech.”

He was an active member of the S. A. E. Fraternity in the good
fellowship of which he took keenest pleasure.

But in December, 1916, he decided to get into more definite
work and found such an opportunity in the Potomac Cotton Mills
of New Bedford. He was given the “run of the Mill” and was

land, doing convoy and observation work over the LEnglish ch’mnel
He was twice lost in fog. Once he was blown sixty miles north of
his course, his airship heing damaged after Janding. Again he was
