It is possible that some good reason underlies the order pro-
hibiting men from crossing the street to go to the stores in the Re-
celving ship building except at a short time after meal hours, baut
it would seem that, with so few recreational places open to men in
the units, the lounge should not be forbidden them. It has been
officially stated since the armistice was signed that the regulations
governing the men in the army and navy units at the colleges would
be modified, but recent orders can hardly be called a step in this
direction.

RELATIVES OF NAVY MEN
URGED T0 AID MORALE

The general unrest and fecling of
pending  activities oceasiomed by the
sirming of the armistice has brought a
lerter from the commandani of the first
naval district which urges that every at-
tempt to preserve the efficiency of the
navy be mude. It asks that friends and
relatives of men in the servive refrain
from asking repeatedly when the demob-

anly serve to weaken the morale of the
men.

The letter follows:
From: Comimandant, First Naval Dis-
triet.

District.
Subjeet: General unrest in anticipation
of Denobilization,

1. The signing of the armistice, and
the constant talk of peace seems to have
upset a great many of the parvents,
wives and sweethearts ¢f the men in the
sorvice, and erveated a feeling of uncer-
tainty in the minds of many others,
judging from the constant stream of let-
ters which is tlowing inte the offiee of
the Commandant in relation to disen-
rollment.

2. The Commandant cannot to.
strengly impress upon the minds of all
in the naval serviee stationed in the First
District the need for constant care to
avoid any cessation in thelr efforts to
keep up the spirit and morale of the
Navy, We cannot afford to relax our ei-
forts Lo improve ourselves and every
branel of the naval service as long as we
form part of it, and everyone in the Dis-
trict should appreciate the fact that the
~igninr of the armistice does not neces-
carily mean peace. During the period
between the signing of the armistice and
the signing of the peace treaty, as well
as during the subsequent reorganization
armed forces will be very necessary tu

First let me say that the United War
Work Campaign is a cause worthy of
the largest contributions and the hearti-
est support that any of us can possibly
give, and the men of the 5. A. T. G
deserve honor for the liberality with
which they have come across for thiy
splendid_ work. Their ‘situaiton, finan-
cially at least, is however, quite differ-
ent from that of the typical student o1
peace times. They are clothed anad
housed by the Governmewt, they have mo
tuition to pay meals are provided them,
and a modest stipend in the form of pay
is made to them I do not mean to say
that their lot is an easy one,—far from
it,—but their needs are provided for and
they have an income of their own from
which they can contribute as they may
see fit to do.

The student in peace times, and I as-
sume that the financial status of the
men in the Battalion iz much the same,
has all these charges to meet from his
own funds, usually provided by his par-
ents, though in many cases supplemen
ed by hig own earnings. Tuition at Tech-
nology is about as high as anywhere
in the country, and the other costs ot
an education are no less than elsewherc.
Turthermore, a student supported by
hig parents has not the same right to
gpend money outside the straight path
of his education that a man has who can
give from funds of his own earning. If
a family purse will admit of a sizable
gift to the War Work Fund, such a gift
shoudd properly be from the earning fa-

dent ‘son.

A far Jarger part of the students m
Technology come from homes of limited
means than do the students at most col
lepes. The education offered appeals to
many a man who has nad no sueh oppor-
tunities for himself and desires them for
his son,—such men see the practical side
of a technical training, while a college
course seems to them but a cultura.
frill. This results in a large portion ot
our students coming from  families
where the high cost of a Technology edu-
cation represents a real struggle, that
the son may have advantages which the
father did not enjoy. Cases are not rare
of men at Tech who did without suffi-
gient food or clothes and put up with
honsing conditions wholly inadequate in
order to get along on the scant funds
available for their course ,and a great
many more whose circumstances, though
not destitute, were more than modest.
Men in such circumstances cannot afford
to give any sizable sumg, even for the
best eause, and to brand them as
“Slackers™ iz eruelly wrong.
