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BRITISH EDUGATORS
MEET AT TEGHNDLOGY

Sir Henry Miers Speaks To As-
sembly On “The QOrganization
Of Engineering Education in
Great Britain.”

JOHN F. HAYFQRD PRESIDES

Dr, Arthar FEverett Shipley, Sir

Henry Miers, Reverend Edward Mew-
burn Walker, 8ir Henry James, Dr. John
Joly, Miss Carolina Spurgeon, and Miss
Rose Sidgwick, composing the British
Educational Mission to the United
States arrived in Boston Friday. The
program as arranged by Professor A, E.
o'clock yesterday with & session at two
o’clocks yesterday with a session at the
Institute. President John F. Hayford
presided. President Richard C. Maclru-
vin of Technology delivered an address
of welcome on behalf of the Institute.
This was followed by a similar address
for the Society for the Promotien of En-
gineering Edueation by Pres. Hayford.
A member of the British Mission then
made a response to these speeches. “The
Organization of Engineering Education
in Great Britain” was deseribed by Sir
Henry Miers; President Charles S. Howe
of the Case School of Applied Secience
told of this in America. This completed
the afternoon meeting. At seven the
 delegates were entertained at dinner.
i Pres, Hayford presided at the Satur-
day morning sesston which was called
at ten o’clock. A discussion on the “Ef-
feet of the War on Engineering Educa-
tion in Ameriea” was carried on by C.
R. Mann of Technology and Dr. John
Joly, who spoke on the British side of
the question. An informal discussion
was held afterward. At twelve thirty
luncheon was served.
