MIr. Afunroe then discussed the prob-
lems of reform with wvhicn we must
deal. Democracy must be made safe
for the world, by a free ballot system.
the responsibility of the executive to
the legislature, the introduction of a
budget system, and equitable taxation
in all forms of governments.

Socialism, he went on to say, is the
next and biggest of our present-day
problems. This has been a Socialistic
war; the draft, confiscatory taxation,
the control of the railroads, telephones,
telegraphs, and cables. price fixing, and
dictation of business are the dreams of
the extreme Socialist, he said, and yet
we have accepted them withomt a iiiur-
mur. Socialism is going to je a fact in
tile future, but, he explained, do not im-
aine that.Socialism means Bolshevism

or anarchism; '"Socialism is anl honest
and amiable thin-, having a place in
the wvorld, ant, is a process to w-hich the
wvorldl is rraduallv moving."

Another important problem closely
connected with the last is that of Capi-
tal vs. Labor. Labor and wate condli-
tions are abnormal, he said, and the
problem of bringing down .'ljll prices

M~unroe concluded wsith the wiords-
"Ev ery one of you is in Class A, and
no exemption!"

Mtr. 11unroe is a manufacturer baa
profession. and is widely known for his
activeitv oll behalf of avocational educa-
tion. 'He w-as born in Lexincgton in
1862, and twventy years later wvas grad-
uat~ed from Technology. From 1882 to
1889 lie wlas secretary of the faculty at
Technology, resigning to become a mlem.-
ber of the firm of James S. -~Aunroe &
Co. In. 1910 he became -president and
treasurer of the M1unroe Felt and Paper
Company.

He is secretary of the.Institute Cor-
poration, of wShihe he is a life member.
and for nine years was managing editor
of the Technology Rexview. He has been
prominent in many historical and in-
dustrial societies, and is a member clf
several prominent clubs. He is the aii-
thor 'of '"The Educational Ideal,' '-A
Sketch of the ALNunroe Clan,"' "Adsen-
tuy~es of an Army N~urse,." " SYew Dc-
mands ill Education," "-The G-N-el En-
land Conscience t and has b~een a coill-
tribultor to many education periodlicals.

At the b~eginning of the as ar AI;AU11-
roe NA-as app~oillted to the 31.. T. Coin-
mittee for National Service, of which
he became chairmlan. He unorked in-
cessantly at WVashington to place Tech-
nologv mlenl wh-ere they wsere most
neede7d, and in November, 19I7, resigned
because of mlore urgent work. He 'was
one of the three laymen appointed by
President Wilson to the :Federal Board
for Vocational Education, and in Feb-
ruary, 1918, he wvas appointed a member
of the Committee on Education adil
Special Training.
