BUREAU OF STANDARDS REPORT
OF INTEREST TO TECHNOLOGY MEN

As many Technology graduates have
been employed by the U. 8. Bureau of
Standards during the period of the War,
Alumni, of the Institute may be inter-
ested in reading the report of the Diree-
tor, The Burean of Standards hag ap-
pealed to highly educated technieal men
because of the experience which it has
afforded in pure science and technology.
The report follows:

“The recent activitiezs of the Bureau of
Standards, Department of Commerce,
forin an interesting chapter in the tech-
nieal history of military efficiency. The
report of the Director of the Bureau of
Standards issued today covers many in.
teresting aplications of science fo war-
fare. The Bureau of Standards is es-
sentially a phsicyal research laboratory
and asz such has been engaged in re.
searches on military instruments; meth-
ods for locating enemy batferies; de.
velopment of new materials, appliances,
and method, and other technieal re-
searches on military problems.

“The regular work of the Bureau, how-
ever, has yielded interesting and import-
ant results, Apart from new researches,
a large volume of testing was completed,
more than 300,000 separate fests being
made. The construction of the new in-
dustrial laboratory, the completion of
the metallurgical laboratory- and the
building of a nnumber of emergency war
laboratories for airplane investigations
were events of interest, and fortunately
will be of great value in the development
of the several branches of technology
within the Bureau’s field.

“When the United States entered the
war, the Bureau already possessed ex.
ceptional faeilities, equipment, and per-
sonnel for exaet scientific research in
physies, ehemistry, and engineering,
This enabled it to take up promptly
many important military researches. Tha
laberatories, so useful during peace,
proved of especial importance in war.
The specialized equipment of instruments
materials, and supplies were on hand
which were then almost unobtainable
elsewhere, The Burean promptly ex-
tended its service to all lines of scientific
work which would assist in the war.
Practically every section of the Bureaw's
regular organization has had military

MERCHANT MARINE
SCHOOLS 7O GONTINOE

More Men Needed to Man
Merchants Ships Which Will
No Longer Be in Charge of
Naval Men

HENRY HOWARD '83 IN CHARGE

Although the aviation school at Tecl-
nology either have closed, or will close
in the near future. The schools for
training men for the merchant marine
will remain open at least until the first
of March. The deck officers” sechool is in
charge of Dean Burton, who is also su-
pervisor of instruction of all the schools
of this sort sort throughout the country,
while the engineers’ school is under the
charge of Professor Edward Miller. The
recruiting for the merchant marine is
under the charge of Henry Howard ‘98.
The continnance of these schools is made
imperative by the decision of the Ship-
ping Board to man all merchant ships
with merchant mariners and not with
naval men.

“The Merchant Mariner” tells of this
decision as follows:

“Naval manning of new cargo ships,
which grew out of war necessities, is
in principle a thing of the past, the U.
S. Shipping Board has offcially an-
nounced,

“In an important statement dealing

“with the future policy of the board umn-

der this head, issued for publieation on
December 17. these points were made
clear:

“Thai all merchant ships hereafter
eomaing out will be given merchant
Crews.

“That this change is due to the dis-
continuance of naval regulation of the
movements of merchant shipping, re-
sulting from the return ol peace condi-
tions at sea.

“The Board’s announcement clears up
some obzeurities that have existed of
late in the public mind as {0 who was
to man the new Merchant Marine.

“Statements had appeared in the news-
papers in the week preceding the issu-
ance of the Board’s announcement, to
the effect that one of the great peact
tasks before the navy was the manning
of the new Merchant Marine.

“These statements were of the same
tenor as others that appeared during
the war, to the effect that the navy was
manning the Merchant Marine,

“The situation regarding the first
statement ie clarified by the Shipping
Board’s officia] announcement that Mer-
chant Marine crews will man all mer-
chant ships hereaiter coming out.

“he facts concerning war-time man-
ning were not so easily made clear to
persons asking for information. They
were as follows:

“T)yring the war the navy took over
substantially half of the mew ships
constructed by the Shipping Board. and
operated them as navy ships. Although
Alerchant Maring vessels in type, they
ceased to be part of the Merchant Ma-
rin while under navy control. They

were not operated under the same regu-

STATEMENT BY U. 8. SHIPPING
BOARD ON DISCONTINUANCE
OF NAVAL REGULATION OF
MERCHANT SHIPS AND THE
BOARD’S DECISION TO MAN
ALL MERCHANT VESSELS
HEREAFTER WITH . MER-

CHANT SAILORS.

“The Shipping Board announces,
through its Acting Chairman, that,
in consequence of the elimination of
the submarine danger, with the at-
tendant discontinuance of the con-
voy and other naval rtegulatioms
which governed the movements of
cargo vessels during the war emer-
gency, it has been decided to man all
out-coming vessels, excepting for the
present those steamers engaged in
the transport of troops, with mer-
chant sailors,

“In making this decision the
Board has been guided by the neces-
city of restoring the usual commer-
cial conditiong governing the opera-
tion of merchant vessels, as rapidly
as posgible, in order to enable the
ordinary competitive conditions to be
met, During the war, it was for
military reasons considered propetr
that many of the vessels should be
under naval regulations as they were
so peculiarly but instruments of our
milifary operations in Europe, and
the splendid service rendered by the
officers, and men of the Naval Re-
serve force in this service is fully
recognized, . There have alsg heen
operated through the subarine and
mine infested waters, many mer-
chant vessels manned by the usual
merchant crews. The Board is fully
conscious of the great service rend-
dered by these men in a most &if-
ficult and dangerous {rade, and de-
sires to publicly express its appre-
clation of the part played by the
merchant sziler in winning the war.”

CCARLET CHEVRONS
FOR HONOR SOLDIERS

The enlisted men who served in the
Army with honor to themselves and to
the nation will hereafter be distin-
gnished by a special chevron, the War
Department having issued the following
regulation granting a distinguishing
mark for the good soldier:

“I. As a recognitio nof duties per-
formed in the service of the country, it
is directed that each soldier on being
honorgbly discharged be furnished with
two scarlet chevrons, to be worn on the
left sleeve, point up, midway between
the elbow and the shoulder, one on the
coat and one on the overcoat, This will

| serve to indieate to the eountry while

the uniform is being worn that the
wearer responded to the demands of the
country, performng creditable service in
the Army, and finally received honorable
diseharge therefrom.

“1]. Where practicable these chev-
rons should be sewn on the garments be-
fore discharge. If this cannot be domne,
they will be presented to the soldier
with his discharge papers.”

“TIT. The chevrons will be of the
same size and shape as now prescribed
for war service chevrons. Immediate
steps will be taken to provide them at
all places where troops will be dis-
charged and thiy can be furnished tfo
men already discharged, who apply for
same,”

The need for the natienal pro-
vision for master-guage standardization
was only realized by those in close toueh
with sueh work., The aceurate dimen-
sioning of the functioning parts of me-
chanisms will permit extending the Am-
erican system of manufacturing inter-
changeable parts to its maximum useful-
ness.  The importance of nation-wide
standardization has long been known,
i but the practieal working out of such
standardization has long Dbeen kunown,

“The combination of pure science and
chnology has proven especially stimu-
Iating and cflective. The close co-oper-
ation of physicists and enginecrs in prae-
tical as well as theoretical work has
given an unusual breadth to such re-

searches. In turn, the technologic facili-
lties have proven of great value in the
purely scientific work.  Many cases

might be eited where the elements of a
research problem ramify into labora-
tories of practically every division of the
Bureau. The airplane is an example,
and a problem apparently as simple as
the spark plug has called for researches | OF THE ALUNINI
In mwany different techmical sections of
the Bureau. The establishment of new
industries in America, such as those of |
optical glass and chemical poreelain, and
the scientific remodeling of older indus-
tries are fruits of the more intimate eo-
operation of science and industry whieh
it is the function of the Bureau to pro-
mote,

“In ths connection may be mentioned
the important fact that a fine lahoratory
for industrial research is nearly eom-
pleted and will be ready for us in a few
months.  This laboratory when com-
pletely equipped will be one of the most
effective of its kind in the world, In no
national institution in the world is the
union between pure science and practical
technology so intimate as in the work of
the Bureau of Standards.

“Apart from contidential reports, the
Bureau published during the year about
3G new publications, including scientific,
and technologic cirendars and bulletins,
Thirty-six confidential circulars were
printed on the subject of aviation instru-
ments alone, The establishment of the
work on metsls in a suitable laboratory
building was followed by the establish-
ment of experimental foundry and gther
research work on a practical basis. An
interesting branch of the Bureaw’s work
is found in the fleld of public utilities,
especially recent developments in regard
to telephone service standards, and the
slandards of safety and practice for
power serviee, elevator service, crane
eonstruction, building construction, and
the like.

“Altogether the report of the Direc.
tor shows an extremely wide Tange of
industrial research problems in progress
at our national bureau of standardiza.
tion and research,

“It has been proposed that the fune-
tions of the Burean of Standards should
permit the maker of any standard com-
modily to submit a specimen of his prod-
uet for examination and to provide that
the Bureau, after such an examination,
should certify to the facts that o buyer,
domestic or foreign, ought to know re.-
specting the nature of the article. This
suggestion was made by persons experi-
oneed in domestic and foreign trade ang
In large linancial operations. It iy a
matter of great importance to the busl-

“The navy recruited large numbers of
officers and men to serve on these
ships. The statement often appeared in
print that the navy was recruting these
men for service in the Merchant Ma-
rine. This was not actually the case,
for though the ships were in overseas
service, the men on them, by virtue of
their enlistment in the navy, were
barred from serving in the Merchant
Marine, and from receiving the higher
pay of Merchant Marine sailors,

“It can now be stated that the navy
did a very important service by its war-
time use of the cargo vessels it took
over from the U. 8. Shipping Board;
that the Board now considers the time
opportune to terminate the arrangement
by which these vessels were turned over
to the navy, and that the Board most
heartily thanks the navy for the work
it did with the cargo vessels assigned it
during the war.

“The Shipping Board’s official state-
ment makes clear one fact: That the de-
mand for men for the Merchant Marine
servieg will be much greater wunder
peace conditions than it was during the
WaT,

“This means increased work and re-
sponsibilities for the Recruiting Service
of the Shipping Beard. It now has dou-
ble the number of new shps to man
than it had before the armistice mas
signed,

COLLEGE ARMY
WORK WILL GO ON

Washington, Dee, 21—Secretary Baker
today authorized the statement that,
with the demobilization of the students’
army training corps, the colleges of the
United States will not give up their con-
neetion with military teainng, but in-
stead will turn their attention to the
reserve oflicers’ training corps.

Before the war there were about 115
units of the. reserve officers training
corps in various colleges. About 100 of
these are now being re-established and
applications have been received for
about 200 new units, something like
three-fifths of the 500 institutions in
the students army training corps will
start at onee with units of the reserve
officers training corps.

One important change in the organi-
zation of the reserve officers’ traiming
corps is now being worked out. This
change in regulations will allow the
units to specialize in training officer
material for the various ecorps of the
army such as the field artillery, engin-
eer, signal corps, coast artillery, ord-
nance, medical corps and military aero-
nanties instead of the uniform training
for infantry, which was the rule before
the war,
