the Institute. The contract made for
the new oceupants inecludes the use of

the “Y* hut and the mess hall and these
will be closed to students after Monday,
Jamuary 6. Although no definite infor-
mation has been released concerning the
men who will be stationed here, it is
believed that they are to come from
three companies, now at Camp Devens,

About 750 men are to be located here
and they will necd the entire barracks
for living quarters. They will be served
“chow” in the mess hall and will use
the “Y” hut as a recreation building.

sapped much of his energy and he had
no Teserve for the final sprint in the
Andover tnak. However, this defeat
convineod Bidell that be should confine
lis offorts to the shorter swims and
diving sno that the lesson was worth
while.
