WHY BELONG TO A COOPERATIVE STORE
SUCH AS THE TECHNOLOGY BRANCH?

An extract from an article in Printers Ink in the issue

of May 16, 1918:

"These are the advantages which cooperation has had.
First of all it is honest. Not that cooperators are normal-
ly superior to the common run of humanity, nor that pri-
vate trade is characteristically dishonest. But under co-
operative enterprise the incentive to fraud is entirely re-
moved. The store manager, the wholesale director, every
official is on a salary basis and were he to increase the in-
come of the business through deception or overcharging,
the surplus would only go back whence it came, into the
pockets of those Who had been defrauded, in the form of

the rebate on purchases.

"Thus the cooperative store members' mind is at rest

in his own store. He knows that the man behind the

counter can gain nothing by misrepresentation.

"The second advantage cooperation had over private

business is the cash rebate. Cooperative stores probably

find it harder to get on their feet than private stores. But

once successful, the cooperative is able to return its whole

profit, minus the tax for expansion, to its customers. No
retailer can do that."

Last year's dividend or rebate was 10 per cent.
