In the summer of 1917 lie entered the
aviation sehool at Technoloa , and on
the completion of his course there was
senlt to New York and then to France.
On the other side, he wa-rs at first sta-
tioned at the American aviation base at
Issouduln. From tllere he voluulteered,
w-itli others, to take a course in observa-
tion at Grondrecourt, later beings sent to
Tours for practice. He was givecn prac-
Lice in gunnery at Cazeau and in bomb-
ing at Claremont-Ferrand.
