To prevent any further question-
ing regarding the location of the
Beaver, G, L. Bateman Jr., president
of the Junior Class, vesierday took A,
M. Worthington, Jr. '25, Business Man-
ager of THIE TECH to the Beaver's
hiding place, and showed him the mas-
cot, thereby proving it to bhe in the
Junior’s hands.

After seeing the Beaver, Worthing-
ton last night issued the following
statement ; “After having been shown
the Reaver this afternoon Dy Glen
Jateman, | am convincedrthat the Ju-
niors have the Beaver. Concerning the
rumor that has Deen circulating recent-
Iv to the effect that there are two
leavers, [ would say that that is very
likely false. and at any rate the Ju-
nigrs have the original one.  Also any-
thing the Ten Trusties cliim regarding
their possession of the Beaver is ob-
viously false.”

“Trusties’” Again Active

Jateman said that in taking this ac-
tion he hoped to show with sufficient
conclusiveness that the Juniors have
the Peaver, so that there would be no
further argument as to its actual pos-
sessors, such as been raised by the
recent claim ol @ group of freshmen
styvling themselves “The Ten Trusties,
who_announced that they had stolen
the Beaver and sunk it in the Charles.

A sccond communication signed with
the sume ANANYNIOUS COZNOMEN Was re-
ceived by THIE TECH vesterday, in
which the writers reiterated their for-
mer claim that the Beaver was resting
on the bottom of the Charles, though
in a different place, They maintained.
however, that they were going to 1:}icc
the DBeaver from its waterv resting
place before Menday, "to prepare it
for Junior Wecek by giving it a coat ot
red punt.”

Maore than this, they =tated that they
waould produce the Beaver at the Tech-
nigue Rush, on April 149, and they chal-
lenge the other classes to try to gam
possession of it a1 that time.

Is Not as Bad as Made
Cut To Be

“The Curse of War” swas the sub-
ject discussed last night at the regular
mecting of the Speakers® Club heid in
room 10-200. As uwsual the mecting
wis opened by brief talks on the sub-
ject after which followed a general
discussion.

The fGrst speaker, . E.
after tracing the economic conditions
of the country during the World War
went on to talk about the perviod of
depression and unemployvment that fol-
lewed, He stated that many people
in this country have pleasant memo
of the last war aud declared that the
cost of a war is not halt as great os
nude out to he. In concluding, he
maintained that the talk of the curse
of war was very imuch exaggerated,

Talking from personal experience, H
N, Sachs 25 procecded o refute the
statements of his fellow member, At
the outhreak of the World \War he was
in Germany and had the opportunits
01 secmn some of the horrors involved.
“Inothis country it is very seldom that
vou run across a fmnily who has lost
sonte inewiher in the swwar,” he went on
to sav, "while 11 Germany every fam-
1y has lost ene or more,”  He cliimed
that wiur was a destructive foree in na-
ture while peace was constructive. That
war retards the prosperity of a coun-
try was emphasized in his congulsion.

LAND NOW UNDER
OPTION IS RAISED

Twe Tracts of Land Totalling
30 Acres Will Be Under
Institute Control

WILL ERECT DPORMITORIES

President Stratton, In Interview
Deplores Lack of Large
Auditorium

In an interview vesterday, President
Stratton stated that practically all of
the $251000 neeessary to buv the land
west of Massachusetts Avenue that is
now under option by the Institute had
been raised and that the option would
socn he closed. The land that will
cventually be under  the  contral of
Technology comprises an area of about
30 acres. 14 of which have definitely
been taken up.

The smaller area is bounded by Mas-
sachusetls Avenue. a line perpendienlar
to the river and passing approximately
through the Phi Beta Epsilon House
and Vassar Street. [t was purchased
from the unrestricted funds of the Ine
stitute for the sum of $296.000.

The second tract of land and the
one which is now under option extends
westward over a guarter of a mile
past the Delta Psi House Vaswar
Streci is its northern boundary but it
does not extend quite to the Charles
River Road on the south, there bheing
a narrow strip along the road that i
not included in the option.

Dormitories To Be Erected

\When questioned as to the probahle
use that the new land would be put
to, the President said that a new set of
dermitorien would he erecied fizat, A
number ol laboratories will also be
built and spaces for outdoor experi-
mentation will he provided and through
s donated by oo family, an infir-
mary will he erected.
