POURING THE MOLD?

S the student at an institution like Technology slowly but surel_y

shaped to a mold? That there is a general sentiment that he 1s
so fitted to a stereotype is shown by occasional editorials in the
metropolitan papers which prove that the umiversities are {failing
to equip their students with facilities for orginal thought, becausc
“the students’ thinking is done for them by the colleges themselves.”

That there is a germ of truth in this speculation is incon-
trovertable. College men are probably more alike than any other
eroup of men the world over. The college leaves its stamp on the
man. How often is it said, “Yes, veu can aways tell a college
man.” It doesn't require a particularly intimate acquaintance 10
go further and tell Tech men from Harvard men or B. U. men with
a rough accuracy.

But isn't this similarity rather superficial and coufined largely
to habits of dress and speech? The editorial writers would like
us to believe that instructors have a habit of imposing their opinions
upon their students and penalize dissent with I”s and low marks.
It is undeniably true that a student is apt to be penalized for not
sharing the instructor's conception of entropy or Boyle's Law or
Archimedes’ Principle, but it is very doubtful if any professor
would knowingly grade down a student for his religious or philo-~
sophical persuasions. ‘

In fact, one instructor in the English Department teils his
clusses that the best way to get an H in the course is to disagree
with him on every pretext, since it at feast indicates that the man
iz capable of having and supporting opinions of his own. With
such sentiments as that prevalent among the faculty, it would be
amazing if original thought did not find its reward.

A MENTAL COMBINE

UT of the prolific one-man forecasting organization, H. G. Wells,
has emanated the prophecy and dream of a scientific seociety
coutrolled by an efficient engineering class which has swept the jah-
bers out of civilization. This idea has something of the portentous
about it. It suggests a hope for the contemporary political and
sociological depression and offers an answer to the query of the
future. To the engineer it has the effect of inculcating a pride, a
professional pride: while to the humanist it invokes a sneer and a
bombast at the “Philistines.”

Suppose we elevate (or degrade if yvou prefer) our minds to
this forecasting and consider what would be necessary to bring such
an idea into reality. All agree that there is need for a panacea;
sc here is a motive or adaptive force working in the social evolu-
tion toward a distinct change. Now if we grant that society is mov-
ing toward a scientific order, what {forces are {there opposing
it?  Chicfly two.—the present political inertia of engineers and the
sel{-contained air of the humanist. DBoth classes seem diametric-
ally opposed and the latter coutrols society.

The nced, then, is for a reconciliation and a combine, The en-
gineer can add his accuracy and efficiency to the finer sensibilities
of the literat:, and such a mental trust could deal a terrible blow
to the competitive forces of human limitations. This is more than
Wells has hoped for through the engineer alone. The doubt of any
possibility of humility among the humanist no doubt led him to
despatr of cooperation between the two classes.

But to end this futuristic foray into philosophy and point a
moral. We must breed political capacity and a stronger sociological
fiber or clse be ruined by their weaknesses. If the engineering
proiession could emerge irom their rut and take their place in
the body pelitic and the humanist could come down from their
pedestal, the coordination and combination that would result would
mean an increased intellectual capacity as well as an increase of
knowledge. As it is, knowledge is outstripping intellect and threat-
cus to become an uncontrollable force in inadequate hands, The
future lies in a proper coordination of science and he humanities:
not alone in either.
