LARGE AUDIENCE

Describes Extent and Beauties
Of Natural Resources
In the West

picturesque slides, Fo B Rilev spake to
a large audience last Friday afterncon
in ream 3-330.  [e spoke on the subject
of "The Lure of the Great Northwest”

Defore showing the slides, My Riley
comtiiented  on the great natural re-
spurces 10 he found in this country,
stating that o»ly five percent of our
norsepower s heing utilized at the pres-
ent tire. “Woe all ought to he proud
of our comtry rnd all of its beautiful
sights,” he declared,  “The  Pacific
Qlcean 15 the end of the white man’s
trail: there is no more west,”  He then
showod pictures of the beautiful Paci-
fic coast; the thick forests of Washing-
torr; the snow-capped mountains  of
Oregon: the steep cataracts and clear
streams of British Columbia: and the
meysers of Yelowstone Park.

Occasionally a picture of one of
the great eities in the Fast would be
shown in order to portray a direct con-
trast to the atmosphere in the west.
{n speaking of the trees he stated that
many grew 1o the height of 300 feet
havingr o diamceter of cichi feet. “The
immensity of these hroad expanses.” he
asserted, Vis inconceivacle to onre wha
has never had the opportunity of see-
ing them.”

At a meeting of the Institute Cowi-
mittee held in the home of President
Stratton Friday, Gerard Swope 43,
President of the General Flectric Com-
pany, presented his S1,000,000 Toan plan
which anns to put Technology on a self
supparting  basis w0 that  increased
amounts of money can be expended in
strengthening the instructing stadf and
m providing additional rescarch facil-
tties. In this manner Mr. Swope 1n-
tends that Technotogy shull surpeas all
aother educational institutions of its kind
i the country.,

It brief. the plan as presented Friday,
proposes a graduad merease o the tn-
tion until all the running cxpenses of
ithe Institute are covered v student
pivnients. By orunping expenses M
Swope saud that he meant only the cost
of actualiy providing the education and
that he did not take into account mon-
ey for building new structures All
money 1o mect siach (\pml(lltuu'a will
be raised as DBefare, by outside snb-
~Cription,

Tuition Doubled Gradually

“1 o woing to speak to vou mform-
ally and simply as a Tech man,” he said
to the commitice. O course what we
all have at heart 1s the interest of Tech-
nology. I conie before vou with a few
rough theughis tn see what vour re-
action will be to them,  Possibly vou
will Tavor them, possibly you will kill
them. Tt is 2 tentative suggestion
which T would like 10 hd\e you jurnp
on just as hard as vou can.

In order to cever these expenses it
would be necessary to double the tui-
tion, he said, but was careful in point-
ing out that this mucaw would have
te be very gradual in order to obtain
the desired ends. He proposes to keep
the ruition during the freshman md
Hoplmmor( vears at 3300, to raise the
Junior tuition 10 8330 and that of the
Seniors to $400.

This differcence in tuition rate he-
tween the various classes is only fair
according to Mr. Swope hecause of the
fact that the cost of cducating the Up-

perclassmien per man is far greater
than in the case of the freshmen or

071 denying the increased prestige to be gained through the
refeasing of the funds now used to make up the students’ full
tuition we are confronted with the grave question as to the effect
the action advanced under the Swope Plan will have upon the class
of undergraduates entering the Institute. Would not this plan deter
arany good students from entering Teclmology? A large part of
tlic undergraduates at Technology just have the available funds
to mect the present costs, some of them cven going into debt to
finish their college edacation. Would this body of men be willing
to increase their burden by placing themselves under 2 moral ob-
ligation tu repay which though not legal they would feel duty
bound to. We fear that the application of this plan would seriously
affect the enrvolliment at the Institute. The vote taken at the last
Institute Committee's joint session with Mr. Swope was too close
to be called a decisive decision either way.

Would not the advancement of this plan seriously affect the
whole character of the Institute? We are of the opinion that the
student body under the operation of this plan would present a
far different aspect from what it does at present. If it is the
desire of the Corporation o create a graduate school in place of
the undergraduate body as at present the plan advanced will help
to accomplish the desired resuls.

On the other hand, however, it must be admitted that the bene-
fits to be derived in the way of increased facilities and better in-
structing staff may offset the loss in the number and quality of
the men who will attend the Institute under such conditions. The
much needed dormitorics and new buildings would be made pos-
sible by the release of this fund.

The question is one concerning which we should not jump at
conclusions too early in the game as it is impossible to tell just
how the plan will work out. It has been our desire to present
liere the different aspects of the question and to creat student dis-
cussion. from this discussion conclusions must be drawn as the
Student Body is the one fAnancially affected.

A BALANCED SCHEDULE

HAT are we here for? Many and diverse as the answers to

this question would be if it were put before a large number
of Technology students, the real, fundamental answer is that we
come here for an education, We have come here to receive train-
ing as engineers because we helieve the Institute offers the finest
technical iraining in the world.

Notwithstanding this, however, completion of a course here
does not necessarily mean that we have obtained our education.
To be educated in the true sense of the word, a man must be pre-
pared to cope with all the situations arising in outside life after
college. Though the four years of college, backed by training at
preparatory school, do much for education, they alone do not con-
stitute adequate preparation for a successful carcer. Though a man
may be expertly versed in his theory, if he lacks initiative and
executive ahility, he is generally doomed to fall into a rut, where
lie will stav his whole life,

The solutton of the problem of obtaining these intangible, hut
neverthieless essential, parts of education is to take part in activities
other than scholastic work, There are outside activities at Tech-
nology in sufficient variety to suit every man’s personal tastes and
aptitudes.  Fvery one of them offers experience which will be
of value m later life. Besides this, they offer opportunities for
association with others, whicl the man who devotes himself to
studies alone fails to get. Though activity work means less time
for studies, it is worth it. providing a happy medium is struck where
too much time is not given to either.

By taking part in activities, a man not only henefits himseld,
but he is also doing a larger part than he would otherwise for
the goad of the Instituie. Some of the most frequent criticisms
cf the modern engineer are that he does not know how to handie
tuen, that he is a poor business man, and that he is often baffled
by prohems which are not divectly within the scope of his tech-
nical training. The broadening mfluence of activities experence
is a powerful factor in overcoming these objections. Hence the man
awlo mixes activities with his studies while here will show that
Technology can and does produce engineers to whom these criti-
cisms arc not applicable.
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Yes, the Lounger wonders what those
funny-locking red and black posters

prove, too.  His first idea was that thes
are  supposed  to represent  domino
masks, and lence are advertising some
anthitious dance or masquerade o1 soe-
ding. On osecond, thouglit, however,
it seems as if they might be intended
1 he infinity signs, even il great his
overgrowr ones.

How many a bright vouth and maid-
en has learned early in life this simple
secret of a brilliant intellectual carcer
in our institutions of learning? No
risks: 1no chances. It is dead open and
shut, So much for so much. Learn
the bhook and say it back.

moral obligation.” When fyuesticned
whether interest would be charged on
the loans, he said that that point had
not definitely been decided upon but
that interest was charged in other col-
leges where a similar fund was in ex-
1stence.
Would Improve Faculty

Simee the Institute’s endowiment fund
is foreed to add $300 to the same
amount paid by the student for tuition,
AMr. Swope has estimated that if the
student bore the entire burden of the
expense of his education, $1.000600 of
Institute funds would De imoediately
cet free. He plans to utilize this fund
principally in {wo ways.

First. he intends 1o maintain the
cducational facilitics of the Institute
s0 as to surpass all other technical in-
stitutions. He would alsn merease the
calaries of the instructing stafl mater-
jallv so as to retain the present facu'ty
and to attract the real leaders in tech-
agical lines to the Institute.  In this way
he hopes to raise the prestige of Iclc_h-
nology so that stucdenis will not object
to paving mereased tuition,

in bringing the plan before the In-
stitute Committee, Mr. Swope asked
themt to consider and vole upon two
guestions.  First, Will the increase n
iuition have an cffect of deterring sti-
Aenty irom coming to the lnsfitute even
though an adequate Joan fund  were
available? i thie \\'Oul(l_ restdt oA
decrease 1o the number of students 't
would be very unfortunate. hoe said.
Eighteen of the committee voted that
the inerease would have a deterring ef-
feet, while 20 voted that it would not.

Money Can Be Well Used

The second question which the speak-
er asked was, Would the greater pres-
tige that would result {rom this increasce
in tuition overbalance the increased
cost of tuition? The wvote was 20
against 10 that the prestige would ot-
weigh the increasc. No member of the
Institute Committe was willing 1o make
a statement about the desirability of the
entire plan, however,

President Stratton, in a brief tall
following Mr. Swope's address, showed
how the [nstitute could expend the
S1.000000 fund in creating new courses
and in giving advanced instruction in
aibjects that are rarely taught in other
colleges.  Tu refvigeration work, gas
snginvering, highway cogineering and
i the study of fuel, Dr. Stratton finds
excelient fields for future development.

It will take a highly trained expert
to establish such courses and to carry
them to a_successful conclusion, he ex
plained.  Tn closing the president said,
“I want this plan to be thoroughly
discussed and [ can assure you that
nothing will be done until we are sure
that it is the Dbest thing for the In-
stitute.”
