Course VIHIF, with 100 per cent sub-
scription has displaced Course X1V in
first place while Course NIV now is
tied with Course [11 for second highest,
87 per cent of the wmembers of both
courses having subscribed to the fund.

BOOZE AND THE PROM

heen a long time attaining and of which it is justly proud. Other
colleges have had such attributes too. However, of late, many of
these have so imbibed in the forbidden fire water that they have
heen unable to continue with their promenades and other cus-
tomary social festivities. Such a state of affairs is truly distress-
ing. Technology has its high standards. They have never been
sullied in affairs of the past. It would be a pity to mar them now.

THE DUTY OF THE ENGINEER

IT is everywhere noticeable that Americans take their country
for granted. They are perfectly willing to derive all the bene-
fits of being an American citizen without assuming any of the
obligations that they are any heavier than voting once a year. Even
this, the average student does not have to do. There is a feeling
that is very common among most well educated young men that all
they have to do is sit back and let someone else protect their wis-
dom. Surely this is the wrong attitude. It is unreasonable to ex-
pect, that, just because one has had the advantage of a college
education, he be exempted from aiding in the support and perpetua-
tion of his nation. Tt is rather for the men on whom this gift has
been bestowed to do more than the others in such fields of en-
deavor,

Many of us wonder just what we can do while we are still in
college, The biggest thing that we can do is a thing that is either
ignored altogether or treated lightly by many. The Institute faculty
and students, as a whole, deem to regard half humorously the work
of the Military Science Department. They are not entirely to blame.
It is almost a tradition here not to take the Military seriously—
“We are here to become engineers, not soldiers”—but it is a tra-
dition that should be changed.

The Military Science Department has risen considerably in the
general Tnstitute estimation these last few years, but far to many
still regard it as an additional source of revenue, to be obtained
with the least expenditure of effort rather than as a duty we owe
our country to perform. We do not expect a war—we did not ex-
pect the last one—bhut it is the least we can do to be prepared to
offer our services in case they are needed.

- NEW EXHIBITION

Professor Heymans To
Charge of Exhibit In
Washington

Have

Professor Paul Heymans of the Phy-
sics Department will be in charge of
Technology’s exhibit of photoclasticity at
he exhibition accompanying the dedica-
tion of the new Washington building for
the National Academy of Sciences and
the National Research Council. Tiis
dedication will be held on April 28 i
connection with the annual meeting of
the National Academy of Sciences.

The new building was erected in Wash-
ington at a cost of a million and a hali
dollars, taken from a fund donated by
the Carnegie Corporation of New York
The ceremonies accompanying its opening
will include a series of exhibits of natural
phenomena and the recent discoveries of
sclence. Topics of natural history and
agriculture will compose the first part,
while the second will consist of exhibi-
tions. of a few of the more prominent
research laboratories in the country.

Exhibit in Central Rounds

Technology’s exhibit will be of the
photoelastic research laboratories, and
will contain in simplified form sufficient
apparatus fo demonstrate the theory by
which stresses in even the mest compli-
caied structures may Dbe determined di-
rectly through the use of the phenomena
of temporary double refraction and inter-
ference.  In addition, there will be six
panels representing the work already ac-
compitshed in the Institute photoelastic
laboratory including that on the Shen-
andoal, on parts of the U.S.N. aircraft
carriers Lexington and Saratoga, and the
subject which the laboratory 1s now in-
vestigating, stresses in gear pinions um-
der static and dynamic joad.

W. C. SWEENEY SPEAKS
AT R. 0. T. C. MEETING

Fieutenant-Colonel W, C, Sweeney, un-

til recently head of all ROT.C. work
in the First Corps Area, was the prin-
cipal speaker at the R.Q.T.C. Rally held
urder the auspices of Scabbard and
Blade, the military fraternity, last Wed-
nesday evening, He discussed “Reds and
Pinks,” the Reds Leing defined as men
who engage in wviclence in an attempt to
destroy the government and Pinks as
men who would like to sece the govern-
ment  destroyed, but who haven't the
courage to attempt it.
Colonel Sweeney has been in the in-
telligence service since the time of the
Spanish war, and has seen service in that
war, in Asia, and in the late European
war. He has been Assistant Chief of
Staff in charge of Intelligence in the
First Corps Area for several years and
was recently appointed to the Army War
College in Washington.

Chaplain Fraser, National Chaplain of
Scabbard and Blade, gave a short humor-
ous fallk on Preparedness, urging that
students be not deceived by men who de-
cry the keeping of armaments. Colonel
Goodale, in charge of R.O.T.C. work in
the First Corps Area, spoke on the work
of his office, emphasizing the fact that
there are not nearly enough men now en-
rolled in the Officers Reserve, and re-
questing each man in the R.O.T.C. to
urge others to join.

FRANCIS H. WATTS, ’'87,
CIVIL ENGINEER, DIES

The advent of the
morning after the night before brought
the Duke, and his wife, Diane, left with
him. even though she had fallen in love
with the law clerk. Several situations
are interestingly clever, and the irregular
appearances of the Barran, a good-na-
tured, good for nothing gambler furnish
food for langhter when he expressed his
Twrmorously cynical philosophy. But it is
chiefly Miss Ferguson that is worth while

seeing.

100 men to sign policies who had not
done so at the Class meeting Monday.
The committee consists of 100 Seniors
and was organized for the purpose of
following up those students who hawve
not yet subseribed to the fund.

In order to pass the $125000 goal
it will be necessary for 100 more Sen-
iors to subscribe. Dr. A. W. Rowe 01,
pointed out in addressing the Scmqrs,
Monday. that if they put their drive
across this vear, the endowment fund
would probably become a tradition at
Technology. At any rate, he said, the
organizing of the fund this vear would
make it much casier for the coming
graduating classes to carry the scheme
1o o successful conclusion.

It has heen estimated by the com-
mittee in charge that if the endowment
drive becomes an annual event at the
Institute, Technology will have & fund
of approximately $2,300000 to depend
upon. The annual premium of one
policy is approximately $8.88 and varies
a few cents according lo the age of the
individual. The committee fecls that
cvery Senior should be willing to give
this “sum annually for a periad of 2
years to help support the Institute

Approximately 70 percent of the
Class have already Dlecome members
of the Alummi Association, 330 men
having joined to date. The foreign
students have shown z surprising will-
ingness te join the organization 1n
spite of the fact that they will in
many cases be several thousand miles
from Cambridge after they have left
the Institute. .

ALDRED LECTURE
ON PATENT LAW

Member of Executive Committee
of Corporation to Talk
Next Friday

Frederick P. Fish will be the speaker
at the first of the Aldred Series of Lec-
tures to be given this term which will
occur on next Friday, April 25. He will
speak on the patent system and its re-
lation to engmeering and industry, a
subject with which he is well informed
through personal experience.

Mr. Fish is considered one of the
ioremost patent lawyvers in the profes-
sion and has a large clientele in both
Boston and New York. He has prac-
ticed luw, with the exception of a pe-
riod of about seven yvears, continuous-
1y since his graduation from law school
in 1876, '

Technology probably knew him Dbest
as a Life Member of the Corporation of
the Institute. He has also served as a
member of the Executive Commuitec
for several years., He has not confined
hiz interest in educational matters to
Technology alone, for he is connected
with the directing bodies of both Har-
vard and Radeliffe. He is a member
of the Harvard Board of Overseers and
an associate and council member at
Radcliffe. Another educational posi-
tion held by Mr, Fish is that of Chair-
man of the Massachusetts State Board
of Education, the body in charge of
education in this state.

Former President of Bell System

After graduating fromt Harvard with
the class of 1873, Mr. Fish entered
Marvard Law  School graduating in
1876. He practiced law in New York
and Boston _until July 1901 when he
was chosen president of the American
Bell Telephone Company and of the
American Telephone and  Telegraph
Company. He served in this capacity
untit 1907 when he resaumed practice
as a member of the firm of Fish, Rich-
ardson and Neave, After  resuming
practice Mr. Fish did wot sever all con-
nection with business but served as a
member of the hoard of directors of
several banlks and trust companies, He
is at present a director of the New
Fngland Trust Company,  Mr. Fish is
a resident of Brookline,
