LABS ATTRACT ATTENTION

Visitors Are Conducted Through
Buildings by Students
Guides

According to an estimate made by
the committee in charge of the Open
House, about 3000 peonle visited the In-
stitute last Friday night. The build-
ings were open from 7 until 11 o'clock
and all of the laboratories were open
and in operation the same as during
the reguolar school day.

The visitors entered at the Building
5 entrance. weie split into groaps of 15
or 20 people and were shown about by
students who acted as guides during
the evening. The Clarke collection of
marine prints attracted much attention
so that the navy museum was crowded
throughout the evening.

The visitors were apparently inter-
ested In the testing materials labora-
tory in bailding 1 where the 1,000,000
pound testing machine was in opera-
tion. The strength of cement slabs
and wood blocks was investigated with
this machine. Machines for determin-
ing the torsional and tensile strength
of various materials were also in opera-
tion,

Laboratories Visited

The exhibit of the work of the archi-
tects in the main lobby occasioned fa-
vorable comment. The new X-ray lab-
oratory of the physics department in
the basement of bailding 4 attracted a
great number of people for it is entire-
v lined with lead sheets so that the
machine can bhe operated from out-
side without danger to the operator,

visitors. The wind tunncl, the engine
laboratory, the heat treatmient labora-
torics and the dynamo laboratory were
crowded thorughout the evening.

The courts will he made on a three
foot fill of cinders covered by a five-
inch slab of reinforced cinder concrete.
An inch-and-a-half surfacing of finish-

ing conerete will comiplete the  jol.
Each court will be laid in at least six
sections, with expansion  joints  De-
tween.

Old Courts Repaired

The lines will be permanent. being
Iaid i white concrete while the rest
will be gray. The courts will be ar-
ranged with a slope of about one inch
from the net down to the edges.

It is expected that the courts will be
ready before the beginning of the first
terin next yvear.  The concrete courts
will be much more durable than the old
gravel ones. and will permit plaving
within ten minutes after a rainstorm.

The old courts near Walker Memor-
ial will be given temporary repairs this
Sprisg <o some use can be made of
themm. The foundation of the Walker
courts has practicaily been destroved
but it is not deemed worth while to
spend much meoney repairing them
when they will be only tempotary. But
the surfaces will be made so it is pos-
sible to play on them by raking and
filling in the holes. According to Ma-
jor Seith the covrts will be fixed vory
shortly, i

F. P. FISH SPEAKS
ON PATENT LAWS

Connection of Laws to Industry
And to Engineering Is
Told Seniors

At the Alidbred Lecture given Just Fri-
day the tonnection of the Patent Sys-
tem to the engineering profession and

v -
to business was explained by Frederick
P. Fish, patent attornev, and memher
ot the corporation. He traced the ori-
gin and growth of the patent svstem
in hoth England and the Umnited States
and told how it had reached its presem
form, saving that the phenominal m-
dustrial growth of the Uuited States
could be attributed to a great extent to
the system.

That engineering skill is necessary to
develop crude inventions to a workiag
stage and often times performs fully as
mportatnt & function as tre lmyveniar,
was pointed out by the speaker. The
Curtiss Turbine, the product of an ap-
parently ureless invention, developed
by engincering was used as sn ilustra-
tian of this. “The theories governing
the use i airplanes were known before
Wright,” he said. “but their develop-
ment wax held up until the pericction
of the gas engine”

Monopoly Net a Danger

The speaker mentioned the fear of
the American people of manopaly, but
said that the monopoly granted by pat-
ents should not Dbe regarded in this
hght.  Co-operation between holders of
patents he also helieves (o be right. As
an example he pointed to the electrical
industryv where patents granted in the
carly stagzes of the mdustry so confused
manuiacturers that they could have 1o
assuranee that they would be allowed
to scll their products. Granting of
licerses by the patent holders elarified
thiz situation o that the industry was
able to advance rapidly.,

My, Fish closed his address by a sum-
uiary of the points he had emphasizod
and asked his audience to think of what
cnamesrs had done and could do in
the advaneing of inventions towards the
stage o1 perfection.

Alr. Fish's lecture was the ninth of
the Aldred series of 12 lectures.
