Rock Here-
ford, New England champion in the
158 pound class, Dick Tryon and Ted
Covle, runners up in the unlimited class
and 115 pound class respectively at the
Intercollegiates. along  with  szeveral
members of the second and freskman
squads, will be the contenders fey
Technology. Dag Norwond, champion
in the 135 pound division will not he
able to enter the tryouts because of an
infected {forehead.

Rock Hereford is the favorite in his
class for the New England division ; de-
feated but once in the last two vears.
he has a most imposing record as a
wrestler whife at Technology. Last
vear Rock captained the Cardinal and
Gray wrestlers, and came through the
season with only one decision against
him. Four of his matches he won by
fatls, while the other four victories
came from decisions. In  the meet
with Lehigh last yvear, Rock lost a close
match to Cox who has since gradnated
from school  After lesing his hout! in
his own class, Rock entered the uniim-
ited divisior and succeeded in gaining
a decision although greatly outweighed.

Rock Bceats Navy Captain

At the Navy meet last vear Rock
gaincd his most hupressive win of the
scason when hie conguered the Navy
captain, Arnold. spilling the Aunnapolis
man with a bar hold and chaucery
after only two and a hali minates ot
wrastling.

In the New England Intercollegiates
Rock came through with the champion-
ship. Last vear he also won the title
of New Fnglind amateur champion.
In the amateur mect he defeated VWolf
who was the national champion in his
class,

Because of the conflicting dafes of
the national amateur meet and the dua!
match with Harvard, Rock was pre-
vented from entering the former meet.

This vear his record is not marred
by a single loss, three falls and cix de-
cisions complete his scason'’s victories,

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WHEN DOES A MAN BECOME AN ENGINEER?
ONME extended discussion has been raised by a recent suggestion
of William Kellv, new president of the American Tnstitute of
Mining and Metallurgical Enginecrs, that an engincering degree

slmuid not he granted until thelc is sufficient evidence of p:t)f\,s-
sional ability,  The suggestion is based upon the variance among
colleges of the amount of work required to obtain a degree and
the too prevalent public misunderstanding that the possession of
sach a degree signifies adequate ability.

The purpose of Mr. Kelly, it seems. is to make a man prove
that he is an efficient and capable engincer before he is permitted
10 take his place as a member of the profusmn Tt is obvious that
such o procedure on the part of the college is a step bevond their
domain. .\ degrec represents a Cmnplctcd college course. and re-
cardless of th(‘ work it has behind it, it is the reward given by the
])mtuul'u college for finishing a predetermined amount of \\(nl\
A technical degree should not convey any idea that its holder ha
hecome an engineer ; that is not its purpose. It does represent tnm-
ing and pr (‘})’tl"ltl()ll —-the recognition of the college that such pre-
scribed training has been conduclcd A great many holders of
technical (lcnues never enter the profession, and many enter the
profession without degrees: so such a plan would not only fail to
provide a cletumlmtlcm of cngineering proficiency, but would re-
sult in confusion and unfairness to many graduates.

The best solution of the problem seems to He in the granting

- i licenses by the state. Not until a man had proved his competence
should he e legally vecognized as an engineer. Such a method
would certainly be more eftective and less tmul)]ebome than delayed
action in granting degrecs. There is no doubt that the existing
confusion in the amount of work required for specific degrees needs
1emecl) ing. A student, for instance, may go to L,olumbm and spend
six years getting a degree that can be obtained at some colleges
in three Of course thL same degree here represents an entir el\'
different amount of work and suLh a situation is regretable. Steps
niight be taken to create a standard. But neither the degree or
the amount of schooling makes an engineer, and it seems somewhat
extreme to attempt to make it a recognition of professional ability.

DR. CHARLES W. ELIOT

RIBUTE was paid vesterday all over the world to Dr. Charles
W. Eliot, President Emeritus of Harvard., on his ninetieth
hirthday. Fifteen yvears ago Dr. Eliot resigned the executive chair
at Harvard which he had held for forty vears, to become a leader
of public opinion,

Todayv, at his advanced age, he is still active, and is one of the
foremost citizens of the country. It is not surprising that Harvard
men all over the world sent greetings vesterday to such a dis-
tinguished man, of whom Theodore Roosevelt once said, “He is the
only man T ever envied.”

Dr. LEliot has probably done more for education than any other
American. He is principally responsible {or the great increase in
the number of young men and women who enjoy the advantages of
a college education, since he has given his life to hroadening the
opportunities for higher education in this country.

BELIEVES ENGINEERS
SHOULD KNOW ENGLISH

The following excerpts are reprinted
from an article in "The Technigue,” of
Georgia Tech, entitled *The Value ot
Speaking and riting Good [English

to the Engineer,” hy ], VWV, Ivy, of the
American Cast lren Pipe Co.
It has been said that an orator is

a man who does not know anything but
can tell yvou all about it, while an en-
gineer is a man who knows many
things but cannot tell yvou about any

of them. The last half of this state-
ment, at least, is unfortunately far
too true. Engineers, as a class, write

tiresomely, and are even worse at pub-
lic speaking. Perhaps this explains
why the engineer has never vet at-
tained that prominence which is so
rightfully his.

This is an age of salesmanship. We
alt have something to “sell,” and the
best “salesman” will naturally he the
biggest winner in hfeq great gamble,
The doctor must “sell” his ae,rwces.
the politician his theories and promis-
es; the reformer his ideals; the preach-
er his theology, and even the beggar
his hard-luck storyv. From the highest
to the lowest, we must be “salesnien”
and the degree of success which we at-
tam will be in direct proportion to our
ability to “sell” what we have to ofier.

If a wholesale jobhing housc sent
nut a man, illiterate from birth, to so-
licit trade for them, thev would get
few orders and would quickly becnme
the laughing stock, and rightfully
of their competitors and the I)u\ers
alie.  Yet many technical schools to-
day are sending out graduates who
have had little or no training in public
speaking, and are almost equally in-
experienced in writing. What must
needs be the result? Simply this: at
every turn thev are handicapped. The
clever talker and trained writer out-
strips them in life's race. Discouraged,

and all the Little kinks will be smoothed
out in time, ‘The training table
for the c¢rew has helped wonder-
fully in  conditioning the men as
well  as  strengthening  the morale
of the crews by being together, and by
the time thev row their first race they
will be in tip top condition.

Such men
are searce indeced, much sought after,
and rich is their reward.
