GIVE GOCD IMPRESSION

Military College”

A Batwalion Parade and Review by
the infantry battalion closed the tour of
inspection of the hoard of officers from
the War Department yesterday.  Al-
though it will not be decided until next
month, probably, whether thc‘Inst.:tub,;:
has won the rating of “Distinguished
Military College,” the inspecting offi-
cers were favorably impressed, and
there is a strong possibility that Tech-
nology will he so classified. .
Yesterday and Wednesday Lieuten-
ant-Colonel W. C. Short of the General
Staff and Major R. F. C. Goetz of the
Field Artillery visited classrooms to
observe theoretical instruction.  They
tested the knowledge of the members
of the various units by asking questions
of them. They watched the Chemical
Warfare nien with their gas mask drill,
saw the Signal men connect up tele-
phones, watched the freshman Infan-
try Battalion in company drill, aad ol-
served cach of the other units in their
regular manoeuvers.

Perform Excellently

Exuwminations were held to determine
the cfficiency of the instruction, and m
addition the inspecting  officers  ap-
proached men who were drilting with
questions on the drill or on the work
of their respective units. A report of
the facilitics provided by the institute
for the work of the departiient, of the
credit allowed toward a degree for R.
Q. T C. work, of the percentage of
eligible Juniors and Seniors who take
the advanced courses, and of the num-
ber of eligible graduates who accept
Reserve commissions was prepared to
aid the hoard in making its decision.

The Parade and Review went off
without a single break., At four o'clock
rifies werc issued and the four com-
panics formed in their usual positions.
They were marched from there to the
purade ground, and fornied facing to-
ward the wind tnnnels, with a band
from the Coast Defences of Boston on
the left, near the hangar, and the com-
panics extending to the right in order,
in company front. )

HAT American college men are in a veritable state of boudage

was the theme of a recent address by Dr. Leroyv Burton, presi-
dent of the University of Michigan. The impossibility of any seli-
determination in the matter of curricula prevents the student with
initiative and capable facalties reaching the intellectual heights he
might attain if given free reign. Dr. Burton would give the upper-
cassman freedom from the group course restrictions and would al-
low him to follow the dictates of his own enthusiasm.

Up to a certain point such discussion does nat apply to the
technical student, for his is a specific traning toward a very definite
end. From the standpoint of the general student, however, this
growing viewpoint in American college circles means the develop-
ment of a more splendid educational opportunity than has hitherto
existed here.

Such a system of free choice could only be open to the student
showing evidences of capacity and leadership during his first two
vears. The evincing of these qualities would give the student the
i)ri\-'ilege of breaking out of an inflexible course to follow the benx
of his mind in anything and in any way. He would be allowed to
browse throughout the curriculum pasture without restriction. _To
students ambitious and of independent mind this would be a desira-
tmin satisfied in the best possible matter. The graduate schools
show its effect as well as the English system. Graduate students
are willing to work even excessively long hours because they are
toking the work of their choice; while the English student with his
freedom works enthusiastically and naturally attains a broader edu-
cation.

The fact that educators of such eminence as Dr, Burton are be-
coming favorable to this plan is of moment, and should serve as an
impetus urging men to develop their leadership and their interest
that the application of such a plan might prove feasable.

THE GOVERNMENT INSPECTION

HE government has two officers touring New England making

inspections of all of the colleges and universities where Military
Science is heing taught. These men will say whether or not the
various institutions are to be rated as “Distinguished Military Col-
leges.” Ruling out Norwich, which is a distinctly Miltary College,
Technology unofficially rates among the highest in its R.O.T.C.,
as it does in practically everything clse that it attempts.

It certainly will not be the fault of the Military Department if
the Institute does not receive this honor. However, there 1s a great
deal of room for improvement. A few of the students still consider
the R.O.T.C. as a large practical joke. The remainder give it the
honor it is due, and a goodly proportion give it their whole hearted
support.

The officers in their inspection made a thorough one. Every
it was visited in its classes and drills. Searching questions re-
garding the work of the various units were asked. Most of the
answers were a credit to the instructors, and the rest were _still
more of a credit to the ingenuity of Technology men, who used the
svstem of making an intelligent guess if they did not knaw the
answer. There were very few cases where the mspectors were
not satisfied with the answers they received.

If Technologv receives the coveted rating, our mame wwill be
published in the War Department orders, and one more plume will
be added to the number that the Institute is entitled to bear. Every
vear sees Technology rising higher in the esteem of men from all
walks of life, and this will add the army to her list of conquests.

¢tudent in colleges thronghout the country.

At about this time of the year every
Technology undergraduate and post
graduate 1s up against one of the most

important  decisions of his Institute
career,

I am writing you to urge you to im-
press upon Technology men the import-
ance of this decision because I fear that
t_'mg year as in previous years, the ma-
jority of the men fail to realize its
mmportance and in fact most of them

THE TECH -

are ignorant of the fact that such a de-
cision confronts them at all.

I can sav with the strongest personal
convictions that any man who fails to
seriously consider the privilege extend-
ed to him by vour assoctation, of at-
tending the Silver Bay Conference, is
depriving himself of the possibility of
an experience, the value of which, in
his undergraduate and graduate life,
cannot be estimated in dollars  and
cents or in fime expended.

If I were ever presented with the
opportunity of relieving my life at
Technology, the one decision that I am
positive 1 would not change, and there
are many that I would, is my decision
to participate in the Silver Bay Con-
ference last year. No extra-curriculum
activity in which I participated has up
to this time proven itself of more val-
ue in my life than that week at Silver

ay.

THE TECH in its recent feature ar-
ticles has very well covered the details
of the opportunities extended to a man
attending this conference. There i3
one point, however, that I would like
to stress. The problems that the men
discuss and the addresses delivered by
the leaders, who are invariably among
the greatest authorities in their field in
this country, are of such a practical and
concrete nature that the engineering
mind cannot help but he interested In
them and indeed profit by that interest.
No vague, theoretical theology has any
place in the conference. The gquestiosd
always is. "How can we improve this
situation todav.” not tomorrow or the
next day. It certainly is a happy hunt-
ing ground for the active engineering
mind. Another feature that will appeal
to the Technology student is the fact
that problems are quickly boiled down
to their fundamentals so that a mini-
o of time is lost in useless arguing,

Let us hope that no man will take
this trip this vear for the mere pur-
pose of having a week's wvacation.
Though he will have a delightful va-
cation in that beautiful country, he will
fre hindering the other men who are up
there for serious aims from deriving
the fullest henefit from the conference.
Do not let me create the impression,
however. that the conference is a con-
tinal round of serious thought and dis-
cussion. At least four hours a day are
set aside for athletics without which
the conference could not have the value
that it does. Tt takes exercise to clear
the mind.

It is my sincere hope that vou will
reccive applications for places on this
vear's delegation from a large number
of representative Technology men so
that the Institute as well as the men
themselves can reccive the maximum
benefit that the conference offers.

A. Herbert Gray stated in the Octo-
ber “Intercollegian” that one of the
important shortcomings of the Ameri-
can undergraduates is that “Tutellectu-
ally they are docile,” Silver Bay offers
a splendid opportunity for building a
foundation for overcoming this docility.
