Satuirday. Tech Field wvill be the cen-
ter of :track activity for Bo3stonl this
week-cud. and from' the pas'c performi-
ances of tile variouis teaims entered,
this nmeet is goling to be onie of the
hardest anid closest fought title con-
tests that had occurred oil Tech Field
ill iilan - a year.

Pickingl tile prob~able w,,inner i s a
touLgl~1 proposition this \year as a. nuim-
Iber of the teamis aire onl alinost even
terins so far as chances for v coygo,
buit onl the face o-f past records';Bos-
ton College, \¥illiains. Bowdoin, and
Techniologgy appear to ibe the leading
contenders for New~ Enigland track title.

Teams Are Strong
lEach of these teanms are particular-

13' strong inl certaiu events; and none
have especially, well balanced comibina-
tions. The outstanding stars of the
colleges will1 bring in a certaini hntin-
ber of poiuts. but it is the second and
third places thwat will swving thle score
onle waxy or another.

Of th-e four teanms mentionecd above,
Boston College and( Bowdoin have a
slight edge ovecr \¥illianis and the En-
gineers. P. C. has a combination of
runners that will mnake them a decid-
ing factor irl the finial counitinig up of
the points. They have athletes in all
tile track events which will carry off
a goodly margin of first places, and it
remains to be seen if the nmen in the
field events caii add enough to the
score to mak~e themn a winner.

The showing miade by Bowdoin in
winning the Maine track title last
Saturday puts thern decidedly in the
r~unning for clampionship considera-
iort in the New England nieet. Bow-

doin easily carried off the honiors fromn
the University of Maine, Bates, and
Colbv; taking 50 points to Maine's 35,
and to Bates' 25.

Close Races Expected
A comrparison of the performnances of

Bostoni College and Bowdothi show that
the two tea~ns are pretty nearly on
even termns in regard to the strength
.show,%n in the various events. Both
.schools have fast men in the hurdles,
440. half mile. and high jump, but the
comparative times give B. C. a slight
edge.

W¥ith these two teaims runuing a
close race for honors, Technology anti
W\illiamjs -seeni to hold the balance of
power, with t-oly Cross, Browni, Wes-
ley-an. Amherst, and Bates all putting
stronig teains into the field.

"Unless the Seniors hurry to order
their caps aud gowns. a great many of
theiii will be left out of the Commence-
nlent exercises," said E. B. Noyes. man-
ager of the Technology Branch to a re-
porter from THF TECH yesterday.
"Only about one third of the'men wtho
will receive degrees have given orders
for costumes as vet.

"Five hundred men are to receive
Blachelor's degrees, 17-5 M\asters, and
; wen Doctors will receive degrees. Prob-
ably not more than 25 per cent of the
Masters and Doctors will have caps and
gownlls, which thev obtained at academic
colleges previous to coming to Technol-
ogy, so that in all, about 600 inen will
have to rent or buy academic costume.
To date only 277 men have left orders
,-e: and since there are only four days

left, and we have not had more than 50
men leave orders in one day, the Seniors
will have to double their former rate if
all are to be supplied."

Head of Industrial Conference
Board to Sum Up Points

Given Previously

'-M. \*V. Alexanider. nmataging director
of the 'Nationlal Industrial Conference
Board, will give the third lecture of
the series on "The Problemn of L~abor
Relations" liere lrriday. Mr. Alexan-
der will endeavor to stun up impartially
tile conflicttug vx-iew~ of the employer
and of organiized labor which were fixt-

enl iin previous lectures.
.Mr. Alexander is an eniginecer as well

as- anl authority on lalbor difficulties. Al-
thoughi a native of New York lie re-
ceived his educatoion iii several Austrian
schools, where lie studied miechianical,
electrical, and metallurgical engineer-
in-, beconming enigineer in the largest
iron and steel lplaiit in Central E-urope
after finishing' his studies.

After returming to the United States
in 1893 Mr. Alexander practiced elec-
trical engineering 'for several years
wvith the \¥estinghouse, General Elec-
tric, alnd other comipaniies. In 1908 he
b~ecame consulting engineer on econoni-
ic issues for the General Electric Coni-
pany, and iin 1916 he assumed his pres-
enit duties with the Industrial Confer-

elice Board. He has also had consider-
ab~le experience -with industrial prob-
lenis -while .wrviing on various state
boards. He has beeni a member of the
Massachusett,; Comminssion on Old Age
Annuities and Pensions and of the
Coliiiission on Compensation for In-
dustrial Accidents.

BRIDGE SERVICE

Engineers Consider Structure
Not Strong Enough For

Asphalt Road

SHAKEN BY HEAVY TRUCKS

Soil-I days back, The Legislature of
the Commonwealth of Massachusetts
passed a bill authorizing the expendi-
ture of $600,000 in an attempt to make
the ev~esore that connects Boston and
Cambridge at Massachusetts Avenue so
that it will last another generation. A
year or so ago. the statement was made
)y, menel who know that the bridge was
not designed to carry anl asphalt or
concrete pavement and leave any reas-
onable factor of safety.

This means that it -will be necessary
to put down the same sort of pave-
ment that is in use now. At the tinme
that this present pavement was laid,
it was intendied that it should last seven
or eight years at the most. That was
many years ago. If such a pavement
could only last a few years inl those
day~s of carriages and light motor ve-
hicles, its life under present traffic con-
ditions, located as it is in the neck of
the bottle for three-fourths of the
traffic between Boston and Cambridge
is a matter that any engineer can easlily
estimate.

Condition Poor
The bridge is of cantilever construc-

tion. It is a more or less balanced
strueture, and accordingly, arny heavv
viibration at one end is transniitted too
the other without loss of amplitude.
The Boston Elevated uses onily- its
lightest type of trolley cars oin this
line, and dares not run two or three
car trains. The passage of a hecavy
truck, can be felt, as -,ell as beard,
for rods before and after it passes. No
amount of repair could change the type
of construction.

A glance at one of the pictures oin
page 3 of this issue of THE TECH will
show the condition of the iron work
of the railing and superstructure. While
the under part of the bridge is prob-
ably1 in somewhat better condition than
this, nevertheless. if the corrosion is
only% olie tenth as bad as that point of
tile rafiling, the original factor of safety
of the bridge is badh'y cut down, and
as stated above. the' traffic over the
bridge is onl an average five times as
heavy per vehicle as it was in the day,;
shortly, after' its construction. Here not
evenl ani engineer is needed to demion-
strate that the Harvard Bridge is not.
only an eylesore, but a ntenace to the
life and property of tile people of the
Commonwealth.

Since then there hlas been mnuch discussion on our electoral sys-
telli. It has been judged and found inadequate. It is unlfair in that
Lt allows the electionl of a candidate -withouot the mnajority of those

v'otii;,-. Inl the lpast, cl(:sC ballotin-, cornbined with a large number
o>f candeidlates, has resulted in the election of a mall collecting less
t hanl a quarter of the votes cast. Any-nr one of his opopollents could
reasoilablyl 11a-e defeated him- if bout two were to b~e voted on.

This iliffcullty the primary ballot does affay wvitll. Under it no
mana could b~e elected without a majority of the voters giving prefer-
en~ce to himn. It wuas voted downl, not because of its cumlbersome-
nless, lout because of the supposed inertia of the average sttldent.
A\nothler alterllatirve, the preferential syrstem, has lbeenl discussed,
thougll sot in the Institute Committee as re.It is more con-i
,licated. It mlighlt lbe hard for the amperage student to divest wvitll-
out some effort oll his part, b~ut it has the virtue of requiring a'

mjority for electioll.
At the meeting of the Institute Committee tomorrow nighit it

is to lee hoped that the question of elections wvill come uop again.

The bridge commission might haive
one or two things to their credit that
would justify a little back patting, !,ut
the Horrible Harvard is not one of
them.

Not that a new bridge is needed. P3y
keeping eight or ten carpenters busy alIl
the time the darn thing can be easily
kept .more or less open to traffic. Only
one lane available for traffic will itot
matter for a bridge that carries as little
as does the Harvard. Yes-by judici,,us
expenditures, and a multitude of prayers
the old relic canl be kept above water for
a few more years at least.

Of course a few accidents will occur.
Deplorable. but without standing in the
face of the economy of our far-sighted
leg:s'ators. Besides. with the bridge al-
ready condenined, the City will not be
stucl< ii aniv case.

There is nio doubt but what the Har-
vard Bridge can he relpuilt to stand the
traffic for a couple of years. But amid
its lpreseiit surroundinois it is an eyesore.
\What if the Iwidge can be prevelnted
froiml ofilapsing- into) tile Charles for a
fewi· years? :\ tew bridge will have to
1)e bIilt soon--very soon. It is short-

-ighted economy that wouldl slpend ,,)od
m11oney0- just to stall it off for a short
while.

THE TECH presents the oppo-

sition to the new bridge. THE
TECH always strives to be just. In
line wvith our usual policy of present-
ing both sides to a question our re-
porters have interviewed the fol-
lowing prominent men, and officials
of the complanies listed.

1. Cole Wood Yards, contractors
to the Bridge Commission: "Don't
do it."

S some one has said, it is fortunate that our sister institution,

not Technology, stands sponsor for the crazy and unsightly
structure known as the Harvard Bridge. The engineers of the 1800's
did the best theyv could w\vith the inadequate approlriation wNhich was
wiith difficulty squeezed out of the cities of Boston and Cambridge
at that time' and they wvould be the first to acknowledge that the
bridge -was not good enough even when wve had no automobiles or
trolley- cars to overcrowvd and overload it, and wvhen the space that
the bridge spanned was a region of unslightly mud-fiats instead
of the handsolne Charles River Basin.

As if the successors of those short-sighted tax-payers had
not suffered enough from the noise and ugliness of the truthful
caterpillar, the Legislature is actually proposing to prolong the
agony by foisting the present bridge upon us for another twenty
years. they claim that they can silence it by 1atching it with new
girders. and they purpose abolishing the narrow ani dangerous
draw' but to do these things they must spend at least $600,000, and
in the end we shall have something -much uglier than before. \Why
spend millions, as we have, upon the Charles River Basin, and inil-
lions more on handsom-e buildings like those of the Institute, and
then ruin the whole effect by placing at the most conspicuous point
and on wxhat~ is prolbablv the niost-traveled highwvay in Eastern
Massachusetts, a 1patch-up1 bridge that is too narrow anywvay, that
has no adequate approaches. that allows no under-passes, and that
will look like a five-year-old tin-Lizzie after crossing the Rocky
Mountains.

If the Eastern thembers of the Legislature think that their
constituents will stand this patched eyesore. as unhandsome as it
wuill be inadequate. they certainly are not competent representatives
and should be retired. The people of Greater Boston demand, and
wvill work till they- get, a real bridge in this important and
conspicuous position. If. ineanwihile, the Legislature has spent
$600.000 on a structure that is practically certain. in less than five
years, to be forn down, they will have utterly wasted. in the sacred
namie of econoiny. twvo-thirds of a million of the tax-lpayer's money.

ners in these events. three of the
members of the relay team that hung
up a new record at the Penn Relavs,
will enter the half mile. They are
Welch, Malhoney and Kirley; these
runners took the first three places re-
spectively in the half mile last Satur-
day against Holy Cross. Foster of
Bowdoin who won the half in the
Maine meet Saturday, will fight the
Boston runners hard for a place.

The hurdles will bring on a struggle
between Capt. Ambach, Blodgett and
the B. C. and Bowdoin timber toppers.,
Hardy of the Maine College did the
high hurdles in 16 seconds Saturday,
w hile Merrick of Boston College cov-
ered the distance in 15 4-5 seconds.

Predictions may be all rigrht before'
the meet, but only the events themsel-'
ves will show the strength of the teams.
Last year Technology and Boston Col-
lege was thought by the majority to
have the edge over the other conten-
ders by virtue of their records; but
Bowdoin completely turned the tables
winning the meet by five points from
the Engineers, while Boston College
had to be satisfied with sixth place.
However, the Eagles are a much stron-
ger team this year and Bowdoin seems
to be the same, so a hot fight can be
expected.

The conventional comment on each
new edition of Technique would seem to
be, "The best Technique ever," but,
unfortunately, I have been unable to
makes this comment on the Techniques of
the past few years. They all have their
good points, it is true, but they have
lately been characterised by a lack of at-
tention to detail which has detracted
much from their excellence. Upon taking
up a copy of Technique, Volume 39, how-
ever, I am honestly able to say, not that
it is the best ever, but that it constitutes
a tremendous improvement over those of
the past few years. It is a book of
which the retiring board of editors may
well feel proud. Produced as it was
under new conditions, with a new form
of organization, it has, I believe, justi-
fied the step taken last year by which
our year-book ceased to be the traditional
publication of the Junior Class and be-
came a continuous activitv like the other
publications at Technology.

T do not care particularly for the
cover designs The idea back of it is
good but, I, being of architectural train-
ing, find little sympathy with the ma-
chine-lile representation of the pylon
through which one passes to the Chemical
Department. I hope that in future years
a hand may be found to delineate less
harshly the particular portion of Tech-
nology which may be chosen to decorate
the cover of Technique.

The art work throughout the interior
of the look is better. I particularly like
the decorative title ,age contrilbuted by
O. E. Freidllof '23. If the quality of
this particular ilhlstration could have been
carried through the other manifestations
of the art departnment activities I Advould
have had no hesitation in placing the
1)ook high on the list of college antnuals
appearing this year. To mar mind, the
division of the book into distinct sec-
tions ly colored inserts printed on heavy
stock is exccllent though I regret that
these division plates were not all as
spirited as the admirable piece of worlk
whic i marks the beginning of the "Fea-
tures" section.

Turning now to a consideration of the
general make-up of the book, its arrange-
ment, and its special features, I find much
to commend. The group of photographs
which occurs at the very beginning marks
such a far step in advance of the usual
commonplace collection of unstudied
views, or hard, unsympathetic drawings,
that their contemplation affords one an
unexpected degree of pleasure. I venture
to say that few of the students at pres-
ent attending Technology have realized ,
that their surroundings contain so maily
things so pleasant to look upoII as are
pictured here. UTnexpected and pleasingl
also arc the lines of the talented but
anonymous young man who contributed 

lthe verses of parody which accompany
these photographs.

The pages devoted to the faculty may
hardly be said to be decorative. Sar-
torially perfect and satisfying to the eye
as the average professor or instructor
lmay be, there seems always to lurk some
unsurmountable difficulty in the path of
him who attempts, by grouping a num-
ber of them together against a back-
ground of Technology's walls and col-
umns, to produce an optically pleasing
ensemlle. There is no intrinsic rela^
tion either direct or inverse between
baggy trousers and hearts of gold, but I
think that beyond question the judicious
manipulation of a tailor's goose could
have added in appearance at least to the
professorial dignity. A little extra
thought given in future years to this
neglected section of the book would un-
doubtedly assist in the production of a
happier representation of the essentially
fine body of men on our faculty.

The Portfolio, the Classes, Athletics
and Student Activities Sections are all
well handled and interestingly arranged.
There is plenty of evidence that each
page was thoughtfully considered an l
carefully designed.

Records of the Tech Circus, the Sum-
mer Camps and other special activities
of the past year have been grouped by
this year's board in a small lut interest-
in1g Features Section which merits special
mention. This section contains also a
number of well-selected snapshots which
give as good an idea of the intimate
cnvironment of the Technology student
as does anything I have vet seen pub-
lishedl. The formal part of the publica-
tion is b~rought to a close lby the Fra-
ternity pages which by reason of their
fixed and standardized forms, can hardly
le critically commented upoII. Consid-
cration, from the viewpoint of typo-
graplhical design, of some of the older
Techniques, however, will show how
much the Fratcrnity Section has been
improved.

I miss the grinds, though I agree with
the general opillion that they are better
left out. Since the advent of the Voo
Doo in Technology undergraduate life
it has seemed to me that the Grind Sec-
tion in Techn'ique has lacked the spon-
taneity of the earlier years wlhen it af-
forded practically the only published out-
let for the product of the humorous-
inindedl student. It has recently had the
air of being mostly made up of left
overs from Voo Doo. Yes, I think we
are better off without the Grinds.

Looking back over the volume as a
whole I find myself especially pleased
,with the improvement in the arrangement
