DR. MOGRE GIVES
LECTURE FRIDAY

Expert on Meats Will Speak
To Public Health Men
This Week

Dr. V. A. Moore, Dean of the New
York State Veterinary College, will de-
liver two lectures to the class in Pub-
lic Health Administration, Department
of Biology and Public Health, on Fri-
day, March 28, at 10:00 o'clock and on
Saturday, March 29, at 10:00 o'clock.

In the first lecture he will take up
the broad aspects of meat inspection as
a public health mcasure, the reasons
for i1, the emphasis laid on it and the
method of administering it by the
Bureau of Animal Industry, and alse
what is included under the enabling
acts by wheh this form of inspection is
carried out. In the second lecture, he
wifl speak on just what is meant by
meat inspection, its relation to bac-
teviology and pathology and the details
ol the work.

C. Prescott of the De-
partment says, “Dr. Moore is an ex-
pert in his subject and was for many
yvears connected with the Burcau of
Animal Indusiry and is probably bet-
ter versed in the relation of the prob-

Will Speak at Fraternity

Dr. Seerley is an old football man
and has played in many games against
Yale, Harvard. and other big colleges
that existed in the nineties. He has
been visiting colleges and Christian As-
soctations for the last 30 vears giving
lectures on sex subjects and. hesides
heing one of the official lecturers of
the Social Iygiene Socicty for sonie
vears, he was in charge of all of the
Sex Education work with the American
forces in France for four months,

Coming dircctly {from Springfield.
Dr. Seerley will stay here until Friday
right, On Thursday and Friday he wilt
have luncheon at a fraternity house
and will deliver informal talks at this
time.  Opportunity for interviews will
be given the students eillier by ar-
rangement with Dr. Scerley or by see-
ing W. M. Ross.

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NEED OF BASKETBALL EQUIPMENT

HE purposc of this editorial is not to criticize or to defend the

disappointing basket-ball season just closed but to point out

the nced of several necessities, the lack of which proved a most

serious detriment to basket-ball practice. Inadequate equipment
in the gymnasiumms can be held partially responsible.

In the hangar gymnasium two lonely, overworked baskets neces-
sarily served the squad and practically all inter-mural playing. Un-
der such conditions practice was slow, work was constricted to the
limits of two baskets, and the squad suffered from the too little
basket practice. The insufficiencies of the gvm dampened the in-
terest of the candidates and retarded those who whole-heartedly
worked. Besides, the numerous small teams about the Institute
worked the meagre equipment far beyond capacity, and they too
suffered from lack of baskets. The practically green varsity squad
that started the year, nceding practice worse than ever, obtained
not nearly enough.

It would be a perfectly easy matter to place several swing-
ing baskets in the hangar gymmasinm. Two. three. or four more
would greatly facilitate the work-outs and prove of advantage to
next year's team. In a nearby city there is a college gymnasium
with eight Daskets on one court. There is another suggestion,
iutile perhaps, but worth the mentioning. Could the remaining half
of the hangar be utilized as a gyvmnasium?

Equipment does not make a team, far irom it, but good facili-
tics go a long way by affording the proper practice, by furnishing
an added incentive for men to come out, and by giving the minor
practice teams a chance to develop. It is not so much a \winning
scason that is desired but sports for sport’s sake, and {or the sake
of sports more equipment and space is necessary.

SEX LECTURES

HE Technology Christian Association, in obtaining the ser-
vices of Dr. Seerley this week, has entered a field that is of
prime importance to the student. Discussion of sex, while shunned
by many, 1s helpful and wholesome if carried on in the proper man-
ner. A thorough knowledge of the subject is impertant to the
college man. Here at Technology the student’s private life, with
the exception of the dormitories, is independent of Institute con-
trol. More judgment and self-control is required of him than ol
the average college man.

Dr. Seerley has for many years been lecturing hefore students
on the sex question. He is Dean of the Y.ALC.A. College of Spring-
field, obtaining an annual release from the college in order to
lecture before the various colleges. His experience with bovs and
men is extensive. A college man himself, he has a keen apprecia-
tion of the undergraduate’s point of view. What he has to say
should be of interest and importance to the student body at the
Institute.

At every place that he has spoken he has been enthusiastically
received.  Quoting from The Sou'wester, “Seldom, if ever, has a
man. visiting the colleges of the Southwest, so quickly won his
way into the respect and the friendship of student hodies and facul-
ties. From Missourt to Texas not a word has come to the Field
Officer but of utter commendation. The secret perhaps lies in the
fact that Dr. Seerley treats sex not as something vulgar and bad,
hut as a great constructive force which, properly conceived and

used. aligns man most closely with the eternally creative heart of
God.”

A young man coming to one of our
Boston educational institutions,—in
many cases from a distant state or a

beifore him high ideals?

The best method of disciosing such
activities is to describe somewhat in
detail what is actually being done for
Harvard and Technology students with
whon the problem is more complicated
than in either Boston University or
Tufts because of the necessity which
Harvard and Technology are under of
dealing with large bodies of students
from all parts of this and foreign coun-
tries. bringing to the institutions cus-
toms and ideals varied in character and
i many cases, quite different {from
those existing amongst our own popu-
lation.

Foreign Men Prefer Tech
In the yvear 1922 there were at Tech-
nology 247 foreign students from 44
different countries, including such re-
mote ones as Abwssinia, I'ndia, China,
Egvpt, New Zealand, Siam, Korea and
Japan; and, in addition, 25 irom the
United States’ foreign possessions, and
1244 from states outside New England.
These students include, presumably,
not only Christians but also Moham-
medans and those of other religions.
In the same vear, 1922, Harvard Uni-
versity and 199 foreign students from
36 different countries; 16 from our for-
eign posscssions, and 2912 from states
outside New England.
Referring, then, primarily to Har-
vard and Technology, the activitics of
these institutions of the character un-
der discussion may be divided into
three distinct groups:
Official. Directed by the officers
of the institution.
2. Semi-offictal. Directed by offi-
cials who are responsible in part to the
college and paid mn part by it, but who
receive some of their salary from other
SOUTCes,
_ 3. Unofficial.  Directed by {riends,
including alumni and others.

Official Activities

Both Harvard College and Technol-
ogv have two officials not engaged in
teaching hut with definite responsibil-
ity to the student hody, viz., the Dean
of Students and his associates, and the
Hygiene Director aud his staff. Har-
vard has still another official known as
the Regent.

Neither the Dean of Harvard Col-
lege nor the Dean of Technology is an
executive officer as is the case in many
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every student admitted to Harvard
College a letter asking {for information
concerning his son. This custom was
begun at Harvard only two years ago.
Curiously, it was found that Yale be-
gan to do the same thing at about the
same time. The wisdom of obtaining
such Information seems to the speaker
obvious and he has suggested that the
sanie be done at Technology. The
ideal of the letter is so good that I
will quote it in full:

“Your son has Dbeen admitted to Harvard
College. Harvard College is so large that its
teachers and administrative officers have great
difficulty in inowing their students as individ-
uals.  This difficulty is particularly great in
the case of Freshmen.

“Yet the many arrangements that have to
be muade for Freshmen—such as the choice of
their courses, their undergraduate advisers;
their assignment to section in large Freshman
courses; and. above all, the knowledge of each
man’s specini characteristics which we in the
Dean’s office need 1o have—all depend upon
infermation which we can acquire only very
gradually. bt which you already have as no
one else has it in the case of your own son.

“Will you, therefore, as a service both to
the boy and to the College, write us about him,
with reference to his individual qualities and
needs, as fully as sou are willing to do, so
that, even from the beginning, we may feel
that we know lhim. In case he has deficiencies
in his earlier education or weaknesses of char.
acter that we ought to know about, please
remember that your reply will be regarded
as absolutely confidential and that the more
fratkly you write to us, the more we can help
your som.

“Although some of these arrangements may
have to be provisionally made before we can
hear from you, we should like to have this in-
formation to guide us in the {uture.”

Such a letter has been found to fur-
nish a most excellent means of estab-
lishing friendly relations with the par-
ent and of belping the Dean in his ad-
visory relation with students as well
as in deciding upon the course oi ac-
tion in case a student gets nto serious
trouble.

At Techuology, students abowve the
Freshman year come into close contact
with their teachers through their pro-
fessional departments and, in conse-
quence, the Dean's obligations at Tech-
nology are more particularly with the
Freshman class, of which he has gen-
eral supervision.

Dean Strong for Banquets

In each institution the Dean endeav-
ors to keep in close touch with the
student body, accepting numerous in-
vitations to student dinners and other
functions, attending these as a guest
rather than as an official, since it would
be unwise for him to attempt to exer-
cise any sort of supervision over such
affairs while present at them. From at-
tending such student gatherings, it is
possible for the Dean to attain a fami-
liarity with student life and with in-
dividual students that he could not
otherwise get.

Student advisers and faculty advisers
supplement the worlk of the Dean at
each institution and assist him to get
into close touch with individual stu-
dents. At Technology. however, facul-
ty advisers are appointed ounly for

institutions. He does not appoint

teachers nor supervise their teaching,
but serves rather as a liason officer be-
tween the teaching staff and the stu-
dent, investigating difficulties, giving
aclvice, administering  discipline, ap-
pointing advisers, etc. At Technology,
at least, he has frequently secmed to
the faculty to be acting as an ambas-
sador of the student body, rather than
as a college official.

Inasmuch as the duties of his office
require for their proper fulfillment a
knowledge of individual studentswhich
cannot be acguired persenally in a col-
lege of the size of Harvard, Dean
Greenough sends to the parent of

Freshmen and only then by request.
The student adviser system at Tech-
nology is directed by the Technology
Christian Association which will be
mentioned later.

The Regent at Harvard has over-
sight over all student activities, par-
ticularly student clubs; of the Harvard
Union of which I will speak later, and
of dormitory proctors. No office of
this sort exists at Technology where
student conirol, either with or without

alumni and faculty advisers, covers
practically all such activities.

Proxy Unavoidably Remote

The relation between the President
and the students in institutions as large
as Harvard or Technology can never
be particularly close owing to the
great pressure upon such executives.

Mr. and Mrs. Lowell, however, are
generaly at home on Sunday after-
noorns betwen four and six to 2l stu-
dents, and their hospitality is accepted
by many.

During the period when Dr, Mac-
laurin lteld the presidency of Technol-
ogy, he and Mrs. Maclaurin not only
were usually at home to students on
Sunday afternoons but also invited
many of them to their homes on other
occasions; particularly on  Christmas
Eve when they gave a Christinas party
to alli students unable to gct home at
Christnias,—with a biz tree, presents
for all, refreshments and a Christmas
entertainment.
