Although the University of Washing-
ton and the Yale crews will not row
in the trials, the Beavers will be up
against the stiffest competition of the
vear in two Navy crews, one the regu-
lar varsity and the other the Navy
Olvmpic crew.

Navy Has Two Crews

In the beginning of the season the
Beavers trailed the Annapolis middies
m a contest over the Henley distance
of a mile and seven-cights on the Sev-
ernr river by about 8 seconds in a bor-
rowed shell. Coach Haines firmly be-
lieves his crew will take the measure
of the seamen in their next meeting
for the men are rowing with a beauti-
ful stroke that has the power and re-
serve in it that will shove the Technol-
ogy bow over the finish line ahead of
the other contenders,

This crew is not the one that is
feared as much as is the Navy Olympic
combination which is made up of the
victorious crew of four vears ago. The
eight has been preparing for this race
all the season and for the last few
weeks have done nothing but concen-
trate on the development of a winning
contender. Lieut. Harris who coached
the 130 pound combination while he
was at the Institute is one of the mem-
bers of this eight,

fortunately for vou. I am writing in
behalf of the American Archery Asso-
ciation which is much gratified at the
added prestige which thus accrues to
their old and honored weapon (now,
alas in disfavor!) and wish to enquire
whether the duel was conducted under
the strict Code of Epsom, or under the
less stringent Cononbury Rules? If,
as I hope, the Epsom Code was ad-

hered to, you are eligible for member-

ship in the American Archery Associa-
tion with the honorary rank of Grand
Arcifer of the Second Class, whereas
uander the Canonbury Rules, the Third
Class, I am aitraid, is the best we can
do for you. At all events, we wish that
vou would furnish us with 2 complete
and authentic account of the incident,

forthcoming Annuat Convention,

Tracksters This Season—Glantzberg
And Wiebe Made Six Marks

Interest in wvarsity track has some-
what overshadowed the great perform-
ance of the freshman track team this
scason and hence the fact that Coach
Connor and Coach Warren have under
their supervision one of the Dest com-
linations of frosh tracksters, that has
vel been at the Institute, may have es-
caped the attention of some who have
not been following their carcer  this
seasorl. They have been  Improvinge
steadily  throughout the season and
when the final meet was over, it was
found that the first vear men hacd brolk-
v nine of the 14 existing  freshman
track records,

Many of the former records  had
stood for three and four years, hence
it was no mean performance to smash
nine of them in one season. Jack
Wiehe, Fred Glantzbers, Al Kaufman,
and Henry Steinbrenner were the men
responsible {for the new marks. Wiche
and Glantzherg ran a close race to sce
who could break the most records, but
thev both came out even with three
apiece. Jack has the 100 yards, hroad
jump and the javelin to his credit, while
Fred is the title holder in the hammer,
discus, and the shot put.

Wiebe a Sprinter

Tn Jack Wiebe Coach Connor has a
sprinter of promise. His best time in
the century 1s 10 1-5 seconds. He was
clocked in this time at the Brown meet,
and the dash was run against the wind
in the hargain.
