TO N. Y. CONCLAVE

Twenty-Seven Men Now En-
rolled to Represent Institute
at Silver Bay

GROUP LEAVES THURSDAY

Will Discuss Religious, Social
and College Problems
at Silver Bay

Technology will send to the annual
conference of eastern colleges at Sik-
ver Bay on Lake George, the largest
delegation that has vet represented it,
¥ with the exception of one vear. Twenty-
seven men. eight more than last vear’s
final membership, are now enrolled in
the declegation.

Although the work of the conference
is fundamentally religious, it takes up
social problems, national! and inter-
pational problems, and many subjects

that are pertinent to college life. Be-
sides the religious aspect of the con-
ference the mien will have opportuni-
tics for. conferences on various Sstu-
dent activities. There will also be
conferences  of international groups
and of groups of men from the same
country, A group of well-known speak-
ers will give daily talks on problems
being taken up by the delegates. The
intellectual work of the conference will
occupy the mornings oi the eight days
which the conference will last, and the
afternoons will be taken up by athletic
contests  in which nationally-known
collegre athletes will take part. Social
affairs and entertainments will occupy
the evenings.

Class President Gives Oration
—Dr. A. W. Rowe 01 Speaks
To “Survivors”

LARGE AUDIENCE ATTENDS

One of the largest crowds seen in
Walker in a long time gathered vester-
day for the Class Day exercises of the
Senior class. The hall was well filled
when the class, arrayed in caps and
gowns, marched in and took their places

A. D. Carouthers 24 opencd the ex-
ercises hy asking the speakers to come
to the platform. He then asked the
mmembers of the Class Day Committee to
step forward and receive the praise due
them. Ernest Haoshach, First Marshall,
was then introduced.

He made the address of welcome, wel-
coming first the girls without whom, he
said, “the Institute would have had to
add an extra conrse to finish our hroad-
er cducation.”  He then welcomed the
other visitors, the Faculty and the Cor-
poration,

Hoshach intraduced W, H. Rabinson,
Jr. President of the class wha gave the
Class Day oration. “The most mfluential
character at the Institute,” be began, “is
uhe whom we all know of, bur who
would be recognized by few. This char-
wcter is the Lounger.” The Lounger ac-
cording to Robiunson takes great delight
w1t making a special target of the In-
satute committee, “He calls me Deacon
13itl,” said Robinson, “I assure you that
i never felt more Jtke a deacon than
[ now do, standing hefore you in this
gown.”

Robinson then proceeded 10 talk about
the functioning of uudergraduate gov-
eriment at Technology., He emphasized
the fact that all undergraduate activi-
ties are really rin by undergraduates
contrary to the customn at many other
‘olleges,

At the close of his talk Robinson gave
some advice to the Institute Comrnitiee
of next vear, many of whom were pres-
ent as ushers. “Don’t be afraid to do
anything radical,” he said. “if you think
that it's good. When we abolished Tech
Night we wondered what evervone would
say, but the whole student body backed
us up.”  As a closing bit of advice he
said. “In closing I want to give you one
bit of warning. Beware of the Lounger
and Dan Henderson.”

Dr. A, W, Rowe "01 then gave a hrief
talk. as he said “to the survivors of the
class of 19247 A four act play show-
ing the histery of the class was then
given.

Baccalaureate Sermon Delivered by
Bishop Lawrence ai Trinity Church

Sunday afternocon the senior class
attended Trinity Church in a body to
hear the  Baccalaureate  Sermomn,
preached this vear by Bishop William
Lawrence of the Episcopal diocese.

The Seniors gathered in {front of
the Rogers building and at four o'clock
marched in a column of twos to the
church. They were seated at the front
of the congregation and made a solid
mass of black, arrayved as thev were
in caps and gowns.

After the class was seated the choir
hoys marched in followed by the church
dignitaries. A short ritual was gone
through and then the sermon delivered,

“I have a very large subject.” Bishop
Lawrence began. “a very large subject
and a very short text. My subject is
“Life.” The first point which the Bish-
op emphasized was the unity of life,
If the bark of a tree is stripped off, the
trec may not die, it may be hardly
affected but the tree is never the same.
Just so. nothing that a man does leaves
him thé same. A persen cannot do a
thing one day and cxpect it not to affect
his life the next day.

Bishop Lawrence then gave three

characteristics which everyone shoyld

trv to make his life have. The first of
these is Direction. A man without a
definite goa! cannot advance he said
Direction gives one symmetry and
courage. It also gives on graciousness
which in ‘turn produces a valuahle
sense of humor. The easlest way to
rule nien is by graciousness, Men will
bow belore a smile far quicker than
before blows.

The second characteristic js Depth
of Character. A  shallow man no
matter how engaging he may be can
never advance far.

The third peint made was Imagina-
tion. that imagination which could let
men see nto the future and give them
a glimpse of better things. Here, Bish-
op Lawreunce said, was where religion
came into a man's Hfe. It provides an
enormous stimulus to the imagination.
And religion, too. keeps a man head
up, and by giving him a glimpse of
great things keeps him from becoming
despondent over the things around him.

In closing the Bishop admonished the
Seniors, “You have a thrust which will
carry vou far to the middle of life.
Remember that everything gives an
impulse which will affect your course

in hife.

Four special cars of the “parlor, bed-
roont. and bath™ variety were required
to transport the four hundred Seniors
who attended the pienic at Pemberton
last Fridayv. The picnic lasted all day,
starting in the Great Court at 9 o'clock
and ending at Rowe’s Wharf when the
boat pulled in after dark.

The cars were drawn up on Massa-
chusetts Avenue in iront of the Tn-
stitute at about 2:30 o'clock. Shouting
and chevring the men rode down Mass-
achusetts Avcenue, through Columbus
Avenue, Northampton, and Washingion
Streets as far as the in-town district.
There they disembarked and proceeded
to snake dance through town, tving
up traffic for twenty minutes on Wash-
ington, Franklin, and Hawley Streets,
They met the cars again on Atlantic
Avenue near the South Station, and
rode down to Reowe's Wharf, where
they took the Rosc Standish to Pem-

Forming in the
Great Court at 10:00 o'clock the Class
of 1924 will march in & column of twos
to main hall, Walker Memorial, where
the exercises are to be held. Like the
Class of 1923 und in order to comply
with faculty ruling the members will
be attired in academic dress.

President S, W, Stratton will deliver
the opening address and this will be
followed by an address to the graduat-
ing class by F. C. Shepard '87, Director
of the United States Mint at Denver.
Mr. Shepard is a graduate of the me-
chanical engineering course and while
at the Institute was a major of the
cadet battalion and president of his
class during his Senior vear. Major
General C. C. Williams, Chief of Ordi-
nance, U. S A, will then deliver an
;uldgcss to the members of the R. O.
T. C,

The award oi deprees will be the
next event. FEach candidate will re-
carve his diploma from the hands of
President Stratton. The diplomas will
be distributed in groups according to
courses; beginning with Course I and
continuing through Course XV. 568
degrees will be awarded, 454 men will
hecome Bachelors of Science, 135 will
receive advanced degrees and 21 will
have two degrees conferred upon them.
