FRESHMAN SPIRIT
IS STIL LACKING

Showing of First Few Days Has
Slackened Greatly in

Past Week
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1In 1916, wshen the Institute moved
across the river to its new buildings
the Seniors felt the necessity of having
some sort of get-togetller nleetillg at
whlichl men of all classes could gather
and get to kllow each other. After
consi'derable discussion as to the lanle
of the proposed assembly. the namle of
"Courtnyte,'' suggested by Professor

Pearson was adopted.
Tche Great Court, in those dails, even

though it had not set been as smloothly
covered with pebbles as it is nowv, alvas
quite a show place. It wvas still mnore or
less of a novelty. The court, as the
namel "Courtny te" implies wvas there-
fore chosen as the logical place to hold
the big mass meeting, the forerunner
of today's All-Technology Smokcer.

In the early fall of 1916, the great
rally was stakled. Unfortullately, it
literally rained torrents. The planned
parade ended in a general rush for the
shelter of the Main Lobbv. President
Maclaurin, standing on the balcony,
near the entrance to 10-250, addressed
the crowd below. His address was a
very good one indeed, one of his best.
The meeting, despite all the handicaps
of the weather, was a great success,
and it was decided to make "Courtnvte"
an annual affair.

At the "Courtnyte" of 1917, the plan
of substituting Field Day for the old
cane rush was explained. Field Day
as outlined at that meeting wsas sub-
stantiallv the -samne as the contest now
held. 'The main difference wvas the
fact that the crew race did not count
on the score. It merelv acted as a
safetv valve for the outlet of the enthu-
siasn; that had formerly gone into the
cane rush that had been dropped be-
cause of the death of one of the con-
testants. Kenneth Reid. '18, then Edi-
tor-in-Chlief of THE TECH gave a
short historv of the publication and
urged that nmenl go out for the various
departments of the paper. Men fromt
other activities told of the value of

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activities as a whole, after which the
meeting brolse up amid loud cheers
for Technology.

The Wrar and the presence of the S.
A. T. C. and the navy nmen at the Insti-
tute changed things a great deal. The
students were under nlilitary discipline
andl had to be in quarters at a definite
tinme. Permission was obtained, howv-
eve r, to have a big gathering in the
S. -A. T. C:. mess hall. The affair wuas
all that couid have been expected and
mlore. En1thusiasm~ was aroused as
never before in the historv of Tech-
nology. Spe eches, mnusic b~y the navy
batid, free cigarettes doniated by THE
TECH, and the feeling that the whole
meeting wnas a -privilege, and the first
bit of libverty in a long time all comI-
bined to make the event one to be re-
membered.

In 1919, a still larger smoker lvas
held in the S. A. T. C. mess hall, Presi-
denit Maclaurill addressed the mzen,
about to be demobilized. The purpose
of the gathering was to instill college
spirit and to revive that part of col-
lege life that had been lost during the
war period. Prizes totaling $900 were
distributed bv A. T. Ben-is '93, for work
done by students in shipyards. Dean
Burton spoke of the advantages of
Technology. Music by the naval avia-
tion band and a collation followed.

Starting with All-Technology Smio-
ker of 1920, the gatherings have been
held in Walker Memorial andl have
been of the type familiar to all upper
classmen and of the type to which the
freshmen will lbe introduced this evren-
ing. The money to run the smoksers
has conme from the student tax for
which all undergraduates are assessed.
They have provided an unusually good
opportutifty for the presentation of the
value of activities to the new- men and
for the general lpronlotioll of good fel-
lowship among all the students, regard-
l1 ss of class.
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for some of the returning students to
wear a cute, dinky, saccharine growth of
hair on their upper lip, a la Rowe ?

WAKE UP, SENIORS!

~A'MONG the traditions that go along wvith Field Day is the
-Isystem lay which Juniors are intrusted waith the affairs of

the freshman class, awhile the preparation of the Sophomores for
the various events, devolves on the Seniors. The upperclassmen
lend their experience, acquired at previous Field Days, to the two
lower classes so that Field Day will be in the nature of a genuine
athletic contest.

The freshm~en havre gotten off to a good start as far as training
and candidates goes. The Sophomores, howvever, are barely mak-
ing the g~rade, one of the primary causes being the lack of coaches.
The Seniors have so far shlown little interest in their protegees
and 11ave let the second year men shift for themnselves. Withl no
one to drum uip their spirit and b~rinlg out mhen, and smith nlo one to
take them in hand wulen they do com-e out, it is no wonder that
the Sophomnore colors are xx-aning.

It rests onl the Seniors to lput sufficient energy and vrim in the
Sophomores to enable thlein to malke a decent showoing against
their youthful o1)pollents. In no other wRay can lie kept up Field
Day, onle of Techlnolo-y's fewv traditions. The student body ex-
pects to see rivalry between the lowler classes on this day, in the
form of athletic contests betweenl good teams, good runners, and
good crewvs. It rests wh lolly with the Seniors to do their share
and to prev ent otlr Field Datr from degeneratingt into a farcicial con-
test between twco poorly coached teams.

PRE-ELECTION BALLOTING

THE bDefore-election attitude of the people has always been con-
Tsidered an important factor in forecasting the results of a

presidential election. Newspapers all ov er the country have print-
ed ballots in their columrns to sound out the voters in the districts
that they deserve. Tllis year, even motion-picture houses dis-
tribute ballots to their patrons, while for the past few elections,
a nation-wide magazine has conducted ;a ballot all over the coun-
try.

No direct means have ever been taken to include the students
in the various colleges in these ballots. Colle-e men are of course
free to participate in any ballot that a particular publication or
theater may put out. But a separate b~allot, appealing directly to
the students as a class, has never been taken.

Although at least half of all college men are of vooting age,
it is true that they are as-,ay from ther homnes nine months of the
year and ^are alesairs astay at electiorn tinile. Some states allow'
absentee voting that is, votinlg by niail, bout feesv colle-e men tak~e
advantage of this oprportunity. It is for this very reason that the
student has been overlooked in the variouls ballots that have been

ta~ken throughyloult the country, the -eneral opinion being that, as- so
fewr of the sttldellts vrote at election tinlle, their voices should not
coullt ill the p~re-electionl ballots.

Tile falla~cy ill this .assumplltion is evident. A\ straxv~ lballot is

primar-ily all atteniplt to feel the politica pulse of the couentrv. to
scoelldc the atltitudel of the pecople as regards the comlirllg elections.
Thos-e b~allots thact applear ill iiewsp~aplers andI nila-azines are direct-
ed tward rs the inocre c dtcated classes, the readers and tlinkxers
of the counltry. It is not fittinlt- that the colleg~e stuldent should
b~e ill this class '

Althoti-h li e dl;es not cast his vote ill the national elections,
it does no(t nece ssary follows that lie hias pult aside all. thou-~lt oil
political issues. Oll the contl ary , every effort is made bye college
facilltics to) iltel-est lile Stulelat in the affairs of the cotlnt-ry, studil-
ill>,~l thlein froinI an illpaErtial p)oilt of aievn, and compl1aring tlhen -wi-th
historical lpec~edents. Thuls the college miall is really thinklin,- o0
the iolllortanlt questio~ns thwat are before the natioilns voters and his
opiio l is to lie vallled to the samne e.>\tenlt as that of anyr other
citizveal Clearly a strawa ballot that. disregards the studcellt canl-
not clainil to repr-esenlt the general attitude of the country.
