TWO TERM YEAR PLANNED

———

_ Proposals for a sweeping reduction
in the personnel of the Institute Com-
mitteg were made at a meeting of the
committee yesterday in which decreases
in the representation of the individuzl
Professional societies, the dormitories,
and the four Institute publications,
were featured.

After the usual formalities of the
meeting, R. A, Mitchell '25, made the
mation that all the heads of the pro-
fessional societics be deprived of their
seats on the committee and that they
select one of their number to represent
them. A motion was made to table this
motion and was passed. Two of the
men from the individual professional
societies inmunediately retaliated by mak-
ing the following motions: First, that
the heads of the four pableations should
lose their scats on the committee and
chose one of their number to represent
them collectively: second, that the rep-
resentation of the dormitories should
be reduced to one from the present
number of four, These motions were
also tabled.: As the professional so-
cietics number ten, the proposuls in-
volve a reduction of fifteen.

There was a discussion of the pro-
posed plan of the Faculty Committee to
refuce the number of terms in the
school year from three terms to the
former two term system, which the
faculty thought necessarv to lessen the
nuntber of examinations and to reduce
the registration complication. G. L.
Bateman 23, chairman of the com-
mittec is to select a committee to in-
vestigate the matter.,

The meeting was opened at 5:15 by
Glen Bateman '25, chairman of the comni-
mittee.  Owing 1o the ohejction of the
Faculty Committce to the use of the
Faculty and Alomni Room because of
the non-suitability of the furniture for
meeting purposes, the meeting was held
In the north hall, Walker.

“Lack of funds is all that hinders the
cvelopment of the Institute's newly
acyuired Massachusetts Avenue proper-
ty” said President S. W. Stratton in
a statement yesterdav. He said that
the Institute wishes epecially to provide
sufficient athletic facilitics so that a
greater number of sports such as swim-
Ming may be continued during the win-
ter, The building of concrete tennis
Courts and a soccer field has already
been autharized and they may be ready
or occupancy by spring, Other proj-
ects will be undertaken as money is
available.

_Erection of dormitories, a model ba-
$in for use by the Naval School, and
special forms of laboratories requiring
ulky apparatus are some of the plans
under discussion. Although these dev-
elopinents will not come for some
time, the need for them is an evidence
of the future growth of Technology.

The student hody at Technology
went on a rampage through the streets
of Cambridge last night after a niob
of 100 freshmen had attempted to break
up the smoker held by the Sophomores
in Walker Memorial

A burning effigy of the Class of 1928,
which some ingenious Sophomores had
suspended irom a4 pole on the Technol-
ogy dock, started the fracas. A num-
ber of ireshmen. who rushed the Soph-
omore guardians of the effigv in an ef-
fort to retrieve it, were thrown into
the icy waters of the Charles.

Traffic Blocked

The two rival classes then formed
in line and formed a snake dance down
Massachusetts Avenue, Cambridge and
through Central Square to the tune of
“Hait, hail, the gang's all here,” and
the echoes of Technology cheers.

Traffic was blocked all along the av-
cnue and automobiles that tried to edge
their way through the marchers were
promptly stopped by the surging mass
of students so that the drivers were
unable to make headwar.

The parade developed into a pitched
hattle In iront of the Pratt School of
Naval Architecture so that the police
found it necessary to take the matter
into hand in order to clear a way for
traffic on Mauassachusetts Avenue. At
this time, the {freshmen attempted to
kidnap Prentiss I. Cole. president of the
Sophomore c¢lass, but due to the cfforts
of his classmates were unable to get
it into the automobile which was
waiting at the curh.

Much useless argument has been
wasled over the exact extent to which
the tests measure native mtelligence
and the extent to which they depend on
the kind of training that a man has
had. The exact proportion of these
two factors can never be determined.
It would be just as rcasonable to cx-
pect to determine the exact extent to
which the athletic ability of a prepara-
torv school star is due to natural cap-

WHAT 1S REPRESENTATION?

HREE measures were brought up at the meeting of the In-

stitute Committee vesterday, all of which are designed to de-
crease the present number of seats on the committee. It was pro-
posed that the professional societies have only one man to repres-
ent them collectively, instead of one representative from each so-
ciety. Also it was proposed that the Dormitories be represented
by one man, and that the four publications should be represented
in the same way.

It is entirely logical that one man should represent the pro-
fessional societies, for several reasons. The individual societies
represent comparatively small groups of the student body. For
that reason, and because of the limited nature of their activities,
they are subject to little or no legislation by the Institute Committee.
It is therefore unnecessary as well as unreasonable that a rep-
resentative from each should be required to participate in the In-
stitute Committee meetings when his official actions amount prac-
tically to no more than the annual bringing up of officers.
