Considering the state of affairs at
present as regards the Combined Mu-
sical Clubs Ticket sale for their Fall
Concert, it is very probable ithat the
management will be required to live
up to its manifesto and iarego the sell-
ing of any stag tickeis for the affair.
0Of the 150 tickets allotted to be dis-
posed of this week, only 50 remain af-
ter the first day’s cfforts. This figure,
however, is only approximate since the
members of the management have not
vet made full reports on the number
sold personally today. The sale at the
desk in the main lobby amounted to
something like BO tickets, the remain-
der being sold by members of the man-
aging board.

Poster Held Up

Contrary to expectations, the clubs’
poster has not appeared on the buile-
tin boards around the Institute adver-
tising the approach of the Fall Concert.
The clubs previously announced that
the poster would make its first appear-
ance at Technology by heralding Fri-
dav's performance, but owing to sev-
eral unfortunate mistakes on the part
of the engravers printing the placard,
the clubs were unable to fulfill their
promise, The main error was in the
coloring of the background of the pos-
ter, and the correcting has taken lon-
ger than was expected.

Whether the absence of the usual
stag line at this vear's concert will af-
fect the gaiety of proceedings remains
to be seen. Nevertheless, the manage-

Mr. Bush, who received his first 15
years of experience in industry while
connected with various railroad com-
panies, became associated with The
Buckeyve Steel Castings Company in
1901, Since that time he has risen [rom
the position of general manager to
president of the concern.

Present Views on Needs

The lecturer has chosen as his topic
“The Engincer in Industry,” and in-
tends to present to the men his views
on the present needs of industry. He
will emphasize in particular the type of
men needed, what the needs and re-
sponsibilities are, and how success may
be achieved. As a member of a com-
mittee appointed by the National In-
dustrial Conicrence Board to determine
in what respects engincering schools
can cooperate with industry in prepar-
ing men for future work, Mr, Bush has
made a special study of the subject on
which he will talk. However, his talk
will contain little that is technical, and
will be presented in an intimate mman-
ner.

THEODORE HOUGH
FORMER INSTITUTE
PROFESSOR DEAD

University of Virginia Medical
School Dean At
Technology

TAUGHT PHYSIOLOGY HERE

Professor Theodore Hough, Dean of
the Medical School of the University of
Virginia and former Proiessor of Phys-
iology at Technology died suddenly at
his home in Frederickshurg, Virginia,

Sunday,  The funeral scrvices were
held vesterday and Professor R. P.
Bigclow represented the Institute at

the services.

Proiessor Hough first came to Tech-
nology in Septeinber 1892 as an Instruc-
tor in Physiology, directly from Johns
Hopkins University where he had re-
ceived a doctor’s degree that vear. He
had had some experience as an instrue-
tor, having taught a few months after
graduating {from Johns Hopkins and
beiore returning for further study. He
was soon promoted to a professorship
and remained at the Institute until 1903
when he became head of the Depart-
nient of Physiology at Simmons Col-

lege.
Did Research Work

While at Technology Professor
Hough did considerable research work.
One of the courses he taught, the Phvs-
iology of Special Senses, s no longer
given but was formerly given to stu-
dents taking Course VIII. He also
taught a1 the Boston Normal School
of Gymnastics which is now the Phys-
ical Training Department of Wellesley
Coliege.

Professor Hough leit Simmons in
1907 to go te the University of Virginia
Medical School as Professor of Phys-
iclogy. He soon becanme Dean of the
school, a positian he held until his
death Sunday., Professor Bigelow, who
represented Technology at thie funeral
services attended Johns Hopkins with
Professor Hough and came to the In-
stitute at the same time.

WILL GIVE FRESHMEN
PSYCHOLOGICAL TEST

A peycholegical test will he given to
the first vear men on Fridav at 4
o'clock. The examication is compul-
sory and takes precedence over ali In-
stitute engagements.  These examina-
tions have been given several times in
the past and usually require zhout an
hour's time.

Several colleges have made the psy-
chological test part of their entrance
requirements and  other institutions
have given them as experiments. Af
Dartmouth College, where the resuits
have been made public it is shown that
in maost cases the results of the tests
are confirmed by the student's subse-
quest scholastic records. The freshmen
will be divided into three groups to
take the examination, sections 2 to 9
taking it in rooem 3-330, 10 to 18 in
room I0-230; all others in room 10-275,

A.LLE.E. SPEAKER TO
DESCRIBE NEW PLANT

Engineer Will Tell of Boston
Edison Power Station

At the December meeting of the M.
I. T. Branch of the American Institute
of Electrical Engineers to be held in
room 5-330 tomorrow evening at 8
o'clock, Mr. W, H. Ford of Stone and
Webster will be the speaker. His sub-
jest will be “The Weymouth Station,”
being a description of the new high pres-
sure central being built by Stone and
Wehster for the Boston Edison Com-
pany.

This plant is attracting much attention
among engineers because of its new fea-
tures, It is introducing a new type of
steam equipment which operates at a
pressure of 1200 pounds, a pressure con-
siderably above that in common use to-
day. The new installation is of consid-
erable size, and is to use a new system
of sectionalized switching.

Stone and Webster are also presenting
a fAlm entitled “Power” which depicts
the history of power development for the
last 150 years.

Those responsible for the program state
that the material presented will he of
such a nature that it will be intercsting
to men of the other professional societies
as well as the Electricals. Those inter-
ested are invited to attend this meeting.

Benmis as Captain of the
cross country for this year has per-
forimed well coming in first in both the
Holy Cros~~ and Prinecten meets, and
seconid in the Turvard meet in which
the time between first and second
places was only a fraction of a second,
Parkumon was not recommended for a
straight “T” by the Executive Com-
mittee but after discussion by the Coun-
cil it wus moved and passed that he be
awarded the “T." Parkinson has a
very consistent record and has per-
formed faithiuily on the track since his
freshman vear. He is essentially a hiil
and daler and not a level man, the
probability is that he would have done
much better if he had run with the hill
team instead of the level this fall. Par-
kinson was the third man to score for
Technology in the Holy Cross and
Harvard meets, fourth in the Prince-
ton meet, and second in the I. C. A, A,
A. A. He placed 7, 8, 12, and 46 re-
spectively in the meets.

Fencing has been progressing rapid-
Iy since practice was starled the first
of the term and the possibility of hav-
ing an cxceptionally strong foil team
are unusually Dbright. The cpee will
be well taken care of by two veterans;
while sabres have not been developed

at all as they are an optional weapon
in collegiate matches, The first and
only competition fo be held before
Christmas will come off on the 312th
of this month.

Under a new ruling of the Intercol-
legiate TFencing Associntion the East-
ern colleges have been divided into four
groups, with four eolleges 1o cach
group, The object is to have the two
colleges qualify a full {oil team in each
group to compete in the Intercollegiate
matches which will be held in New
York the first part of April. In the
sabre and epee only one man per col-
lege per group s eligible to qualily.
Technology s in the New England
group with Harvard aud Yale to com-
pete against, and so to send 4 team to
the Intercollegiates it is necessary 1o
defeat cither Harvard or Yale.

Have Streng Foil Men

With such veterans as Seabury, Wal-
ker, and Hawthorne back the prospects
of developing a strong foil team are ex-
ceptionally  good;  however, Davier,
Caponi, and Moston are giving them a
racing fight for the honors. The prob-
ahility of Luis Ferre being declared ele-
gible adds to the {encers hopes of a
strong team, as he is virtually a {oils-
man hut can handle any other weapon
when emergency calls.

Air Currents to Drive Ocean Vessels
of Future if German Invention
Proves Successful

Anton Flettner, a German scientist, has
startled the scientific world with an in-
vention that he claims will revolutionize
navigation, He proposes to drive ships
by catching air currents in large funneis
and using them to propel the ship by
means of rotary turbines, the exact na-
ture of which has not as vet been dis-
closed. He has built for experimental
purposes a 600 ton model which is claim-
ed to have been operated successfully in
the North Sea without other motive
power than the ocean breezes. There
were no sails or engines other than the
“rotors” which received their power
through tall funnels some sixty feet high.
Adcording to the inventor, the theory is
not very different from that employed
by a pitcher in curving a baseball, He
will give no more dehnite information.

Scientists, though interested, are skep-
tical as to the practicability of this un-
usual ship. Though they admit that the
model may have been successiul, they
are wary as to the possibilities of ex-
tended use on commercial boats, Navi-
gation experts question the feasibility of
a ship with towering funnels in tropical
waters where hurricanes are met with
frequently. One of Germany’s foremost
naval architects has advanced another ob-
jection. He states that when the ship is
tacking into the wind, the contrivance
nay work, but that in running beforc
the wind, all pulling power of the “rotor”
action will be iost, and the ship will be
propelled only by the force of the wind
acting upon the funnels as sails.

It is reported that the Hamburg-Amer-
ican Line has ordered several 10,000 ton
ships, driven by this wind driven type
of “rotor,” to be used on the Hamburg-
East India route. If a 600 ton model
requires sixty foot funnels, it seems un-

likely that a 10,000 ton ship will be ser-
viceable.  American shipping men are
frankly doubtful—even amused at the
idea.

Flettner has recently converted an old
sailing vessel into a wind propelled “rotor
ship.” He has mounted large hollow sheet
steel masts on the “Buchau,” 2000 tons,
and has given it severe tests through
which it has emerged successful. This
ex-three masted schooner, rerigged with
two enormous masts looking like elon-
gated boilers presents a uzmque appear-
ance. The wind, however, was apparent-
Iy drawn down through these masts with
sufficient force to drive the rotors and
so turn the propellers, as the “Buchau”
has travelled all over the North S=a
under her own power,

The inventor, with the characteristic
optimism of his kind, declares that in
this new idea is to be found & panacea
for all the world’s ills. He claims that
in time he will be able to apply this
principle to the automobile, the train, the
dirigihles, and even the heavier-than-air
Iving machine, This will enormously de-
crease the amount of fuel of all sorts
consumed in fransportation, thus preserv-
ing the rapidly diminishing supplies of
coal, wood, and oil. In short, when this
mode of propulsion is universally adopt-
ed, Flettner claims that the wind will en-
tirely supplant the other kinds of energy
now used for power and that transporta-
tion will undergo a revolution more far
reaching in extent than can now be im-
agined.

The nature of the secret is guarded
closely, though it is understood to utilize
a principle discovered by Magnus, a Ger-
man scientist who made important dis-
coveries in the realms of thermodynamics
and diathermacy.

A much deleted “Artists and Models®
is now in its second and last week at
the Shubert. With the removal of two
scenes bodily, the travesty on “Rain,” and
