NEXT LECTURE ANNOUNCED

"The naiii factor iri success is the
selection of a vocation that is congeni
al," said President S. W. Stratton to
the freshmian class -%esterday morning
at thc third of a series Of talks beigg
given to help the new men to becoini
better acquainted xvith Technology- and
its opportunities. "The vocation a maz
chooses should be as near as possible
aii avocation for lhilm.'

"I do not thijik there are many im1is-
fits in thc Institute.' said tle president
"Tlhere is plenty of work to be done
b- engineers, for the problems of the
tuture will be just as much harder than
those of toda- as the problenms of to-
la- are than those of the past."

Dr. Stratton event on to tell of the
opportunities iii -arious branchoe of
endeavor. The civil engineer, he said.
not olx- builds railroads, tunnels, res-
ervoirs, and siinilar wvorks, but is also
eiigagetI iii nater conservatiol·, the con-
trol of water ptower, and tle prc-cn-
tioii of floods. He las a big field opei
)CfOre ]lilml ill the construction oi roads.

hI additio, tlhere iB such wvorl- for th(
civil engineer as city planning.

Thlle mlechaclical engineer, he declared,
has 'reat opportunities in tle elimina-
tioii of the great waste whicl is nom,

crmllitted ill stealm elngineering tlhrougl
thle loss of heat. Other branichcs of
mlechanical exlgineering are also iniport-
ant; "I u-ould like to see the Instituts
a cmiter of machine tool designing. ior
instance," said thc president. Aviation
and automnotive cngincering are alsc
-,ell lknowIn b)ranches of this field.

Ponver productioii, transmission, aiid
applicatiol offer tlheir problem-,s to the
electrical cnginer. Developmeiits are
beijig made so rapidll in this line that
practicallv nciw machines are beilig
scrapped daily tO make w-ay for still
nlore efficieiilt ones. Tclephone, tele-
grapl, and radio are constanl? tl ex-
panding.

Thc opportuiities in niniiigi and
architecture are xvell kiiown. As for
business adlminiestration, "I wvas soimle-
w-hat sceptical at first concerning thc
success of the course in Egincg ering
Adlmniistratiou.'' said Dr. Stratton. 'I>ut
J have concluded that the administrator
ill iiidustrx- must have a fundanicntal
training 111 eigineermng.

"Chemlistrv is vcr - important. It has
niows become the foundation of iiearly
all of our industries. Phvsics has also
itS place iii industry; ni7am?.- physicists
are eheiIg employ ed iii research -vork
in our more nromiicnt industries. Biol-

ogy is of ever-incleasinlg importance."

Tight
shirts and collars. hle said, impede the
circulation. tight hats cause baldness
and belts produce abdominiial troubles.

He wxas equally emphatic in his con-
detonation of knee-length and sleeve-
lezs underwear. "Only a man whose
trousers arqI washed at least once a

week can justify the wearing of under-
wear which leaves the lower limbs
bare."

As a matter of iact Dr. Darlington
did not approve of allny modern article
of mlell's wear and sighed for the good
olcl bright colored days oi silks aid
satins, plush and lace.

Although the niajor portion of his
talk wa., devoted to the men, who, he
said, w ear too mltuchl clothing. the
speaker also asserted that womilen wear
too little. He disapl)proved especially
of thel prevailing fashions in lighit fem-
inlie footwear as illjurious to health.

University Students of Sweden

Lead Leif of Sweden
Without Study

W\e almost hesitate to give the fol-
lowing information publicity lest we find
ourselves the instigators of a sudden an:!
exasperating immigration of students to
Sweden to enroll in Upsala and Lunde
Universities.

If we are to take Charles E. Haight,
Jr., in the N'eew York University "Cam-
ptus." at his copyrighted word it wouli
be like this, "If a student from an Am-
erican college were to spend a year at
the Swvedish Universities of Upsala or
Lund, lie would be encouraged to a life
of personal freedom there which, if at-
tempted in America, would surely re-
sult in his expulsion." And then to coin-
tinue in this Utopian appeal lie goes
on thusly: "He would find little bustle
and show of work and yet when exam-
inations came around lie would be am-
azed at the store of learning which the
Swedish student had somehow been able
to accumulate."

The schools are divided into organii-
zations known as 'nations' which cor-
respond slightly to our fraternities but
which are more democratic and all in-
clusive. To quote further, "Every 'na-
tion' is a sort of club and social home
of the members as long as they are in
college, -where the most intense fraternal
spirit is fostered."

Then try to imagine this: "At night
the student may rest if he -wishes, like
any gentleman of leisure. He rises
%whenl he is no longer sleepy. Alarm
clocks are rare. One does not have to
go to chapel because there is no chapel.
There are lectures, of course, but no
one has to attend them unless he wishes
to do so. There is somewhere in town
a University officer called a 'dean,' who
is to be honored but never feared for
no one keeps any record of absences
from lectures in his office. This is ac-
ademic freedom indeed." Indeed.

,.e., group discussions led by a profes-
sor or docent, which usually end up in
'post-seminars' around some restaurant
table. During fixed periods of the year
the professors give examinations to those
who desire to take them. These exam-
inations are oral, given in the profes-
sor's home. And aside from lectures
and studies, the most conspicuous feature
of the student life is the singing."

R. GEORGE EASTMAN has niade but one request of the In-A4 stitute student body and that one wvas to refrain fromn smok-
'ing in the corridors of the buildings. This request was prompted
. by the unsightly appearance of the corridors littered wvith cigarette
butts. Oil the basis of this the Institute Committee passed a regu-
lation to prohibit slloking in these p)laces, and for somne time it wxas
splendidly olbserved.

Not so now. MNen are constalntly and flagrantly violating this
regulationsthat request-in a wholesale manner. There is s_'mok-
ing in the corridors, in the class rooms, ill the draw% ing rooms, an-
where a man can surreptitiously do it. The situation is deplorable:
and the results are worse. It is not to be believed that the men do
this in a wilfully flauntingl spiritssome do-but that THEY ARE
UNAWARE THAT THEIR ACTS ARE IN VIOLATION OF A
POIN~T OF HONOR AND A CERTAIN DEGREE OF RESPECT.
The reason and the necessity for not smoking has not been brought
to their attention, or at least, not in an impressive enough manner'.

It is not alone the students whlio are culpable ill this respect.
To a smaller extent the instructors have been careless as to w-here

.they smoke. Of course this situation is bad for some students feel
themselves justified in smoking when they olbserve that neinl)ers
of the instructing staff do so.

Those men that have any conception of the fitness of things.

ganizations from soliciting from stu-
dents within the grounds of the Insti-
tute. President Bateman of the Com-
mittee declared that Technology was
the only college in the country to make
such a prohibition. The basis for the
motion was presented by E. S. John-
ston '25, Chairman of last fall's Corn-
bined Drive, who gave Statistics which
he said showed the students did iiot
have much interest in the Red Cross,
but that thev were highly desirous that
their money should go to the T. C. A.

President Bateman called attention to
the appeal he made at the last meeting
calling upon all members of the Corn-
mitteQ to assist in stopping smoking
in the corridors which he said was be-
coming especially prevalent. "The only
condition that George Eastman made
when he donated the millions that built
the new Technology was that there be
no smoking in the corridors. There-
fore, if we can, by eliminating the
smoking, help in acknowledging East-
man's generous gifts, no pains should
be spared in keeping the corridors free
from this very objectionable practice."

A motion was passed bv the Commit-
tee incorporating certain articles in the
P-y-La-%vs of the Election Committee,
dealing with the election of the Senior
Week Committee and the Senior Class
Day Marshals.

In an attempt to supervise to a great-
er extent the expenditure of nionev
by the classes from their class funds-,
a motion was pa-ssed requiring the va-
rious class treasurer--, to submit to the
Chairman of the Budget Committee an
estimate of the expenditures before
thev are made.

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DR. VON SCHRENK GIVES
ALDRED LECTURE TODAY

The previous talks of the Aldred Series
given this year have dealt chiefly with
a discussion of the speaker's experiences
in the industrial world, and advice to
the future Technology graduate on what
industry expects of him.

Dr. Von Schrenk is considered one of
the best authorities on timber, its use
and inethods of preservation, in this coun-
try. He was formerly connected with
the faculty of several of the larger for-
estry schools in various parts of the
United States, and has also been quite
prominent in the field of research and
investigation of timber diseases and tree
preservation for the government Bureau
of Forestry.

Aside from being a lecturer, lie has
gaified considerable renown as an author,
having written a great many books and
papers dealing with the subject of his
studies. At present, Dr. Von Schrenk
is consulting timber engineer for sev-
eral large railroads and timber manu-
f acturing associations.
