sonilethinill 'Vwhich malkes a inlan refuse
to quit." he said.

It is ulot u~sual for tlze studellts to
op~erate tileir own'1 acti-vities coniplletely,
hav ing sole responlsibilitv oil all ques-
tionls illcludlingr thle ex~perlditulrc of monl-
ev. On1 thirtvr-five thlousand clollars the
studellts of Technology rule tllirty ac-
tivities. while other colleges llave been
knlown to expend ten timles that anriounlt
w-ithl 1o greater success.

I lhe process wvas show l from
the point \vwlere the rawv ore is smeltedl
in open hearth furnaces, to the final
stage of beinlg mlad inlto Adire rope.

The mlethodl of b~lowviig the slag out
of the hecarths by coin;)ressed. ail ,Sea
shown-I. Thirty percent of the steel is
rejected at the first step as ,hen both
ends of the b~illets are cut off to get
rid of the portion carrying the greatest
amount of impurity. The lblllets are
then stamped with a numllber, andl stor-
ed. Later it aiiv one of these billets
proves defective. the wvhole lot call be
rejected. k~eepinlg the qulality of the out-
put up to standard.

Nex;t Tuesday, the usmes of gasoline
wvill be described bv Professor .N
Allen, one of the best knlowVii ,lgil-
eers ill the couialry oll the testing of
turbines, and the flossw, of seater in chanl-
nels by the salt method. He has had
experience with the operation ot the
Alden dbo namlonieter, used for testling
turbines. Oiie of these d!viianionileters is
in use fin the Illstitute steani laboratory.
Professor Ei. F. M\iller wvill also give
a short tall;. The nlletitig wtill be open
to all mlemlbers of Course II., and xvill
be held in north hall, Wal ker, at 8
o'clock.
