Review to Close Inspection

The rating of “Distinguished  Mili-
tary Colleze” is hestowed hy the \War
Department annually  on  institutions
wlhich show the greatest proficiency in
military work; and graduates of such
institutions arve granted certain  privi-
leges, such as exemption from all ex-
aminations for commnussions in the regu-
lar army.

While at the Institute the board will
ohserve theoretical classroom instruc-
tion i the various units, and will see
practical work and demonstration of
drifls by cach of the units. Close or-
der drill by squads, platoons. and com-
panies will be held at 9 o'clock tomor-
row morning, and the inspection will
close with a review and inspection of
the Infantry battalion, the “ireshman
army,” at 4 o'clock tomarrow afternoon,
All first year classes have Deen sus-
pended at this time, and cadet officers
and non-commissioned officers will be
excused from their classes at the same
time.

Many Factors to Be Considered

A variety of factors will count in de-
termining the rating of the Institute.
Support of the R. O. T. C. by the Cor-
poration and the Faculty as evidenced
by adequacy of facilities for instruction,
for care of equipment, and for recita-
tion and practical work; and by the

Beavers Beat Harvard by Three
Lengths—150 Pounders
Places Third

FOG HINDERS OARSMEN

Trailing the powerful Penasvlvania
outfit by over seven lengths, the Deav-
er Junior Varsity managed to beat the
Harvard crew by a good three lengths
in the three corner encoutter held on
the fog-bound Charles River on Mon-
day afternoon.

Following the race between the 130
pound crews of cach college, the sec-
ond varsities were fmmediately  lined
up for the contest which was rowed
downstrean. In the first race the
Penn oarsmen got away at the start
and retained the lead, gradually gain-
ing on the other two cights up to the
finish. The race between  the  1wo
trailing crews was the most interesting
factor as all along the course it was
hardly pessible to see who was going
to he the winner, It was not until the
last quarter mile that the Harvard con-
testants gained a very gradual  lead
and managed o come it a bare guarter
of a length ahead of their Engincer
rivals.

Technology Places Second

The contest hetween the junior var-
<1ty eights was quite o different affair.
Duce 1o a sudden change of schedule
nmiade by Referee Badger, the Tech-
nology light varsity was not preparcd
to row and in order to make up a full
shell Savre was put in at No. 0 and
Reid fAtted the coxswain's place.  As
in the previous race, the Quakers took
the lead at the outset, but failed to
leave the Beaver crew behind before
the end of the half mile mark. As a
result of the heavy fog that had settled
on the river, none af the crews were
able to keep straight to the course,
Penn hegan 10 forge far aliead of the
Engineer outfit and in like manner the
latter  erew  gradually increased its
lead over the Harvard shell with the
result that Penn finished eleven, and
Technology three, lengths ahead of the
Crimson oarsmen,

The races were originally scheduied
to start at 4:30 but due to the rough
condition of the river they were post-
poned for an hour. By this time a
change for the better was evident, so
the referce called for the men in the
first race to be on the starting line hy
6 o'clock. A litle tater than this time
the conmmand to start was given., Row-
g upstrean:, the Pennsvlvania crew
covered the Henley distance in 7 min-
utes 33 scconds, Harvard's time was
S minutes 2 seconds, and Technology
finished in 8 minutes 3 sceonds. In the
junior varsity contest over the mile
and three quarter course the thnes
were: Pennsylvania, 10 minutes 10 sec-
onds.

CONFLICTING STUDENT CONTROL

HE action of the Executive Committee of the Institute Com-

mittee in handing down a decision as to what group of players
should use the baseball diamonds on a certain day is unfortunate;
not because of the actual incidents of the case, but hecause of the
question regarding the division of student government control
which it involves. )

After the practice hours on the diamonds were assigned to the
various groups of ball players by the M.I'T.A.A. one ot the groups
registered a protest concerning the arrangement of the hours. The
facts of the case were presented to the M.ILT.A.A. and the protest
was voted upon unfavorably, thereby the matter was susposedly
closed. But the protest iwas carried to the Executive Committee
of the Institute Committee and a decision was asked. The Execu-
tive Committee passed favorably on the protest.

Tt is the action of the Executive Committee in overruling the
decision of the M.LT.A.A. on a matter pertaining strictly to ath-
letics that is unfortunate. Under the student government at Tech-
nology, each activity handles its own affairs in matters that come
under the scope of that particular organization. But if the Execu-
tive Committee makes decisions on detail questions which arise
in the course of the work of any activity, the power of that activity
to govern itself is sadly impaired.

If in the future, matters come up pertaining strictly to the work
of one activity, and about which there may be any question as to
a division of authority, it seems that the logical thing to do is to
refer it through the officers of the activity to the Advisory Council
of that organization before any decision is made by the Institute
Committee.

DON’T NEGLECT OUR VISITORS

PEN House night was characterized by a lack of guides and by

the eagerness with which the throng followed the all too meagre
aumber that were available. This delinquincy casts a reflection on
Technology’s reputation as a host, for, among the thousands at-
tending the Institute there should at leasst be several hundred men
who are willing to give up one evening and donate 2 little effort
to their service of their college and the Combined Professional
Societies.
