Entering two of the strongest teams
that the Institute has ever possessed.
the Tech cross-country men literally
-ran wild at the New England Inter-
collegiate games at Franklin Park on
Monday afternoon. The Varsity fin-
ished a close second to Bates in the
main race while the freshmen scored
a victory in the three mile yearling
runl. McClintock, the frosh captain,
set up a new course record of 18 min-
utes, 45 seconds.

The Varsity race saw four of the
best college harriers in the East com-
peting, in Peaslee of New Hampshire,
Wills of Bates, Hillman of University
of Maine, and Crofts o f Williams.
This quartet had a hot battle over the
entire course. When once the Dur-
ham man took the lead he was not
headed, but he could not for an in-
stanit shake the trio that persisted in
trailing him.

N. H. Race Re-Enacted
In the early stages of the race, Bill

Rooney matched strides with the New
Hampshire flash and for two miles
the Tech-New Hampshire race of four
weeks ago was re-enacted as'the two
fought bitterly f'or position. The two
mile mark however found the Tech
leader unable to bear up under the
terrible pace of the upstate lad. He
hadl worn himself out too early in the
race and as a result had to be content
with third'place.

In the meantime the main pack of
runners was keeping veriy close to-
,gether, no one runner looking much
better than another. With the five
mile mark passed only the cream of
the distance inlen -were'to be'reckoned
with for Peaslee's long strides over-
powvcredl the mediocre runners. When
the runners. hovre inte, sight of the fin-
ish it was easily seen that there was
to be no fight for first place as New
Hampshire's star had a lead of 100
yards over Wills of Bates. Hillman
the Maine runner, was third and
Crofts of Williams fourth.

It was evident by this time that
victory was not to be won by a first'
or second place alone buat by the team
wvith five good men. That is the rea-
son that Bates, a decided dark horse,
copped the top honors. Outside of
Wills, the Lewistzon harriers had only
a team -of ordinary -runners but that
was sufficient to defeat the colleges
having two or more stairs but no sup-
port from the rest of their squad.

According to- the impression newspapers give-and news-
papers are the source of all truth for many-college is a large
stadium with adjacent opportunities for those eccentrics who came
to study.

. Does not this suggest a real need for a novel or play that will
tell people what college life, is actually like ? Such a story or
play will not treat college as a place where boys go to play prac-
tical jokes and win. track meets. It will not be a farcial play,
presenting the extravagant ludicrous experiences of an incredibly
stupid freshman. The story must not be merely an awkward vehicle
for the author's fliekering philosophy, nor a chronicle of the emo-
tional tribulations of some young fool. Aside from these there
are not many restrictions on the writer of this book or play. The
chief requisite is truth, which ought to be novel enough to amuse.

In spite of the fact that there has been much sarcastic comment
and seemingly ventage of spiteful feeling loosed ins advance of the
annual Tech-Technique football game, it is all in a spirsit, of friendly
rivalry and when. the eventfull game is over, everything but the fun
had in the preparation will have been forgotten.

;-,YWhile the faults of the private school are a natural result of
the present systemn of college admission, the defects of the public
high school arises from its attempt to offer loosely fitted courses
m-ore suitable -for the training of an office boy than for college
preparation. The demands of the business world for expert typists
and bookkeepers-, and the demand of the trades for plumbers, car-
penters and machinists is at present a more. compelling- command
that that of educators for clear thinkers wh~o know' the secret of
how 0 study effectiviy, Even though the boy preparing for college
is in the minority, he has the right to demand that the general pub-
lie, give as much attention to his future as to that of others. It is
high time that the cause for adequa~te college' preparation be strong-
ly brought to the attention of those- responsible for hiigh school
courses.

At the second smoker of the Aero-
nautical Engineering Society the
the speaker will be Mr. Ra~lph Upson,
America's foremost balloon pilot. Mr.
Upson has been a winner in the Gor-
don B3ennett B1alloon Races, the an-
nual European classic, and in races in
this co untI y.

Recently Mr. Henry Ford offered fi-
nancial support to MT. Upson for ex-
perimentation and design of rigid air-
ships with a covering of the metal dur-
alumin instead of the customary fab-
ric. The use of duralumin sheets
solves an important problem in design
as it has the strength to withstand
the torsional and diagonal stresses
thereby eliminating all wire inl the
structure. One difficulty that has fi-
nally been o vercome was the sealing
of the sheets. This has been accom-
plished by the use of wire sewing. Re-
search work has been completed and
it is with this type of airship that the
Navy has been requested to replace
the ill-fated Shenandoah. Production
will be at the Ford Airport at Detroit.

According to F. T. Kurt, President
of. the Aero, Society, the speaker is
onle of the country's foremost aero-
nautical engineers, and he is one of
the most famous men in the aerco
w^orld that the Society has had as a
speaker.
