Liet us take for example
the case of our sister school, Rensselaer. For many years now there
have been student assemblies held ‘there.  These assemblies have
faken the form of pep meetings with promiment speakers or on-
lertainers to assist. At these melings are made the announcements
which are of huportance to the college body. 'The college songs
are sung, the c¢heers given, and awards of letters made. These
assemblics enable the men to get aequainted with those who are
representing the college in all the branches of activities, The ve-
sult has been one of inestimable value to Rensselacr in every way
in the matter of promoting college spivit. Is it not reasonable to
suppose that it would benefit us 1 a like manner? There are seov.
eral diffieultics which at once present themselves. Yet these dif-
fieultics should mnot prove insuperable. Let us consider the firs
which is that of a place to meet. Main Hall, Walker Memorial,
is the most promising place which appears at first thought. I
should be possible to accommodate the student body if appropriate
means are taken.

Arliss has the lead, and his per-
formance merits the high place., Bul
the audience, time after time, broke
into spontaneous applause for the
gplendid acting of Simpson. With the
possible execution of Rosamond Lane,
the widow of Sylvanus' natural son.
the cast in its entirety was excellent
and was fitted to the high guality they
surrounded and interpreted. Per-
haps the above role was not so well
handled as the others. But what form
and aftraction! Compensations they
were, so far as we were concerned.

Usually when we {feel enthusiastic
we begin to doubt ourselves and fear
that we have lost our semse of pro-
poriion.
