BEFORE SOCIETY

0. M. Hovgaard '26 to Address
Electrical Engineers on
The Vacuum Tube

Members of the Elecirical Engine-
ering Soclety will hold the first meet-
ing of a series of meetings to be ad-
dressed' by students Friday evening,
when 0. M. Hovgaard '26 will speak
on the usés of vacuum tubes. The
place of meeting is undecided at pres-
ent, but will be annonnced in a few
days

The paper which Hovgaard has pre-
pared has to do' with ‘the application
of the' thermionic tube to purposes

other than communications. It will
teil of the wuse of the vacuum
tube as a voltmeter and in many

other uses which -have come up from
time to time in the work of the Re-
search Division of the Hlectrical En-
gineering Department,

Among some of these applications
is that used by Mr. M. ¥. Gardner in
producing artificial corona on an ar-
tificial transmission line. Mr. Gardner
recently wrote a paper on this subject
and was awarded the First Paper
Prize of the American Institute of
Electrical Engineers.

There are a number of other papers
in preparation which will be present-
ed by students. One of these has to
do with the design and general lay-
out of Richmond Station, the new
power plant of the Philadelphia Elec-
trie Compony which has pust recently
been put into service. Another will
be concerned with the Institute pow-
er system, and a fourth wiil be a dis-
cussion of some of the economic fac-
tors entering into commercial power
factor corrections.

Research Compels Rearrangement of
Lecture Course On Atomic Structure

According to Professor Max Born,
new investigations carried out at the
Physies Institute of the University of
Gottingen, Germany, have compelled
him to re-arrange the subject matter
of his lectures so as to allow a more
complete presentation of the newest
form of the Theory of Atomic Struec-
tare.

Today Professor Bora will deliver
his second lecture on ihe Lattice
TLeory of Rigid Bodies, discussing in
detail the potential energy and inner
forces in crystal lattices, also
elasticity and Hooke's Law. The
lecture is at 4 o’clock in room 4-231.

Last Monday Professor Born deliv-
ered his introductory leciure cover-
ing principally the relations between
mechanical, electrical and thermal
energies and quantities derived there-

from. He then developed the math-|

matical symbols which are to be used.
in..order.- to sxmpliﬂrﬁ.th& formulation

of the Theory .of Lattice Structure
which should account for the energy
relations in discussion.

In introducing the spealker, Presi-
dent Stratton emphasized the growing
importance taken by the purely phy-
sical sciences in engineering.

T IS reported that a majority of the residents in the Technology
I- dormitorics signed the petition circulated among them last week
“asking that the management of the Walker Memorial dining
sérviee attempt to improve the quality and the variety of the food
servod there. Sinee nearly every dormitory- man takes all' his
meals in Walker exeept for an oceasional trip cither across Massa-
chusctts Avenue or into Boston, the dormitories fcel that they are
in a position to judge the meals scrved there, and the committee
is taking this method of sounding out the entire group on this
uestion. . .
a On the contrary, men who cat 20 out of 21 meals In an im-
personal atmosphere where 2000 meals a day are served, men Who
know cvery warped tray and every bent fork, are in no position
to pass impartial criticism upon the vaviety of the food placed
vefore them. The monotony of the surroundings and the serviec
soon become apparent and this monotony Is readily attrﬂ;uted to
a lack of variety in the food. Besides, food prepared in large
quantities loses its individuality—the touch of the cook is lost an;’l
cookine becomes a feal of chemical engineering rather than a work
of art. This is no defect of the Walker cafcteria, but rather a
defect produced in the present day system of feeding a large num-
ber of persons at a low cost. Nothing can be done to remove these
difficulties unless the plan of mass feeding be abandoned, and
the number of men accommodated reduced to at least one-eighth
with a concomitant inercase in the cost of giving scrvice, a change
highly impractical for many reasons. Dormitory residents ave thus
led to coneclusions conecerning the food scrved in Walker fchat are
not justifiable when comparvison is made with other cafeterias serv-
ing the same number of persons each day, conclusions that do not
express the opinions of the remainder of the student body who eat
there occasionally. o
In common with the weather, food is a common topic for
bromidic eonversation. College men in particular are prone to
listen to and to pass on, rumors concerning the food they cat—
trivial gricvanee soon beecomes a terrible atrocity when bandied
ahout in a ““bull session.”” Presenting a petition to the entire group
is perhaps the best way of sounding out the opinion on this ques-
tion, although the committce in charge must vealize before they
present their easc, that the ‘‘follow-the-leader™ spirit vitiates the
value of this poll. It must also realize that dormitory men are not
in a position to view the situation in its true perspeetive and it
must assurce itsclf that its complaint is founded upon faet and is
not offered in a spirit of revenge or spite.

NORMAL STUDENTS

NCE in a while the ery is raised that collece students devote
O too muech time to pleasure and not cnough to studies. Onily

a few weeks ago Dr. A, C. Little, being inangurated as presi-
dent of the Universily of Michigan, declared that the time in col-
lege should be devoted to studies and athletics; that therc is not
time to do this and at the same time try, as do so many college
students, at the same time to acquire a social cdueation.

At Technology, the ery is frequently on the other side—that
students here are too scrious, and that teo close appliecation to
studies without sufficient reereation is harmful. With arguments
cqually strong on both sides, how can we discover what is the true
situation? .

There are always a few in any group of students who are more
devoted to studies than the rest; and a few who are more inclined
to pleasure. Since these men are the most conspicuous, they are
taken as representative by the great mass of the people. The news-
papers help in this by printing stories only about the more narrow
students—the grinds and the pleasure scekers. And most of pres-
ent-day America gets its facts and its opinions from the news-
papers.

The average man, at the Institute or at almost any other eol-
lege is usually primarily interested in his studies, or he would not
have entcred. He must devote considerable time to them, or he
could not remain in school. But no man ean apply himself ex-
clusively to the task of acquiring an edueation without becoming
narrow; and therefore the average student attends a few shows,
goes to dances ocecasionally, perhaps creates a little disturbance oc-
casionally—most college students are young, and have the natural
em;_berance of youth—but he does not go to extremes in either di-
rection. . L

DYNAMIT E FILM IS
SHOWN HERE FRIDAY

Du Pont Film Shows Methods
Of Producing and Usmg
Explos:ve

Last Friday afternoon in 10-250 at

4 o’clock, the Organic Division of the

Department of Chemistry showed the
six reel film obtained from E. I du
Pont de Nemours Company on the
manufacture of dynamite. - In addi-
tion to the manufacturing processes,
the film showed the scurces of a 'good
many of the products used, and the
methods of distnbutmg and usmg the
finished product.

The film firat gave a series of scenes

" about the large du Pont plant at Re-
pauno, N. J., showing all the adminis-
trative buildings, the machines shops
and laboratories in a4 safety zone apart-
from the buildings where the manu-
facture of explosives is carried on.

All Buiidings Barricaded

All such buildings are carefully
barricaded, being surrounded with
large piles of earth, and growths of

trees. The method of bringing sodium
unitrate from Chile was then shown,

as well as the method of procuring
wood pulp and other raw products.
The finished product i run through
o series of tests, such as determin-
ing the composition, the speed of dis-
charge, and the strength of the pow-
der. ‘Many precautions are taken in
shipping the explosive and in dis-
tributing it t¢c consumers, such as pro-
viding special bracing of the cases in
freight cars designed for safe transit.
Several scenes were shown des-
cribing the methods of setting and
Siring different kinds of explosives un-
der different conditions. The safely
niethod used in coal and iron mines
and the means of dynamiting under
water were tllustrated in detail.

(Continued from TPage 3)
representative is simply a judge help-
- ing to render the verdiet in aceord-
ance with the evidence, or the techni-
calities of the law, is it not possible
to suppose, unless the contrary is
clearly understoed before we enter
the Court, that his vote may be taken
to imply the approval or disapproval
of the United States in some question
that it is to our interest to aveid get-
ting mixed up with?

2. We want to be sure that mem-
hership in the Court cannot be used
either {a} to bring this country beforc
the bar of the World Court in the set-
tlement of a question that we do not
care to submit to it, or (b) to mar-
shal world-wide public apinion against
us in case we have refused to sub-
mit a moot question to the Court.

3. We want to he sure that our
membership in the Court will not re-
sult in an efifort on the part of coun-
tries outside the western hemisphere
to hring before the World Court inter-
national guestions in which the wvital
interests of North or South American
countries are affected.

In short, in connection with the
World Court as with the League, God
give us lhe wisdom to act in such a
manner that the famous question of
Moliere need never be asked of the
United States: “Pourquoi est-il alle
dans cette galere?”

Uuder the industrial service divi-
sion of the Techno]ogy Christian As-
sociation, headed by Edward Hart-
shorn 23, much work. is How being
done along the lines of teachmg at
Mlddlesex County J a11
"This’ teaching service is in charge
of Mr. Gerry of the’ Cambridge: Y M.
-C. A., who arranges all of the details
of the classes at the jail. Classes are
held Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and
Friday from 3 to 4 o’clock and from 20
to 35 prisoners are being taught.” The
ages of the prisomers range from 18
to 60 years, and their learning ability
ranges from just beginning to read
and write to seventh grade grammar
school work.

There are now six men from Tech-
nology doing actual teaching at the
jail: D. W. Crawford 28, A. H. Pear-

sall '28, A. L. Willis 26, H. N. Gold
23, I A. Rosenthal 27, and R. D.
Wisburn ‘29, These men put in one
hour per week instructing the pris-
oners, who are divided into four class-
eses. Class A is composed of men
having the equivalent of sixth grade
education; class B, -fourth to f{ifth
grades; class C, those who read and
write; and class D, men just begin-
ning to learn how teo read and write.

There are openings for several men
to teach on Mondays and Wednesdays.
and any men desiring to help in this
service should report at the T. C. A.
office. Aecceording to C. C. Shoits, so-
cial secretary, this work is very val-
uable training, not only in teaching
but along criminal psychology and
sociological lines.
