Keynote of Discussion is on
Scheme For Alumni Help
At The Institute

“Center the activities of the Alumni
Association around New York,” was
the suggestion made to the Alumni
Couneil at its meeting in Walker Mon:
day evening by Thomas C. Desmond
08, presidemt of the New York Tech-
nology Club.

Hs recommends that the personnel
service ©of the Division of Indusirial
Co-operation and Research be moved
to New York Immediately, followed
shortly afierwards by the executive
secretary of the Alumni Association
and the business offices of the Tech-
nology Review. Mr. Desmond empha-
sized the fact that his plan was not a
local New York City proposition, but a
scheme whereby the activities of the
Alumni Association could be concen-
trated more effectively.

Although Mr. Desmond believes that
this movement must inevitably lead
to & large building owned by Tech-
nology in New York City, the build-
ing mow owned by the New York
<¢lub is of four sicries and represents
a nucleus around which to build up
a new national organization. The plan
was first presented 4o the Executive
Committee at their meeting which just
preceded the supper, and the mem-
bers of the commitiee arraigned a spe-
cial meeting of the Alumni Council to
be held on December 21 at which iime
Mr. Desmond’s plans will be discusgsed
in detail.

Following the dinner there was a
short busines session of the Alumni
Council. At this time the plan of
President Hayden of the Association
whereby the Alummi can materially
assist the Ingtitute in administration

Garnett Talks On
League Of Nations
Work and Methods

Task' of Present Generation is
To Do Away With Future
World Wars

“As an effect of the Loocarno Treaty,
we are now able to look at our chil-
dren without the fear of their all being
Kkilled,” said Dr. J. C. M. Garnett, in
opening hig talk to the Faculty Club
at luncheon yesterday noon in the
Faculty Dining room of Walker.

Dy, Garnefi believes that “another
war is mot now inevitable,” due large-
ly 40 the League of Nations. He also
believes that the L.eague has become
indispensible as well as inevitable.
Except Italy and Spain, practically all
ol the countries have representatives
at the league meetings which ssems
to indicate their willingness to co-op-
erate,

Union to Educate Public Opinion

The ILeague of Natioms Union of
Great Britain, of which Dr. Garnett
is the Executive Secretary, along with
other similar sccieties on the conti-
nent, is working to educate public
opinion and make it have a “sense’” of
world citizenship. ‘This, along with
the work of nationsg in their treaties,
will make them of lasting and effec-
tive value because of public opimion
which would force fthe observance of
these treaties.

“Collective gentiment,” the words of
Lord Balfour, is the mdeium through
which the Union hopes to makes the
world safe. The effect of the Loearno
Treaty, which was discussed at some
length, is t0 get op immediately with
a disarmament conference, and fo in-
sure security through a psycological
as well as a real means.

As an interesting comment, and one
which indicates the friendly feeling
resulting from League conferences,
Dr. Garnett cited the statement of a
member who said that “We began by
treating each wother as equals and
ended by being friends.”

Dr. Garnett believes that it is
the sacred trust of this generation
to get rid of war hetween civilized na-
tions. This can only be done through
changing the minds of the people to
agree with government {reaties which
are working toward world peace.

FRESHMAN LECTURE
WILL BE GIVEN BY
PROFESSOR BUNKER

Believes Athletes Should Neot
Refrain From Eating
Pie or Cake

HUMAN BODY IS MACHINE

Lecturer Condemns Breakfast
Of a Cup of Coffee and
Two “Sinkers”

“I am going to upset the old beliet
that it is injurious to eat pie and cake
previous to participation in an athle-
tic meet,” stated Professor J. W. M,
Bunker of the Biology Department
when questioned as to the mature of
the freshman lecture which he is to
deliver in reoom 10-250 tomorrow aif
ternoon at 4 o’clock.

The above conclusions have been ar-
rived at by Professor Bunker as a re-
suit of a study made by him on ath-
letes, one of whom was DeMar, the
famous marathon runner. In this stue-
dy he found that at the end of a long
run the subject's blood was very low
in sugar content. He further dis-
covered that the fatigue felt by wvari-
ous subjects after strenuous exercise
was in proportion to this loss in sugar
content.

By feeding the subjecis glucose or
other sweets during the exercise he
found that the fatigue was greatly
lessened. Thus Professor Bunker
strongly recommends the use of sweet
food as an aid in standing up under
the strain of continued mental or
physical exereise, which is guite con-
trary t0 many previcu= heliefs.

“Most of our students are mechani-
cally inclined so I will draw the anal-
0gy beiween the human body and a
machine. I will tell them how to Ilu-
bricate this machine and what sort of
fuel 40 use in it. Engineering students
pay far too little attention to the care
of their health. The average student,
if e gets up in time, eats a breakfast
of a cup of coffee and two ‘sinkersg’
and thinks he has prepared himself
for the day’s work.

“These habits together with the Edi-
gon idea of four hours sleep a day
may not make a great difference now
but they will show up in the student’s
health five years after graduation. I
am not going to preach to the fresh-
man and will carefully avoid the moral
aspect of Personal Hygiene. They are
too old for me to tell them to wash
their teeth every day and avoid the
use of alcohol and tobacco,” remarked
Professor Bunker.

‘1XM’ WILL SEND
STANDARD WAVES

Broadcasts Wiil be Made Four
Nights During Month
Of January

Commencing on Friday night, Jan-
uary 7, 1926, at 9 o’clock IXM, the
transmitting and receiving station of
the Radio Society, will broadecast
standard freguency waves in both the
40 and 80 meter bands. Thiy service
will be made possible through con-
junetion with the Communications Iab-
oratory of the Institute and IXM, -and
is expected to be of considerable
value to amateur operators within the
range of the station.

RBach night eleven separate trams-
missions on as many different fre-
quencies will be made. Five in the 40
meter band and five in the 80 meter
band with wone intermediate. The
exact freguencies which will be sent
are: 9100 (33), 3000 (37.5), 7600 (40),
7000 (42.9), and 6400 (46.9) in the 40
meter band; and 4300 (69.83), 4000
(75), 3750 (80), 3500 (87.7), and 3250
(92.3) in the 80 meter band. The in-
termediate is at 5300 (56.6). The fig-
ures in parentheses give the wave-
length correspording to each preceed-
ing frequency designation.

Seven minutes will bhe alloted to
each of the eleven iransmissions
which will be divided as follows: two
minutes for QST or general call, three
minutes of long test dashes interrupt-
ed by the station call, one minute
when exact frequency and wavelength
will be given, and one minute during
which the next wave will be an;
nounced. Detailed data - concerning
these transmissions is now posted on
the Radio Society bulletin board and
will also be given in QST, which is
the national amateur radioc magazine.
It is expected that an accuracy of (.2
of 19 or better will be obtained on
all these frequencies.

Will Display Models of Planes
At Aviation Show Today

Among the displays will he the
free air blast used for investigation
of the causes of tailspin. A 36” pro-
pellor will be used to produce this
blast being driven by an electric mo-
tor. Comnsiderable trouble was experi-
enced in gefting a sunitable motor and
after it was procured, a new shaft for
the propellor was necessary which
had to be made last night in order
to hawve the exhibit ready this morn-
ing.

The Casper Heinkel Submarine
plane, owmned by the Institute, has
heen loaned to the show and it as well
a8 all the other Instituie exhibits are
being displayed by the Aeronautical
Engineering Society.

Prominent men of the world of avia-
tionsand high officials of the Army and
Navy will be present during the show.
Members will have opportunity to
meet these men, according to the pres-
ident of the Society.

THE WORLD COURT FURORE

‘ N Y HAT, may we ask, is the real rcason behind this whooping
up of student interest in the World Court issue? A wvast

and ill-advised waste of encrgy it scems, these _regional eon-
ferences, tons of propaganda, and great wind blasts. In it all we ha:ve
been able to find little worth while and certainly nothing to justify
the flarc sent up by the Council of Christian Associations and the
various World Court Committees. Into this office daily have come
speeches, artieles, and letters by the baskgt-full cajoling college
papers and students and moralizing over their duty to take part 1n
the political discussion. )

In effect, what is being attempted is a huge collegiate lobby.
Tt is proposed that this lobby so impress Congress that 1t will be
mortally afraid to oppose student sentiment! It is an attempt to
inveigle the students of the land into a carefully executed emotional
frenzy over Ameriea’s moral duty to the world. The excuse put
forward is the great mneed that we students think on international
affairs. In actuality, an attempt is being made to tell students
what to think, to tell them that any other attitude than one favoring
World Court entry is devoid of sensc. Tt is a nice bit of camouflage,
but the polities that lurk in ambush are obvious if one is not carried
away by the cmotional fervor of the thing.

The average American student gets a glimpse of an ideal and
forthwith feels a throbbing of the heart and chilly sensations along
the spinal cord. Whether the idcal is preposterous is not always eon-
gidered; the fact that it has a sugeestion of the millenium suffices
to seeurc his support. Just now he is being given a glimpse of the
ideal that the United States is morally bound to be missionary to
the universe and wet-nurse to Europe. The wholchearted response
is amazing; college folk have been led into a huge farce and herded
into a shouting mob. Fifty conferences are being held all over the
country. Negroes have joined hands with the whites, and gather-
ings with all the frenzy of a Georgia camp meeting arc occuring,
all under the tutclage of an ingeniously working centralized or-
ganization.

We rise to protest. We like to conceive of college students as
being individual in their opinions and not subject to movements,
erusades and mob spivits. In this particular instance we stand for
neither side in the digeussion; we are not interested, in this edi-
torial, in the pros and cons of the World Court. But we are
most emphatieally opposed to this nation-wide propaganda scheme
to convinee students that we should enter the World Court. Not
to our lknowledee has any movement among students assumed such
proportions or involved so many dangers to student thought. When
outside organizations can step nto college cireles and draw student
-opinion, Pied Piper fashion, semething is wrong in the body col-
legiate. If students onee see the essential charaeter of the World
Court student movement they will recover their equilibrium. When
they vealize that they are being hornswoggled into an cmotional jag
over international profundities so that they may be influenced a par-
ticular way, they will assuredly be chagrined.

The World Court is a splendidly wrought international plan,
no doubt, but there are other sides to the question. An attempt is
being made to prevent students from seeing anything but the af-
firmative side. The success of the movement is lamentable.

Here, and at the great majority of colleges, the Junior Prom
is the elimax of the social program of each class. It is, in one respect
the moeasure of class spirit. Whatever clse may make or mar the
reputation of a group, an unsueceessful Prom, and there are unsue-
cessful Proms, is an uncrasable blot on its eseutcheon, The class
of 11927 clects its Prom Committee today, and it is essential that
every Junior vote. At last year’s committee eleetion less than onc
hali of the present Seniors voted, yet three quarters of the freshmen,
‘with much less af stake voted in their elass eleetions, 'If the Juniors
do not consider the Prom of sufficient importance to require their
voting today, it is a sorry commentary on the spirit of the Juniov
class. '

HEALTH LECTURE
GIVEN FRESHMEN

Professor Bunker States That
Only One-Third of Class
Will Graduate

Professor John W. Bunker of the
Depariment of Biology and Public
Health addressed members of the
freshmen class yesterday on the sub-
ject of personal hygiene.

Professor Bunker began his talk by
remarking that two-thirds of the men
entering the Institute as freshmen do
not graduate. One reason for ¢his is
that the work demands too much
strength, and not keeping in good phy-
sical condition, they cannot maintain
the pace, and are forced to drop ouf.

_He_then_ pointed ont that the mech- |.

anism of the human body is capable
of doing an enormous amount of work
if the proper conditions are carried
out, citing as example the Yale crew
of 1922 whose work expended in one
race was carefully measured. It was
found that the amount of work accom-
plished was in excess of 120,000 foot-
pounds per monute or over one-half of
one horse-power per man. ‘

The energy which led to this great
amount of work came from the food
which the men had eaten, and Profes-
gor Bunker elaborated on the import-
ance of the diet in personal hygiene,
According to him the best energy pro-
ducing food is sugar, and this is now
inclnded in training for important
athletc contests.

“A high profein diet used to be
congidered necessary for red-blooded
he-men, and the main constituent of
the athlete’'s menu was meat,” stated
Professor Bunker. “We now know,
however, that such is not the case at
all, and sweets are now fed to most
men pariicipating in athleties.”

Emphasis was laid on the fact that
worrying about an examinatoq or }_)e-
fore any other mental ordeal is guite
harmful. It slows down digestion and
takes blood from the brain. Students
were advised that worrying is perfect-
1y useless and should be done away
m&iﬁong other subjects discussed
were the process of digestiog, causes
of fatigue and the manner in which
exercise improves one’s physical and
mental condition. Pr-ofes_sor Buul.{er
ended his talk by stressing the im-
portance to the engineer of a knowl-

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CLARIFICATION OF THE WORLD COURT ISSUE

CRUSADE is presumably the result of a burning desire on
the part of a group of people to support a cause or else it
arises by virtue of a herd instinet that is motivated by the

bellowings of the most assertive bulls. Never have we seen among
students a burning desire to delve into the profundities of an inter-
national issue in eonvocations throughout the land. But we are now
privileged to witness a erusade set moving by crafty organizations
that are apart from students and that have reached them by loud
bellowings. All the effective methods of insinuating the opinions of a
few into the minds of the many are being used by these organizations
toward the one end of ereating support for the World Court.

It is this pernicious and noisome attempt that we are objecting
to. It seems obvious that, under the cover of creating interest in
the issue, a large-scale drive is being made to inveig_le student_s
to think and vote one way., We are quite in agreement with the atti-
tude that worthy movements deserve the support and healthy in-
terest of the college man, but we do oppose these windy methods
of formulating and directing his opinion for him. Whether we favor
this particular issue does mot affect our attitude that the student
should think for himself.

Consider these facts. With consideration by the Senate little
more than two weeks off there is a startling lack of space in the
pages of national newspapers, few articles in the reviews, and none
of this frenzied progaganda in any conservative organ of opinion
concerning the tremendous importance of the World Court issue. But
in the eolleges there is a costly, extensive publieity eampaign mag-
nifying the whole affair. If our communicants can inform us where
the moncy is coming from to carry through all this publicity, they
will have answered the question in one fell swoop. In entirety the
material that has poured into this office has been in favor of Ameri-
ea’s entry into the Court. Is this giving the students a chance to
form honest opinions? Is this an expression of rational and whole-
some enthusiasm? Will conferences started and run by such propa-
ganda be channels for an expression of student opinion? Will all
these college newspapers and organizations that are spreading this
partisan propaganda aid men in reaching untrammeled conclusions?
These are matters proponents of the great cause have side-stepped,
or else they are unaware of them. ' '

RESPONSIBILITY

HE Junior Class has chosen five of its members to form a Prom

Committee. The president of the Junior Class is, ex-officio,

chairman of that committee. On these six men will fall the
burden of responsibility for Junior Week. It will be by virtue of
their efforts that the most important sceial event in the history of
the Class of 1927 sucéeeds or fails.

Customary as it is at the Institute to belittle the soeial side of
life, it is nevertheless true that this responsibility is a heavy one. The
Committe must first secure a ball-room and an orchestra or orchestras
of such a nature that enjoyment of the occasion on the part of those
attending may be assured. It must be sufficiently successful in
““selling’” the Prom to the school so that the affair is self-supporting,
and 1t will not be necessary to make up a deficit from whose expendi-
ture Juniors were not the scle benefiters. And it must, insofar as
is possible consistent with these other requirements, conduct the 1927
Prom as economically as possible.

It is seldom that a Prom Committee is successful in winning
unanimous approval of its actions.

RESEARCH REPORTS
GIVEN AT MEETING

Results of Steam Research Are
Presented in New York

Profegsor F. G. Keyes and Profes-
zor L. B. Smith '19 of Technology pre-
sented papers at the meeting of the
“ream Research Committee of the
American Society of Mechanical En-
=ineers held Wednesday afternoon in
New York City. Reports were made
concerning the progress of steam ta-
ble research.

The methods used in measuring
high pressure with an accuracy ex-
veeding one in fifteen thouwsand and ip
calibrating the special pressure
zages to 9000 pounds per square inch,
were described by Professor Keyes
and he went into discussion concern-
ing the measurements of high tem-
peratnres and attendant diffietiltiss,
Professor Keyes is, a Diréetor of
Steam Research working in conjihe-
tion with Dr. R. V. Kleingschmidt of
Harvard University and Dr. M. S. Os-
horn of the Bureau of Standards.

Professor L. B. Smith of Technolo-
ey presented a paper on the measure-
ments of vapor pressure and com-
pressibility of water made during the
past year at the Institute. These
measureménts have been carried up
to 680 degrees Fahrenheit and at pres-
sures of about 4500 pounds. He also
discussed the use of a beam of light
for accurate temperature comtrol.

Certain phases of the Harvard steam
throttling experiments were  dis-
cugsed by Professor Kleinschmidt in
answer to questions raised by Profes-
sor Callendar of England, Mr. J. H.
Keenan of the General Electric Com-
pany told of ¢he work accomplished
in compiling steam tables from the
resulis obtained in the throttling ex-
periments,
