When the
Technology Athletic Association learn-
ed of the ineligibility of these play-
ars a letter was forwarded at once to
Northeastern University, in which re-
grets were expressed that these men
had participated and the game was
forfeited to the vigiting team.

Akerley '27 and E. E. Chute '25. A
straight T was also awarded to D. C.

SEDGWICK MEMORIAL
LECTURE IS PLANNED

Dr. C. V. Chapin, World Fam-
ous Scientist, To Speak

One of the world’s famed scientists,
Dr. Charles V. Chapin will be this
vear's speaker af the annual Bedg-
wick Memorial lecture. Plans have
heen made to liold the event at Hunt-
ington Hall on February the 12th.

This memorial lecture is being con-
ducted for the purpese of perpetuat
ing the memory of W. T, Sedegwick
in the minds of the incoming siu-
dents. He died suddenly in 1921 at
the age of 66, while stili in the full
tide of his activities as a ieacher, in-
vestigator, and public servant. From
1897 to the day of his death he served
the Institute in various capacities; his
1ast one being as professor of biologv
and public health chairman of the de
partment and curator of fhe Lowell
Institute.

Dr. Chapin who will talk at this
year’s lecture will give a public health
address and show how Dr. Sedgwick
aided in the advancement of science.
C. V. Chapin is considered by his col
leagues to be one of the greatest au-
ihorities on the subject in the world
today: and he has heen honored by
the Royal Society of England and is
a fellow in the American Academy
of Arts and Sclences. His works on
public health and sanitation have
caused widespread interest and have
shown government officials how to
~ombai the evils. Many are awaiting
his lecture with great expeciations.

250. He will talk on the subject
“The Trained Man in Indusiry.”

Mr. Bassett iy a graduate of
Course V and he has been in some way
connected with the field of chemistry
ever since gradunation. After leaving
the Institute he was employed as a
chemist by the Pope’s Island Manu-
facituring Company of New Bedford
and later took a position as a teach-
er in the Swain Free School of that
city. After serving as instructor at
this school for some time he took up
work with The New Jersey Zinc
Company as chemist and later he
transfered to the Coe Brass Com-
pany of Torrington, Connecticut.

He has heen associated with the
American Brass Company since
1903, in which concern he now holds
the position of Technical Superin-
tendent and Metallurgist. The Iec-
ture Friday, though intended pri-
marily for Seniors and graduate stu-
dents, is open to all interested.

The course is designed
to cover the latest theories and devel
apments in chemistry.

He will speak on atomic
structure, discussing the work of
Moseley, Rutherford, Bohr, Lewis, and
t,angmuir. The topics of lectures to
follow include “X-Rays in Chemistry,”
sgpadiation Chemistry,” “Valence,”
and discussions of the latest advances
in inorganie, organic, and -colloidal
chemistry.

Prominent men have been secured
to speak to the Alumni at the dinner.
Colonel Charles Hayden '90 will pre-
side, with the main talks to be given
by Dwight W. Morrow and Dr. Charles
H. Herty.

Mr. Morrow is a member of the firm
of J. P, Morgan and Company. He
was active in committee work during
the World War and was awarded the
D. 8. M. by General Pershing in 1919
fpr “exceptionally meritorious and dis-
tn}gulshed service” in connection with
l_mlii;ary shipping matters and the Mil-
it_ary Board of Allied Supply.

Dr_. Herty is a well known chemist.
He is a member of a large number
of Chemieal Societies in the United
States and France and is president of
the Synthetic Chemical Manufactur-
ers’ Association. Colonel Charles Hay-
den, the presiding officer is president
of the Alumni Association, senior
pariner in the New York brokerage
firm of Hayden, Stone & Co., a life
member of the Corporation, and a di-
rector in 58 industrial corporations.

Throughont the dinner there will be
Tech songs and cheers led by O. B,
Denison ’11, and the program will also
include an organ recital by Mr. Weir,
the Chamber’s organist.

BELGIAN TO GIVE
SHAKESPEARE TALK

Professor DeRuel To Discuss
The Baconian Theory of
Shakespeare

As a part of the Sophomore Eng
lish course Professor DeRuel, a Bel-
wian HEnglish scholar, will deliver a
lecture on “Recent Theories as to Who
Was Shakespeare” in one of the Eng-
lish classes tomorrow afternoon at 3
o'clock in room 4-270.

Professor DeRuel, who is stopping
at the Copley Plaza, has been in this
part of the country delivering lectures
to various schools, colleges and other
organizations. Mr. DeRuel has been
sent to this ecountry under the aus-
pices of a commission for the relief
of the Belgians, He is striving to
continue the good work that has al-
forded so mruch relief to the Bel
gians since the World War, which
practically devastated the hest part
of Belgium. -

Shortly after his talk at Lhe Insti
lute, Professor DeRuel intends to lec
lure at Harvard College. He also in-
tends Lo talk in several other institu-
tions in this country so his stay in
Boston wiil be short.

lffrofessnr DeRuel comes from the
University of Brussels, where he is
Professor of English Philiclogy and
Modern Literature. Because of his
intensive swudy in English Litearture,
he has chosen 6 give lectures on the
authors in which he is most interest-
ed; Browaing, Shakespeare, Shelley
and Swinburne. He will discuss the
DBaconian theory of Shakespeare which
attributes the real authorship of
Shakespeare’s plays to Bacon.

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“THE PLAY’'S THE THING”

$¢"FVHE play’s the thing,’’ once vremarked the Melancholy Dane, if

we may accept as truc the word of his chronicler, W. Shake-
speare. But the chronicle was written about three hundred years
ago, and the statement made some time before that, wherefore we
may take for granted that the idea of the supremacy of the play is
old-fashioned. One has only to attend the performance of a modern
dramatic production, or even the modern performance of an old play,
to find that nowadays ‘‘the actor’s the thing’’ and the play is simply
a vchicle in which to display him.

Modern drama has taken many great strides toward realism
sinee Shakespeare’s day, both in econception and in production. No
longer do ordinary characters talk beautiful iambie pentameter for
minutes on end; no longer arc princes and exiled dukes—mno longer
are even lovers necessary to a good dramatic production. We of
the present day need not look at a bare stage with a half-dozen potted
plants on it and be told that the scene is “*Birnam Wood before Dun-
sinane castle.”” No more necd we look up to a bare roof or a mass
of pulleys when Romeo points to the moon by which he swears, And
while we ean still represent but three sides of a room on the stage,
leaving the fourth to the imagination, it seems unlikely that, until
the diseovery of the fourth dimension, we shall be able to effect any
improvement along that line.

There are still, however, two features in conncetion with the
stage of today—we are talking now of the drama, both serious and
humorous, but exeluding musical comedies and revues—which are
susceptible to Improvement and which impress cvery lover of the
drama with their faunlts. These two features are applause which
interrupts the action of the show, and curtain calls.

The first of these two faulis has been eliminated to a great ex-
tent on the Continent, particularly in Germany and Austria. where
many theatres forbid applause before the elose of the play. The per-
formance as a whole is satisfactory or unsatisfactory. If it is satis-
factory, then the audicnec applauds at the end of the show, and if
there remain one or two rough places the dramatie eriticisms will
point them ont. Tf the performance as a whole is unsatisfactory,
what matfer if there arc one or two good scenes?  Is a moment of
emotion suitable reward for two or three hours of boredom ¢

The second faunlt fits the present stage just about as last year’s
trouscrs fit twelve-year-old Willie they arc outgrown but still
worn. Bacek in the days of Vietoria, when the pride of cach belle
was her weak heart and the tight-laced dresses whieh ruined her
lungs made it possible for her to faint gracefully on some man’s
shoulder at the slightest exeitement, there was some reason for the
murdered Cacsar and the sclf-destroyed Romco and Juliet to come
forward, after dying gracefully. and bow to the audicnee to show that
it was ‘““all only make-believe.”” But why should the girl who will
not visit her lawyer during the play come to his office between the
acts to help him reccive the applause of the audience? Why should
the old dircetor, who has solved all his diffienltics by drinking more
than was good for him and then overexerting himself, awalken from an
endless sleep in order to be applaunded. thus spoiling the illusion of
the play by reminding the audience that he dies just as tragically
cvery night and two afternoons a week? These are just two inei-
dents Boston has seen recently, and in cach case both leading actor
and playwright were distinetly of the better class.

*“The play’s the thing,”” said Hamlet. ‘‘The actor’s the thing,”’
says the modern producer and the modern audience (and, incidental-
ly, the modern actor). Shakespeare was a very elever man.

CLASS REVIEWS

ITH the two-term system in effect for the first time this year,

the student body can hardly expeet the same results that were
obtained from the old and perfected scheme. The present plan is in
its embryonie stage. consequently many changes will be made before
it ean funetion smoothly. One revision that will have to be made in
the future is that some time be allowed in the term schedule for a
svstematic class review.

Most other institutions that have used the two-term system for
many vears have found it profitable to hold intensive class reviews
ust hefore examinations. Teehnology students should be given the
same advantage.

SKY HIGH

Preceded by an enviable reputation.
“Sky High,” is in no way dlisa,ppoint-
ing. It is exceedingly amusing and di-
verting, rich in humor, and deserving
of much popularity. The show took
on rather the aspect of a vaudeville
show, as it contained a wealth of good
speciaity acts.

The combination of Willie Howard,
always good for a string of hearty
laughs, very good dancing, a fine lot
of impersonations, and a song that
every one whistled on the way home,
quite won over ithe audience.

The charge is sometimes made
against technical Iinstitutions that.
their graduates are limited both in the
fields they may enter and in the
places where they may be employed.
The variety and scope of activities in
which Technology graduates have en-
gaged seem in g measure to disprove
this statement.

As perhaps extreme examples of
Technology men who have ventured
into fields other than those they stud-
ied here it may be cited that at least
twelve graduates are in the ministry
and that two others are practising
undertakers.

Blashfield °69, painter of the Mural
in Walker, who holds a place among
the leaders in Mural Decoration, One
man who has recently achieved public
notice graduated in Mechanical Engi-
neering and, after making a success-
ful record as the occupant of impor-
tant executive positions, turned ito his
ancient hobby, entered Yale School of
Fine Arts and graduated recently
therefrom as a sculptor. In the minor
art of etching, Technology is repre-
sented by a formidable list headed by
Charles H, Woodbury '86, and George
C. Wales ’89. The list is continued
with several brilliant young men, in-
