The fol-
lowing is the approved plan which is
to operate for the remairder of the
second ierm and which provides that
those admitted are to be excused from
all requirements of preparation and at-
tendance, and final exXamination in
B22 Option.

Causes., Cure and History of
Conflict ' Will Form
Study Basis

Middletown, Conn. (By New Stu-
dent Service)—A course in “War: Iis
Causes and Cure” is one of the recom-
mendations embodied in the Wesle-
yan TUndergraduate Report which is
nosw available in pamphlet form.

A student poll on the advisability of
this course showed 63.49, of the stu-
dents in favor of some sort of course
of that nature, 44.1% in favor of hav-
ing it a half-yedar course, while 19.3%
would make it a full-year.

“The purpose of such a course,” the
report savs “would be to give a back-
ground of faects on the subject of
war as a method of settling interna-
tional disputes, 20 that educated men

would be capable of recognizing the
various factors making for conflict
when they appear on the horizon of
current events, and could more con-
fidently take steps to eliminaie them.

“A few of the topics covered by this
course on international conflict wounld
probably be: the history and develop-
ment of the ‘art’ of war; a classifica-
tion of the causes of conflicf,—histor-
ie, economie, ©psychological, etc.;
forces at present tending towards war
and towards peace; such as national-
ism, imperialism, and trade; the pos-
sible nature of a ‘next war’; the after-
effects of war on the ‘victors’ and the
‘vanquished,’ on business and the prog-
ress of the human race; pacifism and
its limitations; problems of national
defense: education for peace; disarm-
ament; and the League of Nations.

Course By Mo Means Propaganda

“The course shouid be made as prac-
tical and as concrete as possible, with
the present gituation of America re-
ceiving the most attention. One man,
probably from the department of his-
tory and government, would be given
full responsibility for the course, but
he eould be aided by men from other
departments <when phases of the
course peculiar to their branch of
knowledge were tc be considered. The
number of topics covered, and the na-
ture of the discussion, reading, and
lectures dealing with each one, would
be a matter for the professor. His
permission would also be the only pre-
requisite for the comurse. 'The above
subjects could be dealt with exten-
sively .or not, as their importance and
the available time for their consider-
ation would seem to dictate. The

Recent
developments of science have made
the possibility of another war the
nightmare of the human race, Amer-
ica's position in the world money mar-
ket has placed her in the grip of cir-
cumstances ever which she has little
control, and, if proper attitudes hased
on a knowledge of essential facts are
not established, may plunge her into
conflict with her debtors. There are
many vital problems which ery for a
golution.

“A new {ype of statesmanship is im-
peratively needed. Politicians are a
drug on the market. The operation
of the United States Government must
be entrusted to men of appropriate
education, men of broad sympathies,
keen foresight, and scund jude-
ment. . . .”

Jayvees by Victory on

HAS THREE LENGTH LEAD

After an early season start that was
nothing out of the ordinary, the Car-
dinal and Gray Jayvee carsmen sud-
denly gave evidence of a promising
fature when they deefated both the
150-pound varsity and the freshmen in
an elimination race over the Henley
distance on the Charles River Wednes-
day. As a result of their victory (over
the freshman) the junior varsiiy won
the right to meet the Navy Jayvee
eight on April 23.

Just before race tlme Coach Bill
Haines decided to make it a gnadran-
gular instead of a dual race by enter-
ing the first and the 150-pound varsity
eights.

Jayvees Are Second

The junior varsity eight took the
lead from the other two shells at the
start and held its position at second
place over the entire course. At the
finish line they were nine seconds or
about three lengths ahead of the 150-
pound varsity.

It remained for the 150's and the
freshman te furnish the real thrills of
the day. From the outset these two
crews staged a great battle. The 150°s
started strong and were able to gzain
a slight lead over the 1930 oarsmen
which they had a struggle to keep for
the remainder of the course. Under
the Harvard Bridge they increased
this lead slightly. From the hridge on
to the end of the race both these
crews fell behind the two leading
eighis quite rapidly but at the same
time changed their relative positions
very little. At the finish line the
160’s led the freshmen by 2 seconds
or about two-thirds of a lengti.

In the game, one boy, who was
““it,” placed a rock on the boulder, and
tried to keep all the other players
from knocking it off with the stones
which they had. After dislodging the
rock the thrower attempted to get his
stone on the rock before the one “it”
succeeded in replacing his own. The
one who finally did_this then had the
honmor of being “it.”

Graduate courses leading Lo the degree of Master of Science, Master in Archi-
teeture, Doctor of Philosophy, Doctor of Science and Doector of Public Health are
also offered. Special Research Laboratories of Physical Chemistry, Organic Chem-
istry, Applied Chemistry and Science have been established.
