INCOMING CLASS
TO BE REGULATED

Primary Purpose is Promotion
Of Class Spirit Among
New Freshmen

v

Next vear's freshrmen at Technology
will experience the newly drawn up
freshmen regulations. These have
been originated and revised by the
combined action of the Ianstituie Com-
mittee and the Rules Committees of
the class of 1%30. Their primary pur-
pose is o promote class spirit among
the incoming first vear men. This
action marks a new step in Technol-
ogy life and is expected to improve
and strengthen undergraduate rela-
tions. The rules ars as follows:

1. AN freshmen should wear regu-
lation ties, fourin-hand, with eardi-
nal and gray stripes. These should be
worn when on the Institufe grounds
from the day classes begin until the
beginning of Junior Week. These ties
are to be sold on registration day by
the Freshman Rules Committee, and
after that by the Coop.

2. Freshmen are expected to speak
to all members of the faculty and to
tip their hats to the President of the
Institute and the Dean.

3. Freshmen are expected to say
“Hello™ to all students they meet on
the Institute grounds.

4. Freshmen should not Ioiter
around the Main Lobby, or sit on the
benches in the Lobby. I the freshmen
win Field Day, this restriction shall
be abandoned.

Rules Committee Formed

5. Administration of the above
rules shall be delegated to a Fresh-
man Rules Committee which shall
consist of the vice-president of the In-
stitute Committee as ex-officio chair-
man; two Juniors, one of whom shall
be the president of the Junior Class;
four Sophomores one of whom sha]l
be the president of the Sophomore
Class: two freshman section leaders,
The Junier and three Sophomores
shall be appointed by the vice-presi-
dent of the Imstitute Commitiee, the
presidents of the Sophomore and Jun-
ior Classes subject to the ratifieation
of the Institute Committee,

6. When an upper-classman or a
ireshman sees another freshman vio-
Iate the above rules, he shall imme-
diately inform the Freshman Rules
Commifttee by dropping a card or a
slip of paper in an Institute mail box,
stating the rule violated, and the date
of violation. When four violations
have been reported against one fresh-
man, he shall be sent a summons to
appear before the Commitiee.

The first showing of this new idea
in talking moving pictures, which will
take their college to thousands who
cannot come o it, will be at the All-
Technology Convention and Reunion
in New York on June 10 and 1i.

President Stratton and Faculty
To Head Procession In
Great Court

ALDRED TO ADDRESS MEN

With a simple yet dignified cere-
mony, in accordance with the tradi-

tions of the Institute, 573 degrees will
be awarded at the Graduation Exer-
cises in DuPont Court this afternocen
at 2:30 o’clock. Of this number, 410
are those of Bachelor of Science,
awarded to members of the Class of
1827.

(Of the 163 higher degrees which will
be awarded today are eight Boctors of
Philosophy, four Doctors of Seience,
one Doctor of Public Health, six Mas-
ters in Architecture, 31 Masters of Sci-
ence and Bachelors of Science, in
Course VI-A, 114 Masters of Science
» and one Certificate of Public Health.

Perhaps the best-known candidate
for a Doctor’s degree is (Gleason W.
Kenrick, who has been an instructor
in the Electrical Engineering Depart-
ment gince 1924. He has been known
to Course VI men chiefly as the com-
poser of bafling and heart-breaking
problem sections in the course in
Principles of Electrical Engineering.
Mr. Kenrick has presented to the fac-
ulty a thesis for the Degree of Doctor
of Science in Mathematics, entitled “A
New Method of Periodogram Analysis,
with Illustrative Examples.”

Stratton Heads Procession

Heading the academic procession
around the Great Court to DuPont
Court will be Presideni Samuel W.
Stratton, accompanied by the com-
mencement speaker, Johin E. Aldred,
who is the founder of the lecture se-
ries at the Institute which bears his
name. Following these two dignitaries
will be Bishop Lawrence, Major Gen-
eragl Preston Brown, the members of
the Paculty, and then the Candidates
for degrees, with the Doctors of Phil-
os¢phy at the head, and the Bachel-
ors of Science at the rear of the line.

Once again Technology has pro-
duced .a nationally famous athletic
star, this time it being in the person
of lengthy Hank Steinbrenner, captain
of the 1927 Institute track team. Hank
has just brought to a fiiting climax
his Senior year by carrying off the
National 1. C. A, A. A. A. low hurdle
title in the recent games at the Penn
Stadinm.

M. I. T's track team was lIiterally
built about Steinbrenner. Tracing his
record throughoui the season, he is
by far the leading scorer on the squad.
While 10 points is considered unusual-
ly good for an individual to account
for on the ecinders, the Cardinal and
Gray leader surpassed even this mark
by winning both hurdle events as
well as the 220 yard dash in the dual
meet with Holy Cross.

Hank started off the outdoor season
well by walking off with first places
in the high and low hurdles in the
Harvard meet. Shortly after this at
the Penn relays he led the field in a spe-
cial 120 yard hurdle race. At Cor-
nell he won the low hurdles easily
but met his first defeat in topping the
high timbers by losing to Caruthers. He
outdistanced all opponents in the New
Englands winning both of his favorite
events and taking 2-5 seconds off the
o0ld record in the low hurdles.
