LORD OF HIMSELF. By Percy Marks.
New York: The Century Com-
pany. Price $2.

Ini spite of what a great many peo-
ple may say to the contrary, Percy
Marks is rapidly assuming a place in
the literary world that is far from uni-
i mpnrtanit. It is true that the sub-
jects used inl his niovels are not th,
big and essential thinigs of life, but
the manner in which they are written
is. at times, so powverful that one
forgets the theme.

Ini this 1book Mrt. Msarks has ntade
no) attempt to be sensational--for
whi(-,h fact we aire gladl. He has taken
somie of the characters from one of
his earlier and more lurid novels'.
"Th'le Plastic Age" anid has told ofI
their life after leaving college. He
has told it in a way which we hesitate
to) call "tender" but which, after all,
is mnore accurate than the word "sym-
1pathetic." The result is somethin-g
that leaves the reader stranglelyv pen-
sire and rather pleased.

Instead of dealing with the protblems
of adolescence, Mr. Marks has tried
to consider those things which make
the lives of youn-g married couples
eithier happy or unhaI)Iy. Inistead of
dealing, with the ethical questions
which -worry the youth, Mr. Marks has
asslimed1 titat ain aniswer has lbeen
foundl to these thing-1s anld discl,.sses
the questions of the next higher plane.

The b~ook is decidedly interesting'.
It is not a great 1)ook and such a sub-
je('t is not apt to be condutcive to the!

Mr. Wilson is an orator, a publicist,
and a politicians For several years he
held the office of Mayor of Berkeley,
California, where he has resided for 20
years. He is a recognized authority
on labor questions, having devoted
much of his life to a stufy of them,
and during two periods of residence
in Great Britain took a prominent part
in the affairs of the! British Labor
Party.

Mr. Wilson was ulsaduated from
Northwestel n University, of Evanston,

Both Varsity and First Year

Swimmers Will Oppose
Terrier Squad

M. I. T.'s swimmers rule slight fav-
orites in the holiday meet, tomorrow
afternoon, at the University (lub pool,
against Boston University, in which
both Varsity and freshmen will com-
pete. Hopes for victory of the Varsity
center around Captain Grover who
has made 2 seconds better time than
Rockwell and Dowling of the Terriers
in the 100-yd. free style.

Puschin and Luey, in the back and
breaststroke, by exerting their best
efforts, can surmount the triple threat
of Smith, Spaulding and Beckwith.
In the dives, Technology will have
trouble in doing better than obtaining
a place. Smith and Wray of Boston
University always Dive a good account
of themselves in this event.

Relay Should Decide Meet
With these probable results in mind,

the relay should become the deciding
feature of the meet. Comparative past
results of the two relay groups prom-
ise a close finish. No figures are avail-
able of both teams swimming the
same distance relay, but a considera-
tion of the dissimilar lengths done,
reveals Boston University as only a
runner-up. For this reason, it is ex-
pected that the Institute will add an-
other victory to those it attained over
WCest Point and Brown. Yale, winning

from Wesleyan and Technology, show-
ed the two latter to be of equal
strength. Since Wesleyan won from
Boston University by a large margin,
the Engineers should be confident.

Victory for the yearling swimmers
is more than likely. Captain Jarosh
and Torchio frequently come within a
second of the Varsity dash times. Ap-
pleton and Birnbaum are formidable
in the breaststroke. Hammand is ex-
pected to outpoint all entrants in the
dives. Searles does well in long dis-
tance swims. The greatest hope of

SOPHOMORES IN VI
TO HEAR LECTURES

Series Intended to Explain
Purpose of Subjects

In Curriculum

Believing that the students in
Course VI should become acquainted
with the purpose of their education
and the reasons for subjects in their
curriculums, a course of lectures has
been instituted for the Sophomore
class weith this aim in view. These
lectures, which are given by Technol-
ogy Professors, have been planned to
occur weekly throughout this term
and to take place during Principles of
Electrical Engineering hours.

Professor Joseph W. Barker in his
introductory lecture said, "This inno-
vation is the result of a growing con-
viction on our part that our students
have come to the opinon that the
course of studies prescribed for Elec-
trical Engineering, like Topsy, just
grew;" that many subjects have been
included solely for mental gymnastics
and have no practical applications;
and lastly, that the proper collegiate
attitude should be that of emulating
the small boy taking medicine, "Have
the facuty hold their noses and pour
information down their throats with
the least possible exertion on the part
of the students."

Examinations are required in all subjects except Chemistry, History
and the electives. the requirements for which are- fulfilled by the presentation of satisfactory
certificates. A division of these entrance subjects between different examination periods is
permitted.

Entrance examinations are held at the Institute in September. In June applicants will
be examined by the College Entrance Examination Board in Boston, New York, Philadelphia,
Chicago, and many other cities in America and Europe. A circular stating times and places
is issued in advance by the College Board.

Graduates of colleges and scientific schools of collegiate grade, and in general all appli-
cants presenting satisfactory certificates showing work done at another college corresponding
to at least one year's work at the Institute, are admitted, without examination, to such ad-
vanced standing as is warranted by their previous training.

Graduate courses leading to the degree of nlaster of Science, Master in Architecture,
Doctor of Philosophy, Doctor of Science and Doctor of Public Health are also offered. Special
Research Laboratories of Physical Chemistry, Organic Chemistry, Applied 'Chemistry and Sci-
ence have been established.
