Final tabulation of the comments
and answers on the questionnaires
-relating to th6 two elementary pbys-
ics courses showed an almost unani-
mnous desire of those replying to elim-
inate at least part of the lecture
periods and allow recitation hours
instead. "A week's -work is too much
for one hour of class diiscussion," was
a common feeling, and some even sug-
gestedt that, the freshman and Sopho-
more courses be run just as are those
in mathematics andl English, with
three class hours eacli week.

While viewpoints often conflicted,
there w-ere several ideas expressed
in a similar way by a fair share of
the writei's. A number complained
that the lecture room was too large
to enable those in the bacle to see and
hear clearly. A few called the prob-
lem hour useless. There were those
who felt that the laboratory period
also -was useless without previous
class discussion.

Some conflict occurred in the sug-
gestions about the books used. Sev-
eral said the books weire quite suffi-
cienlt, and eohtained- all -that wa~as
given in lecture, while others thought
that they were falr too brief. Two
students complained that the lack of
incentive to study a week ahead of
time made them wait till it was too
laste to do the next morning's prob-
lems. "Spoon fed" was another ver-
idict.

Of the total circulation of THEE
7ECH among the student body, a~p-]
urox~imately thirteen percent of the
readers returned tile questionnaires
iroper~ly filled in. Of this number
nearly a th-ird selected one of thel
Phiysics courses to criticize. Among
ttlis latter number very few had failed 
ia tile course--sonme-,w0at less than a 
sixth.

The first group of questionnaiires
vas submitted to the head of thel
Phiysics department for consideration 
before ally information concerning tile
resu'ts ha~d been published.

Tile James Means Nlemorial Prize
for· the year 1928 will be awarded to
the Wiinnei, of the aircraftf communica-
tion essay contest which will end at
I o'clock on Nlarch 31. This contest
is open to anly undergradtcuate at the
institute, and contestants may choose
any title for tlieir subject, provided
the essay is confined to aircraft com-
niunication in anly or all of its phases,
with the exception of iradio commiuni-
cation.

The Great Americaii Band Wagon, by
Charles Metz. $3. The John Day
Company, N. Y. 263 pages.

Here is a book that will be talked
about. It has been elected by the
Literary Guild as its February choice,
aud it well deserves this honor. The
book has been called "A Study of Ex-
aggerations" but this phrase does not
do it justice, because it suggests ihe
cool, precise manner of academic ex-
amination. The contrary is quite true.
The author has embraced a wealth
of data in his volume, but he has writ-
ten it so cleverly and humorously that
it is impossible to read a page 'with-
out laughing.

"The Great American Band Wagon"
is a humorous satire on the amuse-
ments and hobbies of us Americans.
Charles Metz, the author, is a news-
paper man with a very marked gift
of expression. His writing has back
of it the knowledge of the modern
news game and a faculty for correla-
tion of detail which excels anything
we have read. His remarks are not
sarcastic, nor are they filled witt
malice-the author has no axe to
grind; he writes about the things all
around us which make up our very
life, so it is no wonder that his sub-
ject has interest.

Such chapter heads as "Big Business
Discovers the Bathing Beauty." "Big-
gel' and Better Murders," "Plus
Fours," "Roll Your Own Diploma,"
and "Headline Heroes" suggest the en-
joyment that is awaiting the reader.
The Soda Fountain, Radio, Prize
Fil.hts, Movies, and Secret Lodges
come in on the frying pan too, and
the author makes one feel as if he
were a god looking drown on this land
of "milk and honey" and getting a
huge laugh out of its eccentricities.

Too often the study of historical
events loses its interest through nimch
minnecessary attention paid to, facts
without any insight into the eniviron-
meift and the personalities which
molded those incidents. By taking an
outstanding individual ;nid m-iakinig
him live ror us, Mr. Belloc in "Dan-
ton" has presented tie French Revo-
lution far more forcefully tharl niore
facts could ever do it.

Instead of starting his biogpn. phy in
the customary wvay with a recor'd of
Danton's ancestorsa. the author plre-
sents a summary of the history of
Fr-ance from early times through tile
Revolution. Here he shows us eIear-
ly why tile Revolution was ineNItable,
and pictures the environmental con-
ditions. in which it took place. The
bird's-eye view of the whole Revolu-
t.ion giveni before entering into the
dlefails. offers a framework on which
the complete lpic'tio ('ani he graduall y
dleveloped.

HOPE FOR THE FUTURE

O'N THE front page of this issue is given a general summary
of questionnaire results as applied to the two Physics

courses. It is rather noteworthy that practically every one of
those responding was of the opinion that the two courses would
be greatly improved were the lectures to be cut down in num-
ber, their place leihir taken by class room discussion and
,ecitatioen.

We are inclined to agree very strongly with this prevalent
opinion, and have been assured that more than likely some
such change will take place in the system within the present
year. In conferences with a number of the instructors and the
Faculty. we have learned to appreciate the eagerness of the
Physics Department to make whatever changes are necessary
to further the instructional methods. However. it must be
remembered that the creation of even one. more recitation
hour'a week 'for the two lower classes would involve such
'expense and trou'ble that the department must think more
than once before taking such a step.

The present-group of instructors in the Physics Department
is entire.ly- toosmall to care foi- twice the number of class
hours th/t drenwgiie. Competent instructors are not the
easiest things 't6-find; and that alone might seem enough ex- 
cuse to allow conditio'n/s to'remain unchanged. Yet we feel
that even this is a.~ituation. which should see a change in the
near future. Basic as the subject is, possible means, of making
it more understandable should not be avoided.

A similar poinit is that of the hugeness of the lecture room.
Good promise is also given through the coming change of re-
lieving this difficulty. Complainhs that excessive distance from
the lecturer interf eres with a clear conception of what he says
and does is only logical. Assurance was given us that meansI
will soon be taken to remove the cause of this grievance.

Com~ment has been made Up)On the fact that the returns
on the qluestionnaire did not represent the majority opinion
in the school, and that the frequent conflict of viewpoints point-
ed to a lack of definite failing in any of the courses. It would
appear to us that the questionnaires written came firom those
who had the m-ost interest in improvement in the cumricula, 
and hence fromt those whose opinions were worth a second
