'NEW WINGS ADDED
TO EACH SIDE OF
OLD STRUCTURE

Facilities Enable Techrology
To Act as Host To
Visiting Crews

THE ENTIRE ROOF IS NEW

After five months of construction
work on the Boat-house, the rew addi-
tlons and alterations have finally been
completed, The cost of these changes
has amounted to $30.000, which was
given to the Institute for thal purpose

by an anonyrous denor. The altera-
tions include (he complete renovation
of the old Boat-honse and the buailding
af two new wdditions. The plans also
cxlled o1 a uew roof to be placed on
the Boal-house.

Work Started Last Octoher

Work on the Boat-house was started
last Ovtober and within three weekyw’
excavation for the foundation of the
new structures had heen comnpleted
and work on the foundation was well
under progress, Within the past two
months, work has been proceeding so
rapidly that the alterations are practi-
cally completed at the present time.

The two new additions to the Boat-
house are each 20 feel wide and 75 feet
leng, and are built on each side of
the former Bont-house. The additions
are 19 feet high and would have been
Built higher had it noet heen for a rul-
ing of the park commission which does
not allow a talter huilding to he con-
strucied on the site.

In order to prevent the new build-
ings from shutting off the second story
windows of the original Boat-house,
their foundations have been built two
feet helow ithe level of ihe present
building. This puts the lower floors
of the addifions closer to the water,
but does nol presenl any great dis-
advantage. as e level of the water is
always constant. It also serves to les-
sen the slope of tlie runway to the
water.

Addition Houses Seven Shells

Tlhie new addition to the Boat-house
facing up the river is two stories higl.
The lpwer story contains storage space
for three eightseater shells, and four
single ones, and a work-shop for repair-
ing them. Ou the second story are the
new locker rooms and showers. Omne
hundred and iwenty new f{ull-length
lockers which have been installed in
the new rooms are now heing used by
tire Varsity and 150-pound squads. The
old lockers are still being used by the
freshmen and the ineligibles.

Plenty of Hot Water Now

in addition to the itew lockers on the
second foor, the new shower rooms
have heen made. These rooms contain
18 new showers with the Iatest ideas
in plumbing fixtures. The old shower
room wilf still remain, however, and
it is now helng renovated and repaired.

Seldom can the word unusual be

applied to a novel with such appropri-
ateness as to Jonathan Brooks' first
ook “High Ground,”” His very meth-
at of telling the story is different.

Janies Andrew Marvin, a newspaper
editor in a rapidly expanding town in
the DMliddie West, is shown for us
through the eyes of his four sons and
his one daughter. Each tells of that
part of the father's life with which he
was nost intimately acquainted.
From each of the children the reader
obtains a slightly one-sided picture of
the man as well as insight into the
character of each narrator., but from
the five stories together emerges clear-
1y the portrait of a great man, great
even in his apparent failure. It is
an cxceptionally well worked out
method of character study.

This central character in the group
portrait is a man of physical and men-
tal strength, a born fighter. His fight-
ing, however, is always waged on
“high ground” against the relentless
schemers and politiciang of the neigh-
borhood. Even in defeat there is

something in him that commands the
admiration and respect of these whom
he combats, The strength and the
wetknesses of this knightly crusader
ras they appear in the events of his
‘life form a story of unusual interest
to the reader.

Mr. Brooks has not only intreduced
us to the father, but to the echildren
as well. Their characters stand out
but u shade less strongly than that
of the major figure. One feels that
he kunows them all quite intimatelwv
when the book is finished. It is in-
deed an exceptional book that is well
worked out down to the smallest de.
tails. The portrait of a man who lost
many battles stands up among the bet-
ter character studies of recent vears.

The furnace, which was tormerly in
the center of the cld Boat-house, has
heett transferred to a corner and built
into a separate room. The chimney
has heen enlarged to provide better
draft and an entirely new water sys-
tem has heen installed. One of the
greatest difficuliies with the old water
system was in providing enough hot
water for all the men. The old tank
contained only 230 gallons and a new
cne has been installed which contains
1000 gallons. The new waler system
and ithe new tank are now adeqguate to
prepare sufficient hot water for any
number of men at any time. The fur-

nace, in its new position, will still con-
tinue to heat hoth the new and old
huildings.

The new addition facing down the
river is only one story high since there
was not enouglh money to complete the
two foors. Sometime in the future, it
there is enough money and need for
il, a second story will he built onto the
addition. However, ithe present cne
is large encugh to contain storage
space [or six eight-seater shells.

Can Entertain Visiting Crews

Cne o¢f the mnst important results
of the new huildings is that Technol-
ogy will now be amply able to enter-
tain wvisiting crews. A locker rcom
can bhe set aside for them and storage
space for their shells will be made In
cne of the additions.

W. F. JOACHIM SPEAKS
ON DIESEL ENGINES

States That This Type Is the
Most Efficient Produced

Mr. William F. Joachim of the Ad-
visory Committee on Aeronautics at
Langley Field delivered an address on
“High Speed Fuel Injection Engines”
in Room 32-270 on Friday afternoon at
4 oclork., Mr. Joachim was brought
to ihe Institute under the invitation of
President Samuel W. Stratton to speak
to the members of the M. I, T. Student
Branch of the Society of Automotive
Engineers. the Aeronautical Enghieer-
ing Students, members of the Faculty,
the students and their friends.

Research for fundamental facts on
Diesel type engines was the main
theme of M1 Joachim's talk. He said,
“The Diesel engine is one of the most
efficient engines ever conceived. I be-
lieve in the cil engine—its fundament-
al voncepis are far above the Otto
cyele.” Rr. Joachim then discussed
the advautages of the Diesel engine.
The most important of these are:
Mechanical simplicity, no carburetor,
ne ignition system, no radio interfer-
ence; no magneto, mechanical opera-
tion of fuel, high c¢ycle efficiency, cheap
fuel with low fire hazard, and it per-
mits the use of twe-cycle engines with
less parts and more simple mechanism.
