THIS SMOKING WORLD

THIS SMOKING WORLD, by A. E.
Hamilton. New York: The Cen-
tury- Company. $2.50.

Whenl the furnipliobe and the tobac-
coPlifle meet on the field of battle, a
great deal of smoke is due to be
raised. But the possibilities of humnor
in such an encounter are legion. Just
such a battle is waged over the pages
of A. E. Hamilton's "This Smoking
World"-a battle which is now impres-
sive in. the austerity of the facts pre-
senlted and again amusing in the very
ludicrousness of the exaggerations of
the antagonists.

Perhaps one mlight go so far as to
say that a more interesting battle has
never been fought ill print-certainly
no battle has ever had the universality
of appeal, the historical background,
or the physiological, psychological,
aned economic significallce that this
battle of tile pros and conls of smok-
im-g has had.

Seldorn, since the days of Thu-
cydiides, has anl historian told his story
with the authenticity and impartiality
that charactel ize this book; or mainl-
tained at the samie time such a fine ap-
ipreciation of 11tmorous vralules of the
Iincongruous.

To the great majority w^ho smoke,
this book wtill expand their 'knowledge
and appreciation of tobacco; and fur.
llish the rest of the reading world with
an intimate picture of the most uni-
versally prevalent custom, habit, vice,
call1 it what you will, that the wvorld
has ever known.

In a few wol ds, "This Smokillg
World" is a most comprehensive study
of an hitherto practically untouched
subject, handled in a most informative
and thoroughly delightful way.

H, IGH pressure generally tends to bring about some sort of
abnormal condition, whether that pressure act in the lab-

.oratory or in the mind. Constant reference to the difficulty
ofe Institute courses in comparison with those of any other co]-
lIege or university as heard among the Faculty and student body
:would seem to show that some sort of high pressure attitude
,is behind the Technology course requirements; if the situation 
runs, true to form, the abnormal conditions are certain to exist.

Colleges are usually supposed to give their students a more
or less natural taste for knowledge-a desire to learn to broad-
en their minds. The prevalent method of accomplishing thi's
end is -by giving the undergraduate body the opportunity to
:work toward the goal of a mind well filled with useful ideas,
and. not a grade sheet that decides one between struggling an-
'other term fore a few P's and going forth in the world. A
studen't who has the privilege to do such work in his course
that attracts his interest without the bother of striving to get
above ill the next hour quiz is far more apt to graduate -with a
worth-while brain than one in constant worry about the safest
way'to pass a subject.

This'latter 'ease is typical of all but the few honor courses
here at M. I. T. So constant is the pressure that f ew have
desire or reason to think at all about their courses, but only
struggle on till the next problem section in the hope that enough
'temporary knowledge of the chapter will have been gathered
to scrape through. A breathing spell comes at the end of
each term, with a few weeks or months in which to forget a
-while before taking up again the blind scramble.

NEW COURSE GIVEN
IN SCHOOL HEALTH

Professor C. E. Turner Will
Give Sanitation Aids

According to a recent announce-
ment, a new course in the study of sys-
tematic plans for training school chil-
dren ill healthful living is being given
in the Department of Biology and Pub-
lic Health. The course is given by
Professor Cz. E. Turner of the Depart-
ment of Biology and Public Health. As
a national authority onl school health
programs, Professor Turner has car-
ried out research of far reaching im-
portance, amonol his undertakings be-
ing organization of the public school
health program in Malden, Mass. As
consultant of the Board of Education
of Cleveland, Ohio, last year, he direct-
ed or ganization of a health program
and a health education curriculum.

The course began on February 10,
and the lectures are given on Friday
afternoons from 4 :30 to 5: 30 o'clock
until May 18. The titles of the vari-
ous lectures include: "The Natulre
and Historical Development of the Va-
riouls Health Activities of the Public
School System"; "The Philosophly of
Health Education from the Standpoint
of School Administration," "The Prep-
aration of a Curriculum in Health Ed-
ucation and Administrative Provision
for Source Material"; "The Use and
Abuse of Weighing and Measuring
School Children"; "An Evaluation of
Daily Health inspections and Milk
Lulnches''; "Administrative Aspects of

Ithe Open Air Class and Other Special
IHealth Classes"; "Administrative Pro-
ViSiOnlS for Sanitation and Ventila-
tiOnl"; "The Administration, Cost and
Results of Physical Examinations";
"Thle Machinery Necessary for Com-
munlicable Disease Control"; "The
Necessary Activities for the Correc-
tiOII of Physical Defects, Their Cost
and Admillistration''; "The Dental
Programs'; "Co-ordinating the School
Health Activi ties (Health Edulcation,
Physical Education, Medical Service,
Nursing, Nutrition"; "The administra-
on the Measuremenlt of Health Im-
tion of the High School Program; and
provernent."
