The distance was about 180
vards and to watch the ease with
wiich he handled his arms and legs
was certainly a ireat.

Paddeck at present
weighs 156 pounds but believes his
best sprinting can be done when he
tips the scales at 169.

Noted Chemist Wins
High English Honor

Dr. Arthur D. Little "85

Dr. Little '85 is
Nominated Headof
British Chemists
Has Been H.;;;— of Chemical

Society and Founded
Practice School

Dr. Arthur D. Little '85, tounder of
the School of Chemical Ingineering
Practice at the Institnie, has been
signally honored by the Soclety of
Industry of Great Britain. by being
nominated president of the Society.
The nomination is virtually an elec-
tion, for no contest is expected. This
wili be ihe first time that a graduate
ot Technology has been s=o honored.
although there have been four Ameri-
can presidents of the Soclety in its
long existance,

Dr. Little has been president of the
American Institute of Chemical En-
vineers, and of the American Chemical
Society, and is widely known in Chem-
jeal circles. He is head of the Arthur
. Little Inc., of Cambridge.

Amaong =ome of hig contributions to
the field of chemistry is artificial silk.
a smoke filter for poison smeke, and
several important discoveries in the
petroleum and fuel fields. Dr. Lit-
tle's smoke filler was invented during
the war, when he was commissioned
by the government to devise a melhod
for combating the poison smoke which
the German War Department had in-
vented and which penetrated the gas
masks of the time. He perfected lhis
smoke filter which was ready for in-
stallation in the gas masks at the
time ol the Armistice, and which is
now a regular part of the army equip-
ment.
