OPEN FORUM

To the Editor of THE TECH:
you are to be complimented on your editorial of last Friday

questioning the r elationships of Technology and the Power
Trust. Domination by private interests of the educational sys-
tem in this country has exerted a pernicious influence for mally
years. It has largely accounted for the lethargy of the vast mna-
jority of our educated citizenry toward questions of social wel-
fare-expressed keenly by Alark Twain when he said, "The
American peolple possess three great blessings-the right of
free speech, the right of free press, and the good sense not to
use either." As a result of it our schools annually grind out
the maximum production of standardized, nachine-made prod-
ucts, rather than thoughtful individuals. Such a plocedure
seems the reervese of the aim of Technology. One of the prime
essent-als of the Ins'itute man is that he be able to apply logic
to his ivork. It is for this reason particularly surprising that'
he shoulld cease to use this same method wshen dealing with
social problemos. The explanlation undoubtedly lies either in
his lack of interest in such affair-s or- else in his tacit acceptance
of that most vile idea that "wnhatever- is, is right," encouraged
by big busilless.

Un-fortunately, the r eccllt inlvestigationl of th e Powver Trust is
not the first timue that intimationas of -illicit lov e affairs betw~een
Technologyr and the pulblic utilities companlies hav e been macle.
We hope, indeed we fully expect, that the donations to Tech-
nologsyr eferred to in the investigationl have b~een mnade purely.
for scielltific research wsithoult anyr "stringts" -attached, byv either
statemellt o--. implication. Yet in the light of the unscruplulouls
methods of the Trust, particularly btecause of the many cor-
trsibutiolls made to officials in schools w~here no research coulld
possib~ly be dlone. and becaluse of the- manyr public utilities lec-
tuler's w~ho haN-e been sent otlt to v-a'io)us schools and the un-
fortunlate coincictence that recentlyr a large proportion of the
speakers at the Aldredl Lectures havre been pulblic u~tilities men,
in v-iews of these facts, dis-e-ardi-ng entirely the advisability of
public or private control of public utilities wVhich is not the
point in question, wre jOill hear-tily wtith youl, Mr. Editor, in
desirin-g "a clearer accoulnting conlcerning the receipt and ex-
perditurle . . . of these flunds."
