MAKE BOSTON DEBUT

Prof. Leon Theremin, -noted Rus-
sian scientist, still give a recital in
Syrrphony Hall, Boston, Sunday af-
ternoodn Oct. 7. Prof. Theremin is
the inventor Of the "ether weave"
musical machine which has astounded
musical circles. This machine wrork-
ing entirely by electricity, is able to
produce all the tones entirely by elec-
tricity, is able to produce all the tones
oxl a large orchestra. At this denmon-
stration, his first and only appearance
in Bo3ston this season, t he Professor
w ill use the "Theremin Vow" machine.
At a later date, bovl-cver, he is plan-
ning- to empiloy eight g roups of the
machines at one time. This wsould bye
equivalent to a 4()-piece orchestra, andl 
the range would be an ovtave above|
and below that of the present orches-
tra.

Skyways, Inc., Tells of
Aviation Progress

"Speed and safety have become
the bywords of the world, and the
airplane is the answer to these de-
mands of business. If the world is
not taking to the air, the remarkable
strides in commercial aviation in re-
cent years is at least convincing proof
that cold, matter-of-fact business
places great confidence in the air-
plane as a solution for its problems.

This is the belief of 01cott S. Pay-
son ex-'29, who is now secretary of
Skyways, Inc., a thriving corporation
of which Andrew I. Ivanoff, who was
also of the class of '29, is president.
That students at Technology are fol-
lo-wing this trend of business is shown
by the fact that there are 224 now
registered in the course in Aeron-
autical Engineering, of which 95
are freshmen. About 42 % then of
these embryo aviation experts are
from the Class of 1932.

Expense Is Insignificantt
Ini speaking of the prospects for

success of commercial aviation, Mr.
Payson enumerated a number of
reasons for the acceptance by busi-
ness men of this rapid means of
transportation. An official of a com-
pany wishes to be in a distant town
on short notice. Waiting for trains
is out of the question; the airplane
lands him at his destination in plenty
of time, and the contract is made,
or the important conference is at-
tended. The actual cost of such a
flight has been steadily decreasing
due to the increase in general effi-
ciency of planes, and when one con-
siders the value of the time saved,
and also that a contract may amount
to millions of dollars, the extra ex-
pense is nothing.

The increase in size of freight and
express planes has made possible the
transportation of immense loads of
merchandise. If someone had prophe-
sied years asro that carloads of
freight would be sent across country
-with very fewe stops, at a sneed of
90 mite-s per hour, he wzould have
been thought crazv , but at pi esent
there seems no limit to the possibili-
ties -in this field. Even the smaller
