As usual, the outcome of the crew
race is doubtful, with practically no
advantage in favor of cither boat, al-
though the freshmen have to contend
with a more experienced outfit.

Sophomore Gridders Outweighed

Briefly summing up the {football
teams, we find that the first-year grid-
ders average from ten to fifteen
pounds heavier than their rivals, This
weight advantage is decidedly indica-
tive of the move powerful team, since
the Sophomores have failed to show
a forward passing attack of unusual
strength. Judging by the outcome of
the practice game with the Boston
University freshmen, 1932 should win
by two touchdowns.

Tug-of-war is almost “in the bag”
foer '82.  Their hemp-strechers aver-
age eleven pounds heavier than the
Sophomores. and granted the same
aquality of coaching, the heavier team
almost  invariably triumphs. The
Sophomeres have ntuch the faster re-
lay team, and should finish a hundred
vards to the good, according to the
results of recent time trials. The
second-year men averaged one sec-
ond better than 1932's fliers, thus
pointing to a probable vietory of
twelve seconds or more.

Crew is Doubiful

Crew is the doubtful gquantity, and
anything ¢an happen. With an in-
experienced crew competing, it has
frequently happened that somebody
threw the leacding boat out of swing
and lost the race. This year’s fresh-
men are a creditable outfit, while
last year's 150-pound freshmen, row-
ing as this yvear’s Scophomores crew,
made a poor showing last Spring. The
Field Day crew race is never over
until one coxswain has coaxed and per-
suaded his shell over the finish Yine.

Regardless of the fact that no
points are awarded for the Glove
Fight, it seems to he the objective of
the day. and we miss our guess if
there ate any less than five-hundred
men lined up when the starting gun
is fired, 1931 won a moral victory
vesterday afternoon, when the fresh-
man mob, somewhat outnumbered,
failed to attack the Sonhomore mass-
meeting after breaking down the
doors. Whether they will obtain re-
venge this afterncon we hesitate to
predict. One thing is certain, and
that iz that anyone who wanis to
continue the fracas off the Instifute
grounds is doomed to defeat.

Perhaps
so. I will not deny that my stand in
the matter is quite partisan, but at
the same time I have been somewhat
in a position to know the other side
of the question which the writers of
yvour editorial have made no effort
to determine. As I stated before,
I will not substantiate this point of
view.

There is also one other stigma in
that. editorial which displays itself
in the last sentence, Perhaps I mis-
read this sentence but it seems to me
that it carries a very imsiduous in-
sinuation leaning toward the side of
public ownership. It seems to me this
is a very dangerous stand for an en-
gineering school to take, turning out,
as it does, hundreds of men each year
who will seek their futures in this
indusiry. (Great opportunities that
have been built up for young men
have been made possible through the
pregress, fore-sightedness, and fair-
mindedness of private initiative.
Eliminate that one factor and all of
us who leave engineering schools ang
step out into a carcer in this parti-
cular line of endeavor will be changed
into political office seckers and job
hunters andg will lese our independent,
dynamiec desire to build a usefut
career for ourselves and sociely.

As I have siated before, it is not
my intention to establish an argn-
ment: T wonld gladly do so but it
reruives Yoo mueh space to propeviy
develop it. I mevely want {o expross

my sincere regret that the school
whicrh T hoave always held in such

verard as on instituation tending to-
ward Tair-minded analvsis would have
talken such a binsed and entirely un-
seientific stand in one of the very
important issues of {he present day.
