OF FIRST WOMAN
GRADUATE TODAY

Ellen H. Richards ’73 Was Wife
of Profesasor Emdritus
Richards ’68

TAUGHT FOR 30 YEARS

Bas-relief by Miss Bashka Paeff
is to be Unveiled by
Prof. Richards

A  bas-relief of Mrs. Ellen H.
Richards '73, the first woman to be
graduated from Technology, and a
member of the instructing staff for
more than thirty vears, will be un-
veiled at Technology this afterncon.

Mrs. Richards, who died in 1911,
was the wife of Professor Emeritus

Robert H. Richards ’68, formerly
head of the Department of Mining
and Metallurgy, who will unveil the
bas-relief, the work of Miss Bashka
Paeff. Mrs. Richards was graduated
from Vassar in 1870 and from
Technology in 1873.

The work which brought her fame
throughout the world as an authority
on sanitary chemistry was outstand-
ing in its contribution to knowledge
of household economics in which she
was a pioneer. Her studies in food
chemistry and public health attracted
wide attention, and she carried out
an extensive survey of the water
supply of the state.

Is Gift Of Alumni

This memorial will be unveiled at
exercises to be held in Reom 10-250
at 4 o’clock this afternoon in the
presence of many of Mrs, Richard’s
colleagues and former students. The
bas-relief is a gift to Technology
from Alumni.

Final Arrival of New Wires
Starts Continuation of
Work on Plane

After a delay of over two weeks
the new set of wires for the Flying
plane has arrived and they
will be installed as soon as possible.
The work of repairing and overhaul-
ing the plane has been completed and
as soonh as the wires arve installed it
will be ready for use by the members
of the Club.

For several weeks the student mem-
bers of the Flying Club have been
working on the plane in order to get
it ready for flying. Within the next
week or so the members will start
in on the ground school training which
includes several lectures by various
aviation experts on the rudiments of
flying.

At this time there are four licensed
pilots belonging to the Club. These
men will act as instructors to the
new men and teach them how to fly.
By belonging to the Club the stu-
dent is able to rent the Club plane
at half the price which he would have
to pay for hiring o commerecial plane
angd also has the advantage of get-
ting: free instruction, which elimin-
ates a great deal of expoense.

Ellen H. Richards ’73 Was Wife
of Professor Emdritas
Richards ’68

TAUGHT FOR 30 YEARS

Bas-relief by Miss Bashka Paeff
is to be Unveiled by
Prof. Richards

A bas-relief of Mrs. Ellen H.
Richards '73, the first woman to be
graduated from Technology, and a
member of the instructing staff for
more than thirty years, will be un-
veiled at Technology this afterncon.

Mrs. Richards, who died in 1911,
was the wife of Professor Emeritus

Robert H. Richards ’'68, formerly
head of the Department of Mining
and Metallurgy, who will unveil the
bas-relief, the work of Miss Bashka
Paeff. Mrs. Richards was graduated
from Vassar in 1870 and from
Technology in 1873.

The work which brought her fame
throughout the world as an authority
on sanitary chemistry was outstand-
ing in its contribution to knowledge
of household economies in which she
was a pioneer. Her studies in food
chemistry and public health attracted
wide attention, and she carried out
an extensive survey of the water
supply of the state.

Is Gift Of Alumni

This memorial will be unveiled at
exercises to be held in Room 10-250
at 4 o’clock this afternoon in the
presenee of many of Mrs. Richard’s
colleagues and former students. The
bas-relief is a gift to Technology
from Alumni.

STEAM LAB ENGINE - - -
1S BEING IMPROVED'

New Cylinder is Installed and
Valve Gear Altered

Changes and improvements are
being made on the Fitchburg Uniflow
engine in the Steam Laboratory. . For
two years this engine has been used
in the regular testing experiments
carried on by students. Now it is
desired to make an alteration in the
valve gear, and the work is being un-
dertaken by the Fitchburg Engine
Company, original manufacturers of
the engine.

The expansible type piston valve
is being used for both the steam valve
and for the auxiliary exhaust valve.
It is intended to disconmect the aux-
ilinry exhaust valve gear when the
engine is operating condensing. To
accomplish this a lnk is provided in

{the valve gear which may be easily

removed, When the engine is operat-
ing non-condensing it is necessaly to
use the auxiliary exhaust valves in
order lo prevent excessive compres-
sion,

1t is expected that the changes wil
be completed and the engine ready
for class work very shortly. ’
