their expenditure of time, energy, and money should be in a techl-I
nical school.

"In spite of disappointment and disillusion, which have, come
often enoulgh, there persists a feeling that I have not beer.. entirely
tfasting, my time, that these four ymears belong definitely on the

credit side of the ledger...
i"Beyond that feeling of vague satisfaction, I have reached

sbme definiteo conclusion about a few details of undergraduate life.
lPam convinced:

"Fixrst, that thr ee-quarter s of the time spent in the class
rbom, particularly in the lecture room, might much better be de-
vbted to reading-but probably whould not be.

"Second, that an outside activity, such as writing editorials
for the 'Sun', takes just about three times as much time and

DEUTSCHES HAUS IS[
NO LOGNGER BARREDt

Headquarters of German Study
at Colulmbia Re-established |

Gradually, but surely, the minds of
America are demobilizing. Ten years
after the cessation of hostilities with
Germany, President Nichol'as Murray
Butler is able to announce the re-
establishment at Columbia University
of Deutsches Haus, a center of Ger-
man culture that was discontinued
during the war.

"A Deutsches Haus, to be the head-
quarters of the advanced study of
the German language and literature.
German history and German institu-
tions wnas established at Columbia
University in 19-10 bar the gift of
Edward Dean Adams," President But-
ler's announcement explained. About
the Haus a vigorous and scholarly
activity was buil t up under the dir-
ection of the late Professor Rudolf
Tombvo, Jr.
