STUDENT LEADERS GUESTS

Activity Heads Tell of Work
Carried Through During
Year’'s Program

Pregentation of undergraduate life
at Technology by the President of the
Senior Class and the heads of the ma-
jor activities featured this year's “Un-
dergraduate Night,” an annual affair
of the Alumni Council held Monday
evening in Walker.

In a short business meeting preced-
ing the undergraduate discussion, the
Secretary-Treasurer, Mr., Orville B.
Denison 11 gave an account of his
83-day trip from which he recently re-
turned. On this trip, 5500 miles in
length, he visited all the Technology
clubs South and East of Washington
and Kansas City, ag well as five clubs
in Ohio and around Niagara Falls. In
the 22 cities he visited, Mr. Denison
came in contact with more than 700
alumni, In addition he spoke to 3300
school siundents, showing them new
movies ol the Institufe.

Jope Acts as Chairman

After Mr. Denlson read the list of
nominees for the 1928 elections, Presi-
dent Prescoit introduced Raiph T.
Jope ’28, President of the Senior Class,
who held the chalr the rest of the
evening. After telling of the way in
which Field Day 1927 was conducted
with no unorganized rioting, Jape
proceeded to introduce the heads or
high officials of the major student
activities, each of whom gave a snort
speech,

Thomas S. Woaod, Jr., '28, General
Manager of this vear's T'echnigue, was
the first speakei. He outlined the na-

WORK GOES SLOWLY
GETTING RESULTS
ON QUESTIONNAIRE

First and Second Year Physics
Attract Largest Amount
Of Comment

SERIOUS ANSWERS RULE

Showing a far greater interest in
freshman and Sophomore Physics than
in any other one course, the resulis
of the recent questionnaire circulated
by THE TECH have proved that the
student hody of Techneology is eager
to take an active part in the improve-
ment of the general curricula of the
Institute.

Though not all of the forms have
Leen eollected, tabulation of the re-
sults is already under way. Under the
present plan, these resulty will be giv-
en to the heads of the respective de-
partments in order that they may re-
ply to the criticism at the same time
that the results are published in the
columns of THE TECH.

Physics was by far the most dis-
cussed subjects on the guestionnaire,
and while the expressions of the stu-
dents covered practically every phase
of the two courses, there was a marked
consistency of viewpoint throughoutl.
Applied Mechanics and the electricat
courses came next in choice, and from
there on the returns included only a
few of each of ten or twelve optionul
subjects,

While the forms thut were filled outr
and returned represenied only a com-
paritively small share of the total cir-
cilation of the paper, the resulis are
considered to he sc representative that
the desired effect may be obtzined.
Questionnaires are still heing sent in
by mail and through the staif mem-
hers.  Studeunis who have yet failed
1 respond to the plen for criticism
are asked to fill ont one of the hlanks
and hand it to any member of THE

JAIL INSTRUCTION

Prisoners Are Taught English
And Mathematics

The edueational work in the 3id-
dlesex County jail in Cambridge is
one of the regular activities of the
T. . A, This consists of the teach-
ing of English and Mathematics to the
inmates of the prison. These men
are shorttermers who are uvsually un-
educated and the iastruction which
they receive is vonsidered valuable, al-

appreciate it or not.

Mr. H. M. Gerry, head of the Edu-
cational activities of the Cambridge
Y. M. C. A, is in charge of this work,
and is assisted in this work by menr-
hers of the T. C. A. 'The prisoners
are excused from their work for one
hour each day for this instruction,
and since the 15 or 16 men in these
classes vary in age hetween 1§ to 60
they receive mostly individual atten-
tion,

The T. C. A. needs one man for Mon-
day, two on Wednesday and one on
Friday. Any student interested in
this work is asked to communicate
with Youngston at Runkie 110 or with
Nlr. Wallace M. Ross at the T. C. A.
office.

‘
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RETURNS ON THE QUESTIONNAIRE

O consistent were the suggestions and criticisms of the gen-
eral courses listed on THE TECH Questionnaire that much
encouragement has been given as to the outcome of the action.
There was a very satisfactory response of a fair share of
the veaders of the paper, and the decided lack of joking and
foolsplay evidenced the seriousness with which the Question-
naire was met. The only bit of crudeness came from one of
the students who selected a course in the Walker Cafeteria
for the object of his ire.

The faetf that the freshman and Sophomore courses in Phys-
ics received by far the major portion of the attention of the
critics would appear to prove that in these basic subjects the
updergraduates see room for considerable change. Few of the
replies on these subjects, however, were of the damning sort,
#s they generally gave excellent suggestions for improvement.

By the very small returns in three or four of the other sug-
gésted courses one might assume that those classes are entire-
{y content with the way these subjects are conducted—or at
least that the students are either too lazy to answer or too
deeply impressed by the stagnation to hope for change. Far
better effect would be had of course if a fairer majority of the
undergraduate body had responded.

efore publication in the columuns of THE TECH, the tab-
ulafed results with the questionnaires will be submitted to
those in charge of the various Departments. They will in this
way be enabled to see at first hand exactly what the stud-
gt opinion of their courses is and will as well be given the
giportunity to present in these columns their views on the
gxisting conditions, together with tentative prospects of future
improvement. It is hoped that in this joint method of pub-
lication of the results the maximum benefit may be obtained.

:_. SMOOTHING THE ROCKY WAY

GREAT many words have been used by the collegiate press
of the country in discussing the value of snap courses
where a student can receive credit for doing a minimum of
work. Dean Hawkes of Columbia University, however, is
chnsidering the introduction of more such courses into the
f&lrricuium. His proposition is to have lectures given two or
iree times 2 week by prominent members of the faculty for
which half eredit will be given, There would be no final or
mid-term examinations in sueh courses.

This, he claims, will serve to acquaint the studentsto a larger
extent with the subjeet matter of various courses without the
atrain and bother of preparing for examinations. The general
gﬁnciples of the courses will remain with the student, while

e details that would be forgotten immediately after examina-
tien anyway will not have to be carefully studied for final use.

‘The first and most obvious reaction to this idea is that as
200N as this policy is introduced, the athletic teams should be
able to pick up some excellent ice carriers. What will a di-
ploma be worth if it can be obtained so easily with very little
libor? Arve the students going to place cultural progress or
their own indolent natures in the foreground when they are
allowed such liberty? These and many other questions arise
in considering the plan.

"It seems to us that such a policy will give additional ad-
vantages to the good student who wishes to obtain a broad
basic knowledge of many subjects, but this advantage goes
hand in hand with the probability that the less studious-mind-
ed, will have little immediate incentive to work, and will con-
sequently gain little from sleeping through the lectures. With
no-examinations there is no way apparent of weeding out this
poorer group from the rest.

We will be interested in the results of the exneriment if it
is finally tried, but we are frankly skeptical of its suecess for
the average student. When the colleges have perfected an
admission system that will admit only the super-students the
plan will have great possibilities, but for the student of average
intelligence its tempiations are too great.

YELLOW JOURNALISM

THE KISS, by M. K. Wisehart. New
York: The Century Co. $2.00.

Only a newspaper man of long ex-
perience could wrire as powerful a
novel of the elfects of yellow journal
ism on everyday people as Mr. Wise
hart has in “The Kigs.” It accurate-
1y pictures the fremendous exaggera-
tion anddistortion of trifling incidents
with farreaching effects that take
place almost daily in our eities.

The characters of the novel are re-
markable in that they are such com-
mon folks with no noteworhy distine-
tions to differentiate them irom peo-
ple that can be met in any medium-
sized New England itown. The wid-
owed pastor of ithe story might be al-
most any sincere and conscientious
[eader of his flock in life. In a mo-
ment of emotional stress he kisses an-
other man's wite, There is some local
scandal, but that is practically over-
come and the town has almost re-
sumed its customary peace when a re-
vorter for a yellow journal discovers
the scandal. The town is immediate-
ly flooded with reporters, photograph-
ers, and “sob sisters.” A minor inci-
dent hecomes tragedy for all con-
cerned.

To a person unacquainted with our
“civilized” newspapers, the story and
its elimax would seem incredible; but
anyone knowing about yellow journal-
ism has heard of many such incidents
in real life. There is satire and irony
subtilely mixed with powerful realism
and a foreeful style to make abosrbing
reading. It is intensely interesting,
but it is not a pleasant picture that it
shows, and it is too lifelike to overlook
the unpleasantness. The hook, how-
ever, cannot be ignored among this
year's novels in spite of minor [it-
erary defects.

A masterpiece, a most enthusiastic
cast, beautiful settings and costumes
to dazzle the eye; that is a dish to
tempt the dramatic palate of a king.

The comedy is a story of a clever
lero and hercine, the stage being set
in the powdered court of English so-
slety during the yvear 1700.

dainties of society. The effect of the
srilliance and depth of the lines is
heightened greatly by the admirable
presentations of Milton Owen as Mira-
pelle, Thomas Shearer as Sir Wilful
Witwoud, Mrs. Scolt as Lady Wish-
‘ort, INatherine Warren as Lrs, Milia-
mant, and Arthur Sircom as Witwoud.
With a little more polish, Will Con-
greve's musierpiece at the Repertory
should he the best drawing card to the
peiter class of playgoers.

For Society of Arts
Lectures

One of the latest developments in
the field of science which has proven
itgelf to be of inestimable value to the
medical profession is the Geiger
Ceunting Machine, a device for de-
tecting the presence of electrons. One
of these machines has been loaned to
the Physics De¢partment by the Gener-
al Electric Company for demonstration
at the Society of Aris lectures this
week,

The device has great significance in
medical practice. By means of it
physicians will be able to detect dis-
eases of the heart by the rate of flow
of blood in the human body. For this
purpose the machine is placed direct-
lv over the heart of the patient and a
radicactive substance is injected into
the arm or some other part of the
bedy. The raie of flow can then be
determined by accurately timing the
passage of the electrons from the point
of injection to the heart.

The machine, which will be demon-
strated by Professor Miles 5. Sherrit
of the Department of Chemistry, con-
sists essentially of a metal ioniza-

courses, with over five thousand co-

operating pupils enrolled. The great
flexibility of the plan is evidenced by
the fact that hardly any two institn-
tions operate on exactly the same
schedule.

Vitallzes College Work

“The schools and industries of any
locality are finmding it possible to make
closer and closer co-ordination between
the school and the engineering prac-
tice as it exists in the local indus-
tries. The result is that the theoreti-
cal instruction at colleze has been
vitalized by the fact that the student
knows at first-hand just how the theo-
ries that he is learning are made use
of in the engineering field.

“Industry alsc appreciates the better
training which the co-operative stu-
dents receive, ag is evidenced by a
study of the positions held by grad-
uates of the co-operative courseg in
electrical engineering at the Massa-
chusetts Imstitute of Technology. This
study shows that the average salary
of these graduates increases at a rate
fitty-five per cent faster than that of
the average engineering graduate of
the country.”

At a meeting of the Vocational sec-
tion in the Boys Trade School on
Parker Street, President Stratton
spoke wupon “The TUniversities’ Mes-
sage.”” In the speech, President Strat-
ton told of the interesis of the Uni-
versity to others.

Other speakers at the meeting were
John C. Brodhead, Assistant Superin-
tendent of DPublic Schools, Boston,
whose topic was “Boston's Program,”
Mr. A, B. Meredith, Commissioner of
Fducation of ¥artford, Connectient,
who spoke upon “A Message from a
Siate Commissioner of Education,”
and Miss Mary S, Woodman, special-
ist in vocational education, who tallied
on “The Field for Women and Girls.”

potential. When some radioc-active
substance, such ag fhe luminous dial
of a watch, is brought into proximity
with the counter, the Alpha and Beia
particles enter the chamber, thereby
disturbing the electrical eguilibrium
and causing a slight current to pass.
This current is transmitted to the
walls of the chamber and causes a
clearly audible elicking within. It is
said that by means of a Ioud speaker
the sound created by the electrons
may be amplified and thus be heard
throughout a large room.

Only one other of the Geiger ma-
chines has heen demonstrated in this
vicinity. It also is owned by the
General Electric Company and was
loaned to the Boston City Hospital re-
cently for experimental tests.
