Candidates for Doctor’s degree shall
present themselves at the graduation
exercises wearing the Doctor's cap
and gown with no hood. Candidates
for Master’s degree shall present
themselves at the graduation exercises
wearing Master’s cap and gown with
no hood. Candidates for Bachelor’s

degree shall present themselves wear-
ing the Bachelor’s cap and gown with
no hood.

Officers Wear Uniforms

Candidates for commissions in the
R. 0. T. C. shall present themselves
at the graduation exercises wearing
their uniforms under the cap and
gown corresponding to the degree to
be conferred. Students will wear
caps during the exercises, removing
them only during the invocation.
Women students need not remove their
caps during the invocation unless they
30 desire. Tassels should be worn
on the right side front before taking
degrees and changed to the left front
after receiving diplomas.

Each Senior will be provided with
ten announcements of graduation and

five tickets for the Graduation
Exercises. Last wyear only three

tickets were given to each member
of the graduating class, the extra
two this year being provided by a
new arrangement in seating.

Approximately 100 seats were
formerly reserved for faculty mem-
bers and guests of the Institute and
since many of these =zeats were
never used, the tickets are this year
being given to the Seninrs. These
tickets and announcements are now
veady for distribution and may be
obtained at the Information Office.

Lowell Institute
Presents Diplomas
Te 260 Graduates

G. K. Masson, Chief Engineer
of NNE T, and T. Co., Is
Chief Speaker

At the Lowell Institute commence-
ment ceremonies last night in Room
10-250, approximately twe hundred
graduates received their diplomas
from President A. Lawrence Lowell
of Harvard. George K. Masson, chief
engineey of the New England Tele-
phone and Telegraph Company, de-
livered the commencement address,
and President Samuel W. Stratton
spoke as the Technology representa-
tive of Lowell Institute,

Coming from all manner of oc-
cupations and representing such far-
away parts of the world as Italy and
Australia, over seven hundred students
are registered in this evening school.
The courses vary very little from
those offered in the day curriculum at
Technology and the regular day in-
structors teach the Lowell Institute
students as well.

The Institute is supported by the
Lowell Fund left by John Lowell, Jr.,
and is now in its twenty-sixth year
Free tuition as a re-
sult of the Lowell Fund has been a
great attraction for business people
who work during the day and wish
to improve their education in their
spare time. Salaries of men who
have bheen graduzted from Lowell In-
stitute over twelve years have in-
creased more than 500 per cent, ac-
cording to Professor C, F. Park of the
Mechanical Engineering department.

Students at the Institute spend
three or four nights per week at
Technelogy in their courses. Com-
pletion of the course requires a
minimum of two years.
