WATERHOUSE HEADS
ALLOY RESEARCHES

Engineering Foundation Enters
Field of Metallurgy

At a dinner held at the New York
University Club last Wednesday even-
ing it was announced by H. Hobart
Porter '16, Chairman of the Engineer-
ing Foundation, that Professor George
B. Waterhouse of the Department of
Metallurgy would head the Iron Al-
loys Committee of the Foundation.
This committee will co-operate with
the United States government, en-
gineering societies, universities, and
Industries, in inaugurating a program
of research which will be vital to the
progress of the American iron and
steel industry, whose future depends
strongly upon its ability to maintain
a strong position in iron and steel
alloys.

The first stage of this research will
require five years and an expenditure
of $150,000. It will develope an in-
ternational enterprise to co-ordinate
researches in ferrous metallurgy
which are going on at present mainly
in America, England, and Germany.
Among the other members of this
committee are Dr. George K. Burgess
'96, Director of the U. S. Bureau of
Standards, and Dr. Bradley Stoughton
'96, Director of the Metallurgical
Engineering Department of Lehigh
University.

Winter Leaves Vacant
Position

. Walter Humphreys, '97, was chosen
Secretary of the Corporation this sum-
mer to succeed the late James P.
Munroe, '82, who had held the posi-
tion for twenty years up to the time
of his death.

During his
college years he was vice-president
of his class, a member of the Tech-
nique Board, and secretary of the In-
stitute Committee. He is a member
of the Delta Kappa Epsilon fraternity.

Tlle new secretary of the Corpora-
tion travelled in Europe immediately
following graduation and then entered
the employ of the Boston and Maine
Railroad. He left this work to study
in heating and ventilation with Prof.
Samuel H. Woodbridge '79. This or-
ganizationl later became a part of the
Stone and Webster Co., and when
there was a reorganization of the ad-
ministrative departments, Mr. Hum-
phreys became the Registrar at
Techlnology.

In 1906 he, was elected secretary
of the Alumni Association and served
continuously under the administration
of 16 presidents. As secretary of
the Society of Arts he organized the,
Popular Sciellce Lectures given by the
faculty for Boston school children and
the public. He was made director
of the Harvard Co-operative Society
after the location of the Technlology
branch.
