Mining Enginecers Get First Taste

Ot Underground

Fourteen Studied Rudiments
of Mining Engineering at
Dover, New Jersey

Among the interesting courses of
study at Technology's is the one taken
at the Summer Mining Camp at
Dover, New Jersey. Here budding
nmining engineers and geologists get
their first taste of actual mining
practice witlh which they are to cope
when they enter their careers.

In the heart of the magnetite-mining
section in New Jersey, and in coun-
try noted for its interesting geological
features, Dover affords an ideal place
for the camp. Last summer there
were fourteern men taking the eight
weeks course—seven weeks of mine
surveying and one of practice in the
mines, John T. Sherman, '31, was
elected president of the camp, and

Robert Henderson, '30 took the posi-
tion of inspector.

The camp consists of three sleep-
ing houses, holding ten men each, a
regular camp house, and headquarters.
Drafting is done, classes are held,
and meals are served at the head-
quarters. In the mines of the sur-
rounding district there are from nine-
ty-five to five hundred employees The
Franklin Furnace Company nearby

mines twenty per cent of all the zine
of the United States.

The seven weeks of surveying prac-
tice in the mines is an invaluable ex-
perience, for the student learns the
methods of procedure at first hand.
Difficulties to be met with are the
darkness, water, and finding room for
set-ups. Mining cap-lights and flashes
are used. At times the instruments
have to be dismounted from the
standards because of the lack of
space. Some of the smaller mines
are not equipped with elevators, and it
is not unusual to have to ciimb a
two-hundred-and~ﬁfty—foot-ladder four
or five times a day.

After the seven weeks course, one
week is given over to “practice™, that
is, the watching of the actual practice
of obtaining the ore from the mines.
In the mining of magnetite, after the
ore is extracted it is crushed and run
over "magnetic tables.” The rock
passes off and the magnetite stays to
be collected.

There are two different kinds of
elevators in mines. The type that
descends vertically is termed a cage,
while those that go into the ground
diagonally are called skips. One of
the deepest mines in the surrounding
couniry is fourieen hundred feet he-
low the surface, and is equipped with
powerful water pumps.
