notable figures at the Institute.

The subject, “Why is a Liberal,” is
an appropriate one to open this year’s
series of Liberal Club Meetings, and
is the first meeting of the year to be
heid under the club’s new president,
Miss Mary E. Betts ’29.

In presenting its program of nation-
ally known speakers the Libheral Club
aims to give Technology students an
opportunity to hear able speakers ais-
cuss tapics of general interest to think-
ing people, and to join in the discus-
sions taking place after each meeting.

The Liberal Club was organized a
vear ago, under the direection of Prof.
Richard G. Tyler and Prof. Robert E.

In the future, the freshman Rules
Committee will consist of one Senior,
who will be chairman, six Juniors, and
fifteen Sophomores. The three fresh-
men who formerly were given seats
on this committee will be omitted.
Approval was given of the cost of send-
ing last vear's crew to the Intercol-
legiate Races at Pounglkeepsie. A total
of $1,798.32 was expended to support
the Cardinal and Grey varsity.

INSTITUTE RECEIVES
WEATHER FORECASTS

Meteorological Staff Maintains
Special Radio Station

Weather forecasts are made and
posted daily at 12 o'clock in the
aeronautical building and on the hul-
letin board in building 10 by the
meteorological branch of the Aeronaun-
tical TEngineering department. A
radio station is maintained in build-
ing 32 which picks up the observations
sent out from the Arlington weather
bureau station at 8:15 o'clock each
morning and evening. The Technol-
ogy operator decodes the message and
then plots the map. Members of the
metreorological staff make the fore-
cast for Northern and Southern New
England and also a special local fore-
cast for Boston.

A branch of the department is also
established at the Institute's experi-
mental field at Round Hill. Two men
are stationed there, one to work out
metreorological! research problems, the
other to make weather forecasts. The
Round Hill radio operator picks up
the observations from Arlington, plots
the map, and a local forecast for New
Bedford is then made after a tele-
phone conference with the Institute’s
forecaster. This station is primarily
intended as an aid in the operation of
Technoly’s blimp, “Mayflower.”

Institute Committee Publishes Full
Report 0fj>‘A;:tivity Expenditures

Bulletin Is Now Available to
the Student Body at the
Information Office

Initiating a new policy this year,
the Institute Committee is publish-
ing a bulletin of the total receipts
and expenditures of all the sports and
activities on the campus. The main
purpose of the bulletin is io give the
student body an idea of where the
money goes, how the various activities
are financed, and what the financial
ontecome of eaech is at the end of the
year.

Oiher thar this, the men on the ac-
tivities listed are aided considerably
by a concise statement of the expendi-
tures of their department of the vear
before, by the realization of the amount
they are expected to spend. The ac-
tivities are divided into two distinet
groups—those which receive the funds
for their operation from the under-
graduate dues, which are deducted
from the tuition, and those are seli-
supporting. In the former class fall
Athletics, the Instituie Committee, and
Class Activities, and in the latter are
the publications, the T. C. A., Tech
Show, the Musical Societies, and the

Of the sports, as revealed by the
pamphlet, Crew is by far the most
expensive to the students. The total
expenditures last year were in excess
of $5000, and the total receints were
a little over 32000 ‘“Wrestling uses
about $1600, Boxing, Hockey, and Gym
Team are next in order, each spend-
ing close to $1200, while swimming
takes about $1000 per year.
THE TECH Receives Most

Of those winlcir are self-supporting,
THE TECH handles the greatest
amount of money during the year.
The total income of this organ during
1528-29 was nearly $13000, the next
in line heing T. BE. N. with an income
of $7500. Voo Doo, Tech Show, and
T. C. A, spend $5000, $3000, and $2000
respectively, and the activity showing
the largest profit during the year is
Tech Show, with a surplus of $1115.60.

The expenditures of the American
Society of Civil Engineers, and the
American Institute of Electrical En-
gineers are also included, while data
was not available for Technique and
the Musical Clubs. It is the purpose
of the Institfute commiftee to make a
similar report annually so as to give
up-to-date information every year. The
inspiration for this innovation came
from Purdue University, where it has
