COURSES OFFERED

State Departmeﬁt of Education
Has Arranged Studies
In Awviation

Five courses in aeronautics have
been arranged by the Division of Uni-
versity Extension of the State Depart-

he given at Technology. The entire
program is the work of the state de-
partment of education, in co-operation
with Prof. Daniel C. Sayre nf the In-
stitute.

Elementary aeronauties, the ﬁISt of
these classes to begin, and the first
course in a three year aeronautic pro-
gram, started two weeks ago. This
study which is designed for beginners,
includes those subjects given in the
usual ground school, will take up the
theory of flight, control and perform-
ance, construction and maintenance,
engine cycles and aeroplane types, in-

struments, navigation. and practical
fiving.
Myron 8. Huckle, a graduate of

Washington State College, will cover
in his lectures materials of construe-
tion, fabrication of wood menibers,
types of glue, methods of gluing, glned
joints, characteristics of fabrics, meth-
ods of coveriug surfaces, doping, patch-
ing, fabrication of metal assemblies,
riveting, field and factory repairs on
metal and wood, inspection hefore and
atter flights, replacement of parts, and
rrashes.

Professor Sayre will be in charge of
a4 course in aiv transportation, which
held its first meeting last Friday night.
Among the topics tb be discussed are
characleristics of mail, express, and
passenger planes; operating costs; re-
liability and endurance; status in the
United States and Europe; organiza-
tion of an airline; technical, economic,
and legal operating prohlems:; insur-
ance and depreciation; customs regu-
lations; location, preparation, and
equipment of airports and landing
fields, and illumination.

Unly 28 of 112 Schools Acquit-
ted in Carnegie Report
On Athletics

A clean record for Technology with
legud to the recruiting and subsid-
jzing of athletes was included in the
final report of the Carnegie Founda-
tion which was published in vester-
day's morning papers. This long-
awaited report, the resuit of three
and one half years of investigation on
the part of a committee headed by
Doctor Howard J. Savage, a Tults
eraduate, deals with the activities of
112 colleges and universities in a
chapter entitled “The Recruiting and
Subsidizing of Athletes”. Only 28 col-
leges, seven of them Canadian, are on

the “pure list” compiled by the com-
mittee.

In New England the only colleges
pesides Technology which are ac-

quitted of the practice of offering
scholarships to their athletes or
otherwise giving them financial re-
muneration are the following: Bates,
Bowdoin, Massachusetts Apgies,
Trinity, Tufts, Wesleyan, Williams,
and Yale. Those not listed among the
“lily whites” include Boston College,
Harvard, Amherst. Brown, Dartmouth,
Holy Cross, Middlebury, Vermont, and
Springfield.

The charges vary in intensity, from
the actual issuance of pay checks and

the fostering of a complicated s¥s-

Technology Listed Among Colleges
Which Do Not Subs:dtze A thletics

e

tem of scouting for foothall material,
to milder forms of subsidy and re-
cruiting. Brown, Dartmouth, New
York University, and Princeton, among
others are accused of supporting prom-
ising athlefes in preparatory schools.
Washington and Jefferson is said to
have issued “pay checks”. It is said
to be a widespread practice among
large numbers of colleges to employ
athletes to do work which conid be
accomplished by a much smaller group
of men and at a much smalier ex-
penditure than under the present sys-
tem. “Certain Amencan institutions”,
says the report, “award scholarships
upon what is termed an all-around
basis, including in addition to’ schol-
astic excellence, ‘qualities of leader-
ship.”

The factor of subsidization of ath-
letes was touched upon by Coach
Dean at the recent first meeting of
candidates for the swimming ieam,
at which he said that Technology
cannot he considered to be competing
onh thie same ground with a college
(Brown) which furnishes financial aid
to its athletes in return for services
on various teams, He said that in
view of this he considered that Tech-
nology won at least a moral victory
i1 the New England swimming meet
in spite of the 46 fo 38 victory of
RBrown, He added that Technology
had never sponsored such a practice
and had no intention of doing so in
the future.
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COMPLETELY ABSOLVED

N the bulletin Just published on the recruiting and subsidizing
of athletes in the colleges of the country, it is notable that
Technology holds her head high and claims absolution from all
guilt. A large percentage of the colleges of the country are
accused of either directly making the attendance of athletes at
their school a profitable venture, or diseriminating against non-
athletes in the student employment bureaus.

Among the colleges in the so-called “not-so-pure” list, most
of those who rate high in the world of sports are evident. Har-
vard, Dartmouth, Michigan, and Brown are accused of helping
the athletes throug‘l school, by one means or another. The
institutions of lesser note in sports are for the most part “Lily-
pure.”

Perhaps as a gauge of the special consideration given ath-
letes, the spirit of the school might be taken into account. At
Technology, the spirit is notably that of hard work, and sports
are not deemed so important as to demand that the authorities
of the school should make special concessions to those excelling
in athletics. In Tufts, another of the local schools which es-
caped criticism, athletics are also put on the basis of the enjoy-
ment that the participant gets from the game.

That a policy of special consideration to these men is danger-
ous to the morality of the school involved can easily be seen.
Yet the alumni of the schools and even the undergraduates ex-
press neither surprise nor consternation at the revelation of
the state of affairs. Being in a position to criticise our sister
colleges, we should express our feelings in the situation.

On the other hand, the bulletin classes among those of the
“Not-so-pure”, all colleges which in any way encourage the
attendance of athletes at their schools, as distmgulshed from
non-athletes. The sericusness of the charge is in many cases
guite negligible under these circumstances, since it is only
natural for a college man to wish to see his football team come
through the season creditably, and many alumni of various in-
stitutions befriend young athletes to the extent of paying their
tuition. The percentage of colleges of the country which are
really at fault in their methods of conducting athletics is not
nearly as startling.

AFTER WE HAVE FORGOTTEN

ECENTLY President Hibben of Princeton cited this as a defi-
nition of education furnished by ‘“an Oxford man”: ‘Edu-
cation is what we have left after we have forgotten all we have
learned.” At the beginning of his recent volume entitled “The
Meaning of Culture’ John Cowper Powys, the English writer
and lecturer, brings forward that identical statement as a
“felicitous” definition of culture. It is explained that such a
conception is handy because it serves as a reminder that culture
is not something bound up with the academic paraphernalia of
training at an institution of higher learning. Were that the
case, then every fellow with a college degree would have a
right to claim that he was a cultured man—which most people
would understand to be ridiculous.

Yet education of the right sort may of course contribute to
culture. It is, in fact, one of its strongest adjuncts. But much
more is needed. There are scores of highly culiured men and
women who have had very little formal “book learning’. Edu-
cation does not create or produce anything; it may be employed
merely in refining and drawing out for more useful purposes
qualities that already exist. Thus an educated moron is simply
more of a moron than he was at the outset, whatever the social
or business station he may be able to occupy.

Education must have a foundation on which to build. It is
worthwhile as a contribution to culture or anything else just in
proportion to the qualities of the person who receives it. As one
observer warns, education is not to be confused with an ac-
quired capacity to make a living, even with a capacity to make
a million dollars. The successful man, by the ordinary tests,
may remain uneducated as he may be uncultured. Education
supplies tools, not capacity.
