A truly unique mystery play is the
offering at the Plymouth, this weei
and next, in A, A, Milne's “The Per-
fect Alibi.” A murderer who is gen-
teel from start to finish and John
Law appearing in the form of persons
of utmost consideration for the feel-
ings of everyone concerned in the
calamity are other remarkable fea-
turs.

The murder is performed right be-
ore the eves of the audience and there
is never any question abont the identi-
ty of the murderer. An unspeakapole
departure from the standard methods
and yet the thing works and the line
of interest and suspense is splendidly
maintained to a really climactic final
scene.

Vivian Tobin as Susan Cunningham
makes a fascinating Sherlock Holmes
and her conversance with the modern
detective story is presented as a
rather half hearted apology for such
remarkable perspicacity as she evi-
dences in the sclution of the mystery.
